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M&M'’s coverage of the NAB Radio Show in Seattle last week
offered both good and bad news for European radio profes-
sionals. The good news? U.S. broadcasters are opening up to
the European radio market. The bad news? Ditto.

As our programming editor Mike McGeever pointed out in
his column last week, much of U.S. radio’s interest in Europe
comes down to one word—consolidation. It's a word which
epitomises the recent developments in the U.S. radio indus-
try and it’s already starting to have some effects in Europe.

Ever since U.S. regulator the FCC relaxed its TV and
radio ownership rules a couple of years ago, consolidation has
meant, to put it bluntly, that U.S. radio groups can buy what-
ever stations are up for grabs. Once those groups reach a sig-
nificant number of stations, they benefit from economies of
scale and synergy—especially in the area of programming.
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We're now seeing the second stage of consolidation, when

MTV Europe boosting penetration

HaMBURG — MTV Europe is set to
increase its European penetration to
cover 77 million TV households.

The music specialist is to broadcast
its analogue Central feed via the Astra
satellite to the G/S/A region; the move
will mean a 28 percent rise in overall
European penetration. It gives MTV
Europe’s Central service access to an
estimated 87 percent of TV households
in Germany alone, an important step in
its ongoing ratings battle with domi-
nant German channel Viva,

Prior to the deal, the service’s ana-
logue feed was distributed via cable

and its digital feed through Astra’s dig-
ital platform DF-1. The new arrange-
ment was made possible after the
broadcaster re-negotiated its original
exclusive deal with Germany’s main
cable provider Deutsche Telekom.
Sources close to the station say MTV
and DT are finalising a new agreement
which will see them jointly develop an
as-yet unspecified number of digital,
pay-TV services for the latter’s cable
network. They will be heavily promoted
on MTV’s analogue satellite feed; the
first new services are expected to be in
place by the mid-1999 launch of DT’s

digital cable platform.

In an October 23 statement, MTV

Central MD Christiane zu Salm says:
“We strongly believe that pay-TV plat-
forms—such as currently developed by
Deutsche Telekom—represent the
ideal medium to drive the success of
new [...] interactive services.” The ana-
logue service, she adds, remains MTV’s
“core brand” but adding pay-TV ser-
vices to its portfolio will “capitalise on
the flexibility and sophistication of the
products we bring to the market.”

DT reportedly paid MTV DM10 mil-
lion ($6.7m) a year for transmission
rights. DT spokesman Walter Genz—
while not confirming the amount—says
under the new agreement DT will no
longer pay MTV for this.

PolyGram, BMG in Czech ad ‘freeze’

PRAGUE — “This decision is incompre-
hensible.” Strong words from Petr
Kraus, head of radio promotion at
PolyGram Czech Republic, after adver-
tising sales house Media Marketing
Service (MMS) announced it had no
space for PolyGram ads on the stations
it represents in the Xmas run-in.

“It’s unfair,” declares Kraus, “we had

a gentleman’s agreement that all record
companies would receive equal deals.”
MMS exclusively represents stations
which account for 36.5 percent of ad rev-
enues in the Czech radio market,
including national station Radio Nova
Alfa and the 27-station Hit Radio net-
work. Five months ago, MMS told labels
in the Czech Republic they would have
to pay standard rates for national on-air
campaigns, rather than paying stations

via free CDs, as had been the practice.
By the end of September, MMS had con-
cluded deals with three of the compa-
nies over national advertising.

“The three majors which signed first
booked all the available air time,” says
MMS MD Daniel Sedlacek. He claims
PolyGram stalled negotiations at a time
when all record companies knew the
network had limited space to offer.

Kraus in turn claims the other
majors have now gained an unfair
advantage. He also suggests that sta-
tions outside the Hit Radio network
could actually gain from not being con-
nected to MMS. “We have to advertise
on radio,” he says. “So even if a station
has 50,000 listeners—the lowest listen-
ership category here—it receives up to
350 free CDs from us.” Kraus asserts
that this music is worth more to stations
than the sums which they would receive
from MMS for advertisements.

Petr Cap, head of promotions at the
Prague office of BMG-Ariola—which
also stalled its negotiations with
MMS—admits to being nonplussed
about missing out on pre-Christmas
marketing. However, he is taking a
pragmatic approach: “I'm not crying
over this decision, because for us radio
advertising is not working so well.
We've decided to put the money [allo-
cated to radio campaigns] into differ-
ent media.”

Downloading music
might be a wonderful thing for the

Q: How do you see the future for
commercial dance?
A: Well, the A&R panel at this year’s
event looked at this tricky question.
Club music has become more com-
mercial, whereas commercial music
has become clubbier. On the one
hand, club DJs set trends—on the
other, through stricter formats and
the survival of the fittest in the rat-
ings, radio isn’t as spontaneous as it
used to be. Therefore most execu-
tives often want to sign product
which reflects the trend set by some-
one else, instead of -creating
their own.
However, apart from staying in

LoNDON — The latest Radio Joint
Audience Research (RAJAR) survey
indicates that the evolution of MOR
radio in the UK., from “elevator”
music to a hybrid format interwoven
with AC tracks, is paying off for
the stations involved.

During the third quarter of
this year (June 29-September 20),
national public broadcaster BBC
Radio 2 achieved its highest ever
RAJAR share at 13.6 percent, a one
percent jump on the previous quarter,
and an increase of 0.6 percent year-on-
year. Radio 2's audience accounts for
almost a third of all listening to the
BB(’s five national networks, with

CHR station Radio 1—which had its
first increases in audience share for
almost two years—coming second with
10.5 percent.

Over the past nine months, Radio 2
has been tweaking its output to
include new music by established
artists, while slotting in MOR/AC
friendly tracks by emerging artists.

The strategy is to pull in more listen-
ers in the 35-45 year old age group.

The growing popularity of the for-
mat was reflected locally in the London
market. Emap-owned Melody FM: The
Magic of London has also revamped its
music policy to include more melodic
tracks by contemporary
acts, at the expense of
songs which are seen as
dated (M&M October 10). Melody’s
share of the London audience during
the last RAJAR sweep was 5.2 percent,
up from 4.9 percent the previous quar-
ter, and 4.4 percent on the same quar-
ter last year. Melody was listened to
weekly by more than 1.1 million
Londoners (aged 15-plus), a record for
the broadcaster.

