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Popular Movements in Baghdad under ‘Abbasid Rule

Summary

There have been few studies so far concerning urban popular movements,
partly owing to the bias permeating in historical sources, which tend to concen-
trate in the accounts directly affecting the governments and higher orders. Until
relatively recently, the crowd psychologist le Bon’s understanding that the
irrational, fickle and emotionally unstable crowd, who have lost their individual
personalities, are instigated by demagogues to follow them blindly and chaoti-
cally indulge in plundering and rioting was rather prevalent. On the other hand,
Max Weber observed traditionalist protests against rulers’ deviations from
traditional norms in many popular movements and revolutions.

It was after the Second World War that new interpretations were put
forward. Rudé, from his studies on the French Revolution and its contemporary
city and country riots in England, found the fact that even radical revolutionary
crowds were organized in one way or another, and had their own social demands
as distinct from those of their leaders (e.g. demand of administrative measures
necessary for stable supply of cheap bread to a partial exclusion of market
mechanism) as well as a certain degree of prudence and discipline. On the other
hand, Gregory stressed the paramount importance of religious motivation,
rather than economic or political factors, in the popular riots supporting the
“orthodox” proponents concerning the interpretation of Jesus’ nature in fifth-

century Constantinople. More importantly, Thompson regarded the urban food
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riots of eighteenth-century England as protest movements against grave trans-
gression of “moral economy” based on traditional paternalism, acting in place
of the authorities which failed to enforce traditonal laws. In a similar way,
Natalie Davis found organized crowds taking on the role of priest or magistrate
to defend the “orthodox” doctrines or purify their religious community, together
with symbolic and dramatic rites, in bloody struggles between Catholics and
Protestant iconoclasts during the Religious Wars in sixteenth century France.
Both Thompson and Davis refused to label rioters as disorderly mobs, making
efforts to detect in apparently disorderly and frenzied riots traditionalist protest
movements, furnished with their own rites and aiming at the restoration of
traditional socio-economic order, thereby giving anthropological significance to
these hitherto downplayed movements.

Urban popular riots are often observed in Islamic history, too. The most
ancient popular movement which enjoys an abundant supply of historical
sources is the popular riots in Baghdad from the early ninth century onward.
However, there have been few studies so far treating this important problem,
while some important researches are available concerning the popular move-
ments in Baghdad from the late ninth century onward through the Buwayhid and
Saljukid periods. Sabari, based on her study of the socioeconomic conditions of
Baghdad, struggled to elucidate the popular movements from an impoverish-
ment as a result of the spread of military iqf@‘s. Furthermore, Habib, banking
on Marxist theory of super— and substructure and modes of production, assumed
a transition from an exploitation by the ‘Abbasid state to a strengthened
exploitation by the military in the form of military iqfa‘s, and argued that the
inflow of impoverished peasants into Baghdad as a result of this transition is the

main cause of popular riots.

Baghdad had rapidly developed since its foundation at the hand of the
second ‘Abbasid caliph al-Manstr (136-58/754-75) as the capital of a vast
empire lodging a large number of bureaucrats and caliphal attendants and as a
cantonment of the Khurasani revolutionaries, who had helped found the ‘Ab-

basid caliphate, and their descendants, abna’ al-dawla. The artisans and
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laborers, who had taken part in its construction, often settled there after its
completion, while large and small merchants and artisans, who undertook to
supply courtiers, bureaucrats, the military and the common people with not only
cereals, clothing and daily necessities, but also luxury goods from all over the
empire and even from remote, obscure places of product outside frontiers,
flocked to Baghdad. Besides, rapidly rising intellectuals, called ‘ulama and
hukama’, who were struggling to build up Islamic and Hellenistic studies, and
Iraqgi landowners-cum-village officials, called dihqans, who were converting to
Islam from Christianity, flowed into the metropolis to seek patronage. Most
importantly, a tremendous number of peasants from all over Iraq drifted into
Baghdad with determination never to return home, in quest of their own
advancement and high returns, not necessarily due to deficiency of arable land.
Most of them, however, lacking skills or knowledge, remained as underpaid
temporary employees engaged in construction or porterage in markets (sigs)
and on riverbanks, and failed to reproduce themselves.

In egalitarian Islamic society it is hard to classify Muslims into orders or
stations by birth. However, following the sources which unequivocally distin-
guish between the khassa (the privileged people who drew their political author-
ity from relationships with the state) and the ‘@mma (the populace alienated
from the power), we can regard the ‘Abbasid family, bureaucrats, the military,
their slaves and attendants including freedmen, big merchants, financiers
(sayrafis) and big city-dwelling landowners as the ruling class (not necessarily
identical with the higher orders) and pack up all the rest into the middle and
lower classes. Among the ruling class big merchants and financiers were prone
to lose their position as a result of sequestration of their wealth by the state or
their own failure in business. On the other hand, many Iraqi landowners, who
were rapidly converting to Islam, became officials (especially financial officials
in charge of taxation) ; and some families even monopolized the wazirate and
other offcial posts from the ninth century onward. Inasmuch as an investment in
agriculture was the least risky venture, both civil and military dignitaries and
big merchants were eager to buy farms or/and reclaim deserts and swamps to
form their own private estates (day‘as). In addition, small-scale landowners and
independent farmers often donated their land to politically influencial men for

the purpose of tax-evasion (falji’a). Furthermore, dignitaries and landowners,
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alongside with big merchants, were eager to invest in very lucrative, quick-
return, though risky, long-distance trade (both caravans and dhow boats). As a
result, by the ninth century, dignitaries, big landowners and merchants had been
unified to a large extent. Although intellectuals were not necessarily wealthy,
they wielded sociopolitical and moral authority : and moreover, some of them
sometimes even exerted political influence, either as gadis (judges) or respected
caliphal advisers.

