Pursuant to article 124 of the Statute of the International Court, the French Republic declares 

that it does not accept the jurisdiction of the Court with respect to the category of crimes referred to in 
article 8 when a crime is alleged to have been committed by its nationals or on its territory. 
 

The withdrawal of declaration took effect on 15 June 2008, in accordance with the notification 
of withdrawal deposited by the French Government.