Local boost for French sales

PARIS — New releases by local acts
boosted music sales in France during
the third quarter, according to latest
figures from music industry
body SNEP.

During July-September, sales
increased 1.5 percent in value, help-
ing the year-to date sales figures
(wholesale price) to post a 1.3 percent
increase at Ffr4.7 billion ($865 mil-
lion), the SNEP figures show.

Analysing the market perfor-
mance, SNEP general manager Hervé
Rony says he is “moderately opti-
mistic,” and adds: “Back catalogue
sales are suffering, but new talent
and new products are selling quite
well, and French variety remains at a
good level. This is a rather dynamic
picture for creative activity.”

September was particularly good,
with a 10 percent increase in value.
Local product—especially new releas-

s gN

es—has
been far- EP
ing well,

both in albums and singles sales. “This
growth—though limited—is due to the
recent success by artists such as Céline
Dion, Louise Attaque, [the original cast
of] Notre Dame de Paris and Manau,”
says SNEP.

However, SNEP notes: “The mar-
ket is more and more dependent on

the commercial success of new prod-
ucts, and is extremely fragile because
of the slower growth in singles sales.”

The recent regular two-digit
growth of CD single sales dropped to
3.7 percent in unit terms for the nine
months to date, with the 30.1m units
sold representing sales of Ffr647m
($118m). In units, album sales are flat
(+ 0.10 percent at 71.9m units), and
are decreasing in value—down 1.5
percent at Ffr3.89bn ($709m).

An industry source says that sales
were mostly dominated by three com-
panies, PolyGram, Sony and Virgin,
thanks to strong releases schedules—
especially Sony, which has recently
averaged from three to seven albums
in the Top 10—and their efficient
marketing and distribution skills.

“There are some massive distor-
tions in the market,” says the source.
“Three major companies run the
show, Warner is trying to surface, and
the others are absent.”

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EC ANTI-PIRACY PAPER IMMINENT

The European Commission will produce a Green Paper on
piracy by the end of the year; its text will tackle crucial top-
ics for intellectual property businesses. The International
Federation of the Phonographic Industry (IFPI) is lobbying
the Commission to include in the Green Paper a series of new
control schemes, such as the registration of all CD plants, the
compulsory use of the Source Identification (SID) code at all
plants and the regulation of the import of plant and raw
materials.

BALEARICS GET NINE NEW RADIO LICENCES

MAaDRID — The regional government of the Balearic Islands
(Majorca, Menorca and Ibiza) is the latest Spanish authority
to announce the winners of its share of the 350 new FM com-
mercial licences being awarded by the 17 Spanish regions this
year. The local centre-right Popular Party government award-
ed two licences to pro-government Catholic Church-run Cade-
na COPE, two to Radio Balear (owned by the family of deputy
prime minister Rodrigo Rato), two to Cadena Iberica, and one
each to pro-government daily El Mundo, Antena 3 TV and
Grupo Serra-Ultima Hora, linked to both COPE and Antena
3. The awards are provisional, pending possible appeals.

CSA FACING BIG DECISIONS

PARIS — During the next few weeks, French broadcasting
authority the CSA will decide whether to retain or replace two
chief executives of public broadcasters. First on the line is
Michel Boyon, president of Radio France, which comprises
four national networks—including full-service France Inter
and all news France Info—and over 40 local stations. Boyon,
appointed during the previous conservative government, is
seeking renewal, but his three-year tenure has drawn much
criticism. Other candidates include former Radio France news
director Ivan Levai, sacked by Boyon in 1996, and Anne
Coutard, current director general of Radio France. The other
position under review by the CSA is at international service
RFI, where current president Jean-Paul Cluzel is seeking
another three-year term.

SPANISH POLICE IN NEWSPAPER ‘PIRACY’ RAID

MADRID — Spanish police have raided a Madrid B°b D
warehouse in a case involving thousands of pirate |
CDs which were being innocently distributed by
the weekly magazine of national daily newspaper,
El Mundo. In the Star Records warehouse, they
seized almost 60,000 CDs by Santana, Janis
Joplin, Simon & Garfunkel, Roy Orbison and Bob
Dylan. On October 25, police were still looking for
the owner of Star Records, named as Enrique G.
L., who was believed to be abroad. The CDs had reportedly
been copied from masters owned by Sony Music Entertain-
ment Spain, who presented a lawsuit against Star together
with local IFPI affiliate, AFYVE. The records had been dis-
tributed with the weekend magazine since August. Star
Records issued a statement which said it had “the authorisa-
tion required under current Intellectual Property Law.”

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Turning up the Hispanic heat

that tastes across the continent are
in a state of flux, and Latin sounds
are increasingly in demand.
Staples such as modern rock and
dance may still dominate playlists
but, most notably throughout this
summer, Latin-influenced music
has been sneaking in via the “back

oor,” quietly but steadily taking
up ever higher percentages of
playlist ime. That back door has a
name—the Iberian peninsula—
and if's opening ever wider, as
Gary Smith reporis.

uoyed by a market which,
according to IFPI's half-year
figures, shows few signs of
slowing down, some Spanish

" executives are starting to
sound optlmlstlc about the export
potential of music which had previous-
ly been met with a wall of indifference.

If there’s one artist to look out for—
and, by virtue of the pan-European
campaign being mounted by WEA, he’s
one of the most visible—it’s Alejandro
Sanz. Following sales of 1.6 million
units in Spain of Mas (plus another 1.4
million internationally), the Peter Reis
remix of Corazon Partido is starting to
pick up significant airplay in Benelux,
Germany, France and Italy. “We're
working really hard to break him in
Europe,” says Warner’s Asusena Duro.
“It’s our big challenge.”

According to MCA Music Pub-
lishing manager Dominic Gibson,
“The barriers against South American
and Spanish music are dropping.
Europe went through the fad phase
some five years back. Now we're into a
period of gradual development.”