On the other hand, the middle and lower classes included workshop masters
and shopkeepers in markets (siqa, ahl al-siiqg) and more numerous lower people
(menu peuple), such as street vendors (ba‘a al-turuqg), peddlers (mutajawwiliin,
tawwafin) , sellers of sweet pastes (nattass), domestic servants including slaves,
temporary employees, parasites (fufaylis) and beggars. The stratification within
artisans resulted in a great differentiation between technically skilled workshop
owners equipped with working capital and unskilled independent craftsmen
lacking such capital. There were also a number of street people who actually
lived in mosques or bathhouses (hammams). On the periphery of lower classes
could gamblers (mugamirs), swindlers (nassabs, muqarrids), pickpockets (far-
rars), robbers (liss) and highwaymen (mujarrids) be located. Even if they were
originally from the lower classes (in other cases they were often unpaid sol-
diers), they did not distinguish between the rich and the poor in committing their
atrocities, and were even prone to side with the ruling class. Also were jails
often broken in and prisoners let loose on streets by rioters, yet these criminal

elements played only a minor, marginal role in any popular disturbances.

The first large-scale popular politico-social movement in Baghdad was
resistance against the siege of Baghdad by the Khurasani-Central Asian soldiers
supporting the anti-caliph Ma’man. While some people were involved in pillages
with impunity, other people, often called ‘ayyars, responded to the appeal of
Caliph Amin and were recruited as volunteers and provisional soldiers. Amidst
the abna’s treachery and surrender to Ma’min’s side, the popular recruits, under
their own commanders, continued a staunch resistance up until the last minute.

Apart from economic expectation, it seems that the participants were motivated
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by the genuine loyalty to the legitimate caliph and the unreasonable xenophobia
held toward the Khurasani-Central Asians whom they regarded as frontier
“barbarians.”

Soon after Ma’'mun’s victory, many unpaid abna’ began attacking and
abducting the people on the streets and plundering nearby villages. Some
populace joined these pillages, but others took the side of wealthy persons
including abna’ leaders in their attempt to restore the traditional order. This
movement adopted the slogans, “commanding right and forbidding wrong” and
“behavior conforming to the Qur’an and Sunna,” and after Ma’mun’s return to
Baghdad opposed his attempt of autocratization based on his own rationalistic
thinking, stressing the superiority of the Qur’an and Sunna over caliphal judg-
ments. These two movements were initiated and led by the wealthy and intellec-
tuals, yet a large number of the populace participated in the movements on their
own, even opposing the ‘Abbasid government, for the restoration of the tradi-
tional order and the establishment of superiority of the Islamic law over caliphal
judgments.

Owing to the furious hatred held by the abna’ and populace of Baghdad
toward the Khurasani-Central Asian soldiers, Mu‘tasim was forced to move to
Samarra, accompanied by the freshly-recruited Central Asian soldiers. The
peoples of both Baghdad and Samarra were enraged at willful deposition and
installation of caliphs at the hands of Central Asian commanders. During the
siege of Baghdad by the Samarra army, the populace took part in the defense
under the command of the Tahirid governor of Baghdad, who supported Caliph
Musta‘in, but soon initiated their own rather independent resistance toward the
besieging army under their own leaders, even going to the extent of neglecting
the requests of the Tahirid governor and the caliph. After the surrender, the
abn@’ and old Tahirid soldiers mutinied against the favor shown by the Tahirid
governor toward the recently invited Khurasani soldiers. The populace sided
with the former and finally succeeded in expelling the new Khurasani soldiers.
In this way, the popular loyalty to caliphs diluted and their independence was
reinforced.

From the late ninth century onward, the populace became more and more
confident. When they saw that the tradition or law was infringed and, moreover,

the government failed to redress it (due to either simple neglect or incompe-
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tence), they, without waiting for the initiative taken by the ruling class or the
wealthy, often rioted to force the government to carry out its traditional
obligation or take it upon themselves to redress it. Their policing activities were
a typical example of the latter case, while their demand of the defense against
Daylamite, Qarmati and Byzantine incursions was an example of the former
case. On the other hand, when landowners, tax farmers and big merchants
boosted food prices by suspending supplies, the populace under arms demanded
that the government take measures to make wholesalers and retailers sell at the
traditionally accepted price ; and often their demand was met by the govern-
ment. This kind of moral economy also should be understood within the frame-
work of popular conservatism. In another case, the people were divided ; while
a large part of the populace regarded both ‘Ali and Mu‘awiya as legitimate
caliphs, the Shi‘ites believed that all the caliphs from Aba Bakr to the ‘Abbasid
caliphs, excepting ‘Ali, were usurpers. The radical harbingers of the former
were conservative Hanbalite followers, who adopted the slogan, “behavior
conforming to the Qur’an and Sunna.” Pro-‘Abbasid people coalesced and
developed to form the Sunnites during the early Buwayhid period. Nevertheless,
even the Shi‘ites, who disavowed the ‘Abbasid caliphs, acknowledged Shi‘ite
Buwayhid rule, and thus it did not develop into a revolutionary movement
aiming at social reform.

These above facts suggest that we can find a rather straightforward devel-
opment in the seemingly very complicated popular movements of Baghdad, from
a movement, initiated and led by the rulers and the wealthy and based on the
populace’ simple loyalty to monarchs and xenophobia, to purely popular move-
ments independent of the rulers and the wealthy and aiming at the preservation
or restoration of the traditional order and value, either in forcing the govern-
ment to take measures to redress deteriorated conditions or taking it upon

themselves to redress them.