Linguistic differences are “less of a
problem to the modern audience,”
Gibson asserts; but he is still cautious
about the European progress of the
Hispanic influence. “Compared to
France or Sweden, Spain is still a rel-
atively minor A&R source,” he
admits. “We're still some way from
being invaded by foreign A&Rs.”

Acts to watch
Despite those low-key comments,
MCA Publishing does have several
acts which are sparking a positive
reaction north of the Pyrenees.

Hard rock act Hamlet (Zero
Records) and their debut album
Insomnio are being courted enthusi-
astically, in both Europe and South
America, by majors and significant
indie labels. Million-seller Rosana
has a new album, Lunas Nuevas
(Universal), just out. After its prede-
cessor Lunas Rotas’
racked up 500,000 sales
in Europe and South
America, there are big
hopes pinned on this
singer/songwriter.

Rosana’s sound is
infused with “feel-good”
Latin influences, while
her voice and songs

have already estab- _
lished her as a Hispanic
Joan Armatrading.

However, Gibson’s big tips for next
summer are Lanco, signed to MCA
Publishing and Navajita . Platea.
“Lanco’s got some songs with a latin
flavour that really could cross over,
and Navajita Platea have just turned
in a superb second album [Desde Mi
Azotea (EMI)] which should establish
them as one of Spain’s best rock/fla-
menco/jazz acts.”

Another very different band who
look set for big things next year are
Mexican act Molotov. The group have
already been something of a surprise

hit in Spain, selling
160,000 copies of debut
album Donde Jugaran
Las Ninas (Universal).
They combine rock, hip
hop, “Spanglish” lyrics
and bags of attitude,
and are already turning
heads elsewhere. “The
record is out in most
major European territo-
ries,” says Universal’s
head of international
exploitation Marta
Comil, “and they’ll be touring in
Germany, Sweden and Benelux
this autumn.”

Ska has been one of the slow-burn
sensations of the last couple of years in
Spain, with Valencian band SKA-P the
kings of the genre. Having sold
120,000 copies domestically of their
last album Eurosis (RCA), 180,000
units of predecessor El Vals De Obrero,
the band are embarking on a 14-date
tour of France—where Eurosis sold
25,000 copies—in November.

Other BMG Ariola acts being lined

up for a “Euro push” are 19 year-old
flamenco sensation Nina Pastori
(whose Eres Luz has sold 160,000
units in Spain) and Galician bagpipe
maestro Carlos Nunez. His latest
world music album, Brotherhood Of
The Stars, is now out in France and
the UK.

Spanish springboard

Most of the major labels are begin-
ning to look more optimistically at
breaking artists in the rest of Europe
from a Spanish base.

“Europe went through
the Latin fad phase
some five years back;

Having led the latin charge some 16
months ago, Ricky Martin has further

advanced his pursuit of Gloria
Estefan’s audience with his album
Vuelve (Columbia), now at more than 2
million unit sales in Europe. But it was,
of course, Spain which broke him first.

“There wasn’t that big a gap
between Un, Dos, Tres Maria being a
hit here and its French break-
through,” says Columbia’s interna-
tional manager Silvia Lendinez. “But
in general I'd say it's essential to
establish these acts in Spain before
launching them across
the continent.”

Emilio Estefan-produced
female singer Shakira,
whose second album Donde
Estan Los Ladrones (Sony)
is set for Portuguese and
French release, had already
sold a solid 100,000 units of
her first album, Pies
Descalzos, in Spain before
being introduced to
European affiliates.

Many of the Iberian acts now being
tipped for international stardom have
a degree of stagecraft and musical
expertise which only comes from hav-
ing “paid their dues.” It took, for exam-
ple, Ketama 15 years to gain the
respect and sales that their subtle, fla-
menco-flavoured pop deserves in Spain

However, Beatriz Perez,
PolyGram’s head of international
exploitation, hopes that Europe will be
kinder to them. “We've done all we can
to explain where they’re coming from
to the affiliates,” she comments.
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“Reactions [to the latest release,
Konfusion (Polydor)] have been very
positive, so we hope that they’ll be as
appreciated as [labelmate] Paco de
Lucia in the not too distant future.”

Cuban longevity
Of course, if longeveity of career
comes into the equation, Cuban

artists tend to be some years ahead of
their European counterparts.

None exemplify that more than Vieja
Trova Santiaguera (Virgin), a group of
five men aged between 64 and 85 who
make the most sublime, laidback “son”
music, wholly acoustic and heavily
reliant on their vocal interplay. Latest
album La Manigua has shifted a solid
20,000 units after one month on sale in
Spain, and is also out in PFrance,
Benelux, Italy, the U.K. and Germany.

“Nationally, we’re hoping to sell
around 70,000 copies by Christmas,”
says Virgin international exploitation
manager Gema Ventosa. “With the rest
of Europe, the performance of the
album partly depends on how radio
reacts to [the single] Maria Cristina.”
The track, used in a TV advertising
campaign by Rover last year, is playlist-
friendly folk pop filtered through a
Cuban sensibility.

That increasingly popular Cuban
sound is also much in evidence at EMI
Hispavox. The company now markets
and distributes the output of Caribe
Productions, whose roster includes Los
Van Van (Te Pone La Cabeza Mala), NG
La Banda (Veneno) and Manolin (De
Bueno Fe). All three acts’ albums are
currently out in the UK, France and
the U.SA.

“Tronically, it’s easier to market this
type of music outside Spain,” says EMI's
head of promotion Virginia Perez.
“Judging by reactions so far, we're
extremely optimistic about these three
acts in particular.”

With the same label, but on a differ-
ent tip altogether, this year
Chrysalis/EMI signed pop/rock act
Dover, last year’s sales sensation whose
English language debut Devil Came To
Me on independent Subterfuge sold
400,000 units domestically.

Currently preparing their follow-up,
the group will be a major pan-European
project for EMI next summer. “I believe
that now, finally, the key markets are
opening up to product from Spain and
the southern countries,” says Perez.

On-air/non-air

One reason why major and indie
labels alike are looking increasingly
to outside Spain’s borders to grow
their business is the fact that all
except the most commercial of labels
are finding little or no space for their
music on Spanish playlists.

Exposure for acts signed to ind-
pendents in particular is limited.
“Apart from [national public CHR
station] Radio 3 there is no-one play-
ing underground music nationally,”
says Jose Luis Zagazeta, product
manager at electronic/dance special-
ist Moviedisco.

Radio 3 boasts such non-main-
stream programming as Julio Ruiz’s
Disco Grande, Tomas Fernando Flores’
Siglo 21 and Jesus Ordovas’ Diario
Pop, all shows with a reputation for
openness to new domestic-origin mate-
rial. Beyond those, the media land-
scape is less friendly.

“Calambre Techno [the techno

show on leading national commercial
CHR outlet Los 40 Principales] has
become more and more commercial,
and more like the rest of the station,
which doesn’t help us at all,” com-
plains Zagazeta. “It’s not just techno
that 'm talking about here. Most
Spanish music gets little attention.
On average about 18-20 percent of
playlists consist of local acts, and the
criteria programmers apply are so
narrow that it’s the same artists
doing the most commercial songs.”

Digital TV to the rescue?

There is some good news, though, in the
rapid and impressive penetration of dig-
ital television in Spain.

Nearly one million people in Spain
now either have Via Digital (370,000
subscribers) or Canal Satelite Digital
(560,000 subscribers). The former is run
by Telefonica and the latter is a package
offered by Canal Plus’ digital service—
both have dedicated music channels.

Via Digital has MTV and VH-1 while
Canal Satelite recently launched TV 40
Principales Digital which, although pro-
grammed by the same team which han-
dles CHR station Los 40, has promised
to present a wide range of local and
international acts.

“The only way that this country will
grow out of its natural isolation is
through modern communications,” com-
ments Mikel Sagues, international
manager at Madrid-based Subterfuge.
“But I think it'l be another 20 years
before that happens fully.”
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The price of indep

t may well be a market on the
! move, but Spain’s independent

labels are generally united in the
f view that times are difficult.

Record distribution in Spain has
always been problematic, due to a
fragmented population; now indepen-
dent operators also find themselves
fighting the big budget approach of
the country’s multinationals.

Despite—or perhaps because of—the
competition for market share in Spain,
the best of the country’s indies are both
innovative in repertoire choice and good
at servicing niche markets the majors
are unable to make pay.

On the street

“The ’80s were almost totally dominat-
ed by the multinationals,” says Mikel
Sagues, international manager of
Madrid-based Subterfuge, one of
Spain’s most able indie labels.

“Now we're into a stage of transi-
tion, where more relevant independent
operators are springing up and the
majors are a bit lost because they don'’t
have much street-level knowledge to
inform their choices.”

Which is perhaps why labels like
Subterfuge have proved rather good at
signing bands people are really interest-
ed in. Their biggest success was the
400,000-selling Dover, but bands such
as Undrop, Sexy Sadie and Los
Fresones Rebeldes all command healthy
local followings, and Subterfuge are now
looking to expand their reach into for-
eign markets.

Two acts in particular will spear-
head this new move. Barcelona-based
Fromheadtotoe are a female-fronted
grunge pop four-piece; currently
preparing their debut album, they pro-
duce songs which are neat, catchy,
dynamic, refreshingly simple—and
sung in English.

Away from the label's trademark
“subversive pop,” a successful foray into
the world of left-field dance comes with
Naswajean’s excellent debut No Blood.
Combining jazz-tinged vocals and dark
textures, this album ranks amongst the
very best of Spanish electronica.

Make no mistake

Quite apart from Sagues’ comment
about street-level knowledge, there’s
another equally relevant fact about
modern indies: they can’t afford to make
too many mistakes.

“Having to compete with [majors
who have] bigger budgets certainly
concentrates the mind,” says Tomas
Diaz label manager at Madrid-based
label Fonomusic. “Sure, we’re more
agile when it comes to spotting gaps in
the market, but we're also much more
motivated when it comes to exploiting
a good idea to the maximum.”

If it’s a fact that being an indie is a
constant fight, specialising in elec-
tronic music is guaranteed to make
things extra difficult. However, the
more commercial operators such as
Ginger, Vale and Blanco y Negro do
very nicely, and Max Music, despite
their managerial problems, still dom-
inate that particular sector with a

record 50 percent of the autumn com-
pilation chart.

The Moviedisco label, based in
Barcelona is something different again.
“We make quality electronic music,”
says product manager Jose Luis
Zagazeta, “which in Spain is really hard
to sell in any decent quantity”

Difficult or not, the company has
scored what counts as one of the main
domestic underground successes of the
year by selling 2,500 copies of Analogic
Emotion’s self-titled debut album. A
U.K. equivalent would be roughly five
times that, which would put the group
among the cream of the sector.

One thing which gives Moviedisco an
edge, Zagazeta acknowledges, is the fact
that the label owns a club in Barcelona.
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“The club serves as both a promotional
platform and as a link with the street,”
he comments. “As we get so little help
from the media we have to do every-

thing ourselves. Live work has assumed
a huge level of importance, because
without, it we wouldn't have any way to
promote our acts at all.”

THE BEST-SELLING PORTUGUESE ACT OF 1998
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Brazil inspires Portugese growth

A glance at last year's music
market figures for Portugal would
seem to show a stable, healthy
situation with 17 percent growth in
value terms and a growing fasfe
for local produci—largely at the
expense of British and American
arlisfs. However, although value
grew, unils sold remained static.
Nevertheless, writes Gary Smith,
1998 promises fo be beffer, with
growth forecasts varying from 8-
27 percent—and it's not just
domestic fare which is making
the difference.

he biggest ongoing phenome-

non in Portugal currently is an

infusion of Brazilian talent

which, according to industry

observers, has created a whole
new consumer sector.

“In general the Portuguese are sim-
ilar to the Dutch,” says Sony Music
Portugal managing director Carlos
Pinto. “They’re multi-lingual, therefore
Iyrics aren’t such an issue, and gener-
ally quite open. The people buying
Brazilian music are not necessarily the
people who are buying less Anglo-
Saxon music: it’s a whole new cross-
section of a younger demographic.”

The current Brazilian deluge, in
truth, started out with one woman,
Daniela Mercury, who later went on
to success in France (and, to a lesser
degree, in Belgium). Since mid-1997
she has toured twice—“It’s easier to
get Daniela here than Celine Dion,”
says Pinto—and her current album,
Feijao Com Arroz, has sold an aston-
ishing 270,000 units in Portugal.

With a new live album release,
Eletrica, out in early November, Pinto
is expecting a busy end of year. “We're
shipping 50,000 copies of Eletrica.
[Portuguese singer/songwriter] Paul

Gonzo’s new album, Suspeito, should
reach 80,000 and we also have big
hopes for Brazilians Shakira and
Skank (Sony), two groups that even
two years ago wouldnt have got a
release here.”

Brazilian priorities

Over at BMG Portugal, incoming man-
aging director Marcus Juca is well
qualified to work the label’s Brazilian
roster: he spent most of his life there
until his recent move to Lisbon.

“The work is the same every-
where,” says Juca. “It’s merely coinci-
dence that Brazilian music is big
here.” Juca’s main priorities are, how-
ever, indicative of a market which
likes his native music. And the “coin-
cidence” owes a great deal to the fact
that Brazil is the sole South American
country whose official language is
Portuguese rather than Spanish.

“S.PC.” says Juca, “whose last—
eponymous—album has already sold
80,000 units, are expected to reach
100,000 by year end, while BMG’s
extensive Brazilian roster will certain-
ly be under the microsope. The Bahia
sound, with lots of percussion, has
been the most successful in Europe so

we'll be bringing over acts like Chiclete
Com Banana and Icardo to see how the
public reacts.” More interesting, for
outsiders, will be to see if those acts
emulate Daniela Mercury and break
out onto northern Europe’s increasing-
ly receptive playlists.

Local dance steps up

Locally created dance music is also on
the up, with local act Santamaria the
current pack-leaders.

Their album Eu Sei, Tu Es (Vidisco)
has sold 60,000 units, partly thanks to
excellent radio support. “Radio Cidade
is largely a dance format station,”
says the label’s international manager
Artur Antunes. “They have a national
reach and an undeniable effect on
sales.” Labelmates Miguel e Andre
have also been one of this year’s
breakthroughs; their self-titled album
has sold a solid 20,000 copies.

Vidisco’s main business, though, is
compilations, which gives the compa-
ny the same problems as similar oper-
ations the world over. “It’s a difficult
market, not easy to predict and con-
stantly in need of new ideas,” says
Antunes. Despite these problems the
most recent compilation release, the

The rock breakthrough
Perhaps the biggest surprise in
Portuguese music is that the country
has, finally, produced a rock group of
true international potential, in the
form of Silence 4. The band, signed to
PolyGram in Portugal earlier this year,
have already sold 120,000 copies of
their debut album Silence Becomes It.

Managing director Rudi
Steenhuisen feels this is merely the
start. He expects the album to have
sold closer to 200,000 copies by
Christmas: “They have a grungy,
acoustic sound somewhere between
Violent Femmes and Crash Test
Dummies,” he says.

In collaboration with PolyGram,
compilation specialists Megadiscos
have sold 80,000 units of Demis
Roussos’ Greatest Hits since its
release earlier this year. Middlemen
with a difference, the company collab-
orate with major labels on certain
acts, lending their specific marketing
expertise to various projects.

paigns which get results,” says mar-
keting manager Isabel Seguira.

Breakout tips

As for acts filtering through Portugal to
the charts and playlists of neighbour-
ing territories, there are several sug-
gestions from Portuguese executives.

Sony’s Carlos Pinto is putting his
money on Brazilian act Skank: “They
could be a revelation next year,” says
Pinto. “They’re hard workers despite
their success at home [2 million. album
sales], and an act’s presence in Europe
is a must for a real breakthrough.”

At BMG, Marcus Juca tips classic
Brazilians Gal Costa and Chico
Buarque, both releasing albums this
November alongside new—at least to
Europe—Bahian talent such as Icardo
and Chazes. PolyGram’s Rudi
Steenhuisen expects to see the mix of
merengue, reggae, samba and
africpop, known as the “Miami
sound,” becoming a serious contender.

As to the hopes of Brazilian artists
such Netinho & Banda Eva, however,
he is cautious.

BEAUTIFUL NOISE

This time around, since France has almost single-hand-
edly revitalised parts of Europe’s dance music industry,
avoiding the obvious nu-disco cash-in in favour of a down-
beat affair full of luscious melodies, big atmospheres, classy
- arrangements and songs is a smart move. What the album

Pure pop for Rushed people’?

Republica don’t care who knows it, or how
uncool it might sound. In their world, pop is
not a dirty word.

The Deconstruction trio go into a set of dates
in Germany and the Netherlands in November
with a UK. top 20 hit, From Rush Hour With
Love, under their belt and their second album,
Speed Ballads, on pan-European release. Their
sights are set on picking up where they left off
with their self-titled debut and its hits Ready To
Go and Drop Dead Gorgeous—and, if some
media commentators don't approve, guitarist
Johnny Male and singer Saffron say they could-
't care less.

“People are wary that anyone could possibly
want to be in a pop band,” says Male. “The ‘cut-
ting-edge’ journalists, we understand their pre-
tensions and we let them get on with it. We
unashamedly want to be in the Top 10. They
accuse us of ‘style over content, but pop bands
have to have a good style too.”

The Republica album had worldwide sales of
around one million, spending more than six
months in the UK. charts and performing well
in Germany, but only after the band had made
its name across the Atlantic. “We did it all
topsy-turvy on the first album,” says Saffron.
This time, Europe is the first priority, with the
U.S. release of Speed Ballads not due until next
February. “We hope to go to the States for the
Christmas radio shows,” she adds.

After an October U.K. tour, Republica will
play in Cologne (November 8), Hamburg (9),
Copenhagen (10) and Amsterdam (11). Try
Everything will be the album’s second single,
with a mid-November release. “The key to
Republica’s history is promo-heavy and road-
heavy,” says Deconstruction international
marketing and promotions manager Eike
Cummings. “If people don’t see them live, they
can often misconstrue what the band are

about. They did 68 gigs back-to-back in
America, and their credibility comes through
seeing them live.”

During their absence, Saffron has
remained highly visible with a role in a TV ad
campaign for Diet Pepsi. “I said no originally,”
she reveals, “but they looked at me as a role
model for young women, and it kept the pro-
file of the band up while we were away.”

Republica’s whirlwind success abroad and
at home, say the band, made them hungry to
produce another record. “At the end of the last
tour,” says Male, “it suddenly had become
nothing to do with music any more, it was to
do with ‘celebrity friends.’ Then we all thought
‘wouldn’t it be nice to make a record again?
We've done that now, that took nine months,
and now we'd like it to get back to being more
about playing. It works in circles.”

Saffron concedes that, for all the band’s suc-
cess last time, Republica and their label both
recognise there is scope for improvement. “We
admittedly didn’t go to a lot of the European
places, and they, as we do, feel we under-
achieved, but it was our decision to only put
two singles out, and write some new songs. Of
course we'd love to go to all these far-off places,
but we'll just have to see in time.”

The record industry may stlll be welghlng up
its Internet options, but maverick British
songwriter/producer Dave Stewart isn't
hanging around.

Stewart has just released Sly Fi, his first
album for U.S. label N2K Encoded
Music/Digital Artists, through edel in
Europe, following a one month stint as an
Internet exclusive.

Sly Fi has been available for downloads from
online music retailer Music Boulevard
[www.musicblvd.com] and the artist’s own site
[www.davestewart.com] since September 21.
The album was initially offered on a track-by-
track basis to fans at a price of $0.99 per song.

‘Stewart makes a Sly 'net move

Still best known for his previous incarna-
tion as one half of UK. hit duo Eurythmics
with Annie Lennox, Stewart signed with the
label (an offshoot of N2K, the company which
operates Music Boulevard) earlier this year
after he became disillusioned with the conven-
tional album release process. “I found working
with record labels frustrating, for them and
myself,” he says. “Just when they wanted to
promote a new single I'd be working on a piece
for an art gallery.”

Stewart says he embraces the Internet as a
medium “which brings together all the different
things I do.” Consequently, he launched Sly Fi
with a 24 hour live webcast from his north
London studio on September 15. As part of the
webcast, Stewart wrote, recorded and per-
formed the song Get Over Yourself—not includ-
ed on the album—live online. Fans were invited
to contribute suggestions and fragments of
lyrics or music via e-mail. The track was avail-
able for free downloads within four hours. As a
finale to the webcast, Stewart premiered tracks
from Sly Fi in a real-time live concert.

N2K, headed by veteran pop producer Phil
Ramone, has plans to service Stewart’s interna-
tional fanbase with a more highly targeted
strategy. Says Music Boulevard VP West Coast
Nick Taylor, “We maintain a database of cus-
tomers who bought Sly Fi, which will enable us
to find out who his fans really are and to target
them accortlingly.”

The most recognisable headgear he dons is in his position
as executive producer of the Pepsi Chart Show—a responsi-
bility he has held for almost five years at London-based
based programming and syndication company Unique.

The UK. commercial radio sector’s flagship chart pro-
gramme, the weekly Sunday strand (16:00-19:00) goes

head-to-head with BBC Radio 1’s Chart Show, and is the
most listened to countdown show in the U.K, with over 3.1
million listeners a week across 80 commercial stations in
the U.K. The chart is based on sales and airplay.

Critchlow, a veteran of producing and programming com-
mercial and public radio, says a key to the Pepsi Chart
Show’s popularity is that he and his team try to avoid falling
into too much of a routine. It's a lesson, he suggests, which
can also be applied to many areas of radio programming.

‘Fundamentally, we don't become complacent,”
Critchlow says. “We look at each week with as fresh a per-
spective as possible. The team approachs the show in a
very serious way, but at the same time, we have fun with
it—which is reflected on air. That makes for a very com-
pelling property, and clearly separates the show from oth-
ers of its kind. It is not

Critchlow notes: “If I was to take on board absolutely
everything that the stations requested, as far as the editor-
ial content of the show, and applied it to the show, it would
be quite bland. There will be times when you might be
encroaching on a stations’ format [for example, playing
charting dance tracks on a CHR station], but that’s part of
the fact that this is a big event on a Sunday afternoon. It’s
a time—if you are going to break a few rules—when you
can get away with it.”

The producer/programmer says that artists and their
record companies now view the Pepsi Chart Show as a
must if they want to break a track. “Artists and their rep-
resentatives are becoming much more aware that, on a
Sunday afternoon, they have a chance to do a live phone-
in on the show, or make an appearance in the studio.
This really helps highlight a track, making it a special
part of the programme. It’s also a perfect environment for
world exclusives, which we have done.”

M&M’s weekly airplay analysis column

This week George Michael
manages to consolidate his
grip on the European |
Radio Top 50 with Outside
(Epic), but there are a
clutch of new entries,
headed by another familar |
name among the conti-
nent’s radio listeners.

Human Beings (Warner Brothers), Seal’s new
single, comes in at 31, the highest entry of the
week. It’s the first time he’s been seen on the
listing since Fly Like An Eagle (ZTT/WEA)
made number 6 back in March ’97. This time
around, the distinctively voiced singer has
picked up early support in the U.K., Denmark,
Spain and Portugal.

At new regional U.K. station 107.7 Chelmer
FM, Human Beings is B-listed. “At our playlist
meeting, we only had to listen to it for a minute
to decide it was a good song,” recalls head of
music David Baker. “The style is very Seal and
it's going to be a big [sales] release when it
comes out.”

The format of the just-launched station is soft
AC, comparable to successful stations such as
Heart FM/London. Its local competitor is CHR
station Essex FM, and Baker concedes: “It will
be difficult to get their listeners on our side.”
However, he declares, “We have a more relaxed
style of presenting and we will be accessible to
local people.” Emphasising that approach, the
new station distributed some 100,000 local pa-
pers in the region to announce its arrival, and it
plans to repeat the exercise on a regular basis.

The five other new entries this week are
headed at 40 by Monica’s First Night
(Rowdy/Arista), which is picking up airlay in the

her guise as Brandy’s duet partner (at 46) on
The Boy Is Mine (Atlantic)—and Brandy herself
is, of course, still at 32 with her other partner
Mase and Top Of The World (Atlantic). At 41,
another new entry is the remake of the Queen
classic Another One Bites The Dust (Interscope)
by Fugees Wyclef Jean and Pras, which meets
with programmers’ approval in Switzerland, the
U.K. and the Benelux countries.

Unsurprisingly, the
ever-visual Madonna
is being heavily backed
by music television for
The Power Of Goodbye
(Maverick/Reprise),
while radio support
from Germany and
Denmark brings her in
at 45. She’s ahead of
Joe Cocker’s cover of
the Jimmy Ruffin clas-

. sic What Becomes Of
The Broken Hearted (Capitol) at number 48.
That track is already number 2 in the regional
listing (see Major Market Airplay) for Poland
and it’s picking up points in the G/S/A coun-
tries. Tucked in neatly at number 50, UB40’s
Come Back Darling (DEP International) enters,
thanks to plays on UK. and German radio.

Finally, bubbling under this week are Blue
Angels by Pras (Rufthouse/Columbia), U Drive
Me Crazy by 'N Sync (Ariola), Guess I Was A Fool
by Another Level (Northwestside), If You Could
Read My Mind by Stars On 54 (Tommy Boy) and
[ If We Try by Karen Ramirez (Manifesto).

faly’s SPER opens The Box

MIiLAN — Music video request channel
The Box has signed a contract with
radio airtime sales house SPER to sell
advertising on its Italian operations.

The Box, owned by U.S. cable
company TCI, launched as a syndi-
cated programme provider in Italy
one year ago, with nine hours daily
on 19 regional TV stations. Each
regional station is contracted to carry
three hours of The Box each after-
noon, plus six hours overnight. Each
region has its own localised service,
allowing a faster turn-around of
requested videos from viewers.

Announcing the contract at a
Milan press conference on October 27,
SPER MD Gianni Miscioscia said his
company’s first step into TV was com-
patible with its radio experience. “The
Box appeals to the same young target
group as our radio sales. Since the
main competitor, MTV, began [24
hour terrestrial broadcasts] in Italy
one year ago, the sector has been in
growth,” says Miscioscia, adding, “The
Box has doubled its call-in response in
recent months, with 100,000 video
requests registered in August.”

The Box Italy lists 300 new and
recurrent video tracks, and viewer
response decides how long recurrent
tracks stay on the playlist.

Stefano Benassati, managing
director of the Milan-based Italian
affiliate of The Box, says he believes
there is room for advertising growth
on music video channels. “Excluding
advertising during youth program-
ming on [Italy’s two main broadcast-
ers] RAI and Mediaset, youth TV
advertising is worth around 60 bil-
lion lire ($37.5m) annually. We
believe that it is being held back
from expansion only by the lack of
outlets for this type of programming,
and we offer an opportunity
for expansion.”

In addition to advertising rev-
enues, The Box receives approxi-
mately 50 percent of revenue gener-
ated by calls requesting music videos
via the station’s premium rate tele-
phone numbers. In addition to MTV
Italy and The Box, Italy also has
another music video channel, Match
Music, a joint venture with France’s
MCM, available via the Tele+ digital
satellite TV platform D+.

Miscioscia says there is a possibil-
ity that The Box Italy could launch a
24 hours service via satellite in the
future. SPER owns national
CHR/dance network Radio Italia
Network, and recently announced
plans to go public via a flotation on
the Milan stock exchange within the
next 18 months.

with our different partners, in order to
provide standardised data on the Euro-
pean market and facilitate access to
this data.”

The EMOB will be run and financed
by the EMO, with subsidies from the
European Commission’s audiovisual
and cultural affairs department DGX,
which has already committed to ECU
135,000 ($169,000) for the first year.
Michel does not rule out, however, that
contributions from “private partners
from the music sector” could help sup-
port the EMOB.

Michel says the music observatory
will be crucial to a better understand-
ing of the evolution of the music land-
scape in Europe, and evaluating profes-
sionals’ needs in order to facilitate the
promotion of European repertoire, pro-
duction and artists in Europe and the
rest of the world. “The observatory will
be, first and foremost, a tool at the ser-
vice of the European Commission, Par-
liament and EU member states.”

The EMOB will function with
partners such as the International
Federation of The Phonographic
Industry, authors’ rights societies,
data suppliers and a network of cor-
respondents and researchers such as
Dave Laing, visiting scholar from the
University of Westminster and
author of the first report on the Euro-
pean music sector (published in
1996). A web-site will be created at

the beginning of 1999, and the EMOB
will publish a quarterly newsletter.

Michel says the observatory will
have various tasks, but will mainly be
an information-gathering facility. He
contends that a lot of data on the Euro-
pean market is currently available, but
so far there has been no central point to
gather it all together.

Among its tasks, the EMOB will
publish a general annual report on
the music business in Europe; it will
also analyse the flow of national and
regional repertoire within European
Union member states and plans quar-
terly analysis of record sales, airplay
charts, and concert tickets sales
across Europe.

The EMOB, he adds, will also moni-
tor “major issues in areas crucial to the
development of musical activity,” such
as the strengthening of intellectual
property rights, notably in relation to
new technologies, disparities in legisla-
tion in the live performance business,
and the effects of a reduced VAT rate
on cultural goods.

Apart from regular reports, the
EMOB will also publish specific stud-
ies, either at the request of the Euro-
pean institutions or for other profes-
sional organisations. At the request of
the Commission, the Observatory will
next year carry out a first study titled
“Music in Europe: from the creation
stage to the audience.”

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Julio’s Life as a Latin lover

Artists as varied as Ricky Martin
and Julio’s son Enrique Iglesias have
climbed the charts in recent months
with a combination of suave looks,
silky voices and Latin fire. Now, the
Godfather himself strikes back with
his first ever “best of” compilation,
My Life/Mi Vida (Columbia), which
entered the Top 20 of M&M’s Euro-
pean Top 100 Albums chart
last week.

My Life/Mi Vida is a remarkable
exercise in music marketing. The
album is available in seven different
versions in five different languages,
and was released in most European
territories on September 29, except
for the U.K. where it hit the shelves
on October 26. The multi-lingual pro-
ject confirms Iglesias’ “truly interna-
tional status,” according to Columbia
VP international marketing Sara Sil-
ver. She adds: “It highlights his tal-
ents in working with international
stars such as Frank Sinatra, Diana
Ross, Sting and Willie Nelson.”

Through its sheer sales impact,
My Life/ Mi Vida is opening doors at
CHR stations across Europe for Igle-
sias. “We don’t normally play Igle-
sias’ music, but Mi Vida is the most
important record in the country right
now and we want to feature it,” com-
ments Carlos Finaly, director of pro-
gramming at Spanish rock/CHR net-
work Cadena 100. Finaly says he
decided to feature All Of You, Igle-
sias’ 1984 duet with Diana Ross, on

air “because it’s closest to our audi-
ence’s tastes. We might pick To All
The Girls I Loved Before, his duet
with Willie Nelson, as a second track
from the album,” he adds.

Jacek Grodzki, programmer at
Polish rock/CHR station Radio
Zachod, put Iglesias’ single Moralito
(La Gota Fria) on a playlist dominat-
ed by rock acts like Placebo and Ger-
many’s Guano Apes. “Julio is a core
artist for our adult audience, particu-
larly our female listeners,” Grodzki
says, adding, “For Polish people
who've had great. holidays in the
south of Europe, the album is an
opportunity to have all the hits on
one set at last. I expect My Life/Mi
Vida to go at least gold [50,000
albums sold] in Poland.”

The previously unreleased Morali-
to (La Gota Fria)—one of four new
tracks on the album—has been out
since September 8 as the first single

off the album. Sony Music Sweden
international marketing director
Hans Skoglund believes that “an
uptempo song like Moralito suits the
mood set by previous Latin hits, and
has won [Iglesias] new fans.” In Swe-
den, where Sony is working both the
“worldwide” and Latin version of the
album, it entered the Top 10 last
week. Skoglund believes “the [recent]
Latin wave certainly opened new
doors for Iglesias.”

Sylvia Wennerland, programming
assistant at Swedish AC network P4,
obgerves: “Latin music is very popu-
lar in Sweden, and Iglesias is one of
the best known—and best liked—
Latin artists.” P4 plays three to four
tracks by Iglesias every week, accord-
ing to Wennerland. “We play both his
Spanish and English songs,” she
adds. “Swedish listeners are fond of
foreign languages, I find.”

In the U.K,, Iglesias appeals to a
song-oriented, slightly more mature
audience. “People here like Iglesias’
ballads, the Albert Hammond-
penned songs,” explains Columbia
Records U.K. product manager Paul
Burche. “His calling card is the quali-
ty of the material he records.” My
Life shipped gold (100,000 units) in
the U.K,, Burche adds.

Appropriately for the latest output
by a man who, but for a car accident,
might have embarked on a career in
football, Finaly concludes that “Mi
Vida shows that Julio is still on target.”

Radio execs set for NAB in Madrid

dent of indie labels group UPFI, repre-
sents AB Disques—part of a company
with TV interests.

Music industry concerns have intensi-
fied as TV channel/radio station affiliates
become more involved in music produc-
tion. Earlier this year, NRJ announced
the creation of a record label. Labels also
complain about the increasing power of
TV channels’ specialised music affiliates.
In France, labels have also been making
deals with TV channels, offering a cut of
royalties on music sales as payment for
advertising slots.

“l don’t understand what’s going
on,” adds Sabot. “Those who are asking
for the situation to end are the same
people who have used and abused the
system. When it served their purpose,
they went for it; now they’re changing
their attitude.”

Une Musique, the label affiliate of
commercial TV channel TF1, also react-
ed vigorously in a letter to SNEP presi-
dent Paul-René Albertini dismissing
claims that it abuses its dominant posi-
tion. Indeed, Une Musique cites the fact
that one major company—PolyGram—
commands close to 40 percent of the
French market, and between them
Sony Music and PolyGram control 65
percent of the market as “a very worry-
ing problem.”

An Une Musique source says it has no
plans to cease involvement in music pro-
duction or co-production deals with other
labels, unless they are forced to. The
source adds that, since SNEP made its
worries public on October 13, “we have
received more than 30 proposals for part-
nerships, some of them coming from peo-
ple who voted for SNEP’s text, and there-
fore appear already to be by-passing
what they stood for.”

The source also suggests that if the
system of offering a percentage of the
royalty on music sales as payment for
TV advertising time were banned,
labels would have to pay full rate-card
charges. “This would favour those who
have the resources to invest—the
major companies.”

Robin Leproux, general manager of
M6 Interactions, says he is “surprised by
such a sudden, brutal reaction from
SNEP—the more so because M6 is a real
partner of the music industry, with 8
hours of music programming every day.”

Leproux makes no apologies for sign-
ing/developing acts using the promotion-
al power of the channel. “We signed three
new acts via our programme Graine De
Stars (Seeds Of Stardom), which no
record company was interested in sign-
ing,” recalls Leproux.

The call for tougher regulation was
not unanimous at the board meeting;
sources say Sony Music and Edel
abstained from voting [Albertini is chief
executive of Sony, Une Musique’s dis-
tributor] and BMG was absent.

“The debate will continue during the
next board meetinglon November 11],”
says SNEP general manager Hervé
Rony. He concludes: “The key question is
where to set the limits. Should broad-
casters be banned from signing direct-
ly—or licensing—artists? Should co-pro-
duction, partnerships and deals swap-
ping a cut of royalties for advertising
time [be outlawed]?”
