WRIGHT TO FLY 

MUCH LIKE JAPAN'S MODELS 

Cruisers, Under the Modified Braiilltn Pro­
gramme Are Fist Ships of the

"-The HERALD s naval correspondent 
writes:— 

Present Brastitan programme has been 
modified from that of 18W, owing to the 
advent of the Dreadnought, and there are 
actually In hand three battle ships, of 1S,-
*» tons; two cruiser scouts, of S.0C© tons; 
ten destroyers, of TOO tons; ten" torpedo 
boats, of 190 tons, and five submarines. 

The third battle ship will be laid down as 
soon as the Mlnas Geraes, now building 
at Elswick. is off the slip. It Is to be 
noted In connection with the details of 
the battle ships already published in the 
HEBALD that in distribution of guns, in ar­
mor protection, in speed and In displace­
ment the ships are identical with the latest 
building for the Japanese navy. 

On the other hand, while the Japanese 
have adopted the turbine and installed the 
Misabara, or Belleville, boilers In their 
ships, these vessels are given reciprocating 
engines and Bothwtck boilers. They are 
designed -by J. R- Perrett. of Elswick. 

The cruisers are to be fast ships of the 
British Boadlcea type, and in this connec­
tion it is to be noted that it la now in 
contemplation to build four training ships, 
which will be in reality protected cruisers 
closely resembling the other two. Their 
armament will be ten 4.7 inch and eight six 
Inch guns; their speed will be about twen­
ty-six knots. 

Of the submarines I understand two are 
already completed and have been disposed 
of to Japan, but I give this statement under 
reserve. 

As regards the destination of the battle 
ships, one thing seems regarded as cer­
tain—that they will not leave here under 
the Brasilian ensign and that they will 
not pass to any Power likely to be hostile 
to Great Britain. They are not required 
nor desired for the British navy, but It 
is generally stated that If a friend of Great 
Britain does not buy them Great Britain 
kill. The friend will not be France and 
-will not be Russia, -which has not yet sue 
ceeded In paying for the Rurlk. which 
fine cruiser Is for sale. They will nut, ft is 
obvious, be allowed to go to Germany. 
They differ too much from the Italian de­
sign to he destined for Italy. 

By a process of exclusion, therefore. It 
seem• obvious that their destination is 
with us or Japan.

LB MAES, Tuesday—The mystery sur­
rounding tha operation of* the Wright 
brothers' aeroplane, which, according* to 
them, has been largely created by the con­
tradictory press reports, Is wttfiiln a few 
weeks of being! dispelled. The fact that 
the'whole of Europe is anxiously await­
ing the result of their trials does not ap­
pear to worry Mr. Wilbur Wright. As 

[the HERALD has already announced, he 
has settled himself at Le Mans for tha 
purpose of quietly completing this final ar­
rangements before making public the fruit 
of many years of serious study and prac­
tice. 

What Is the present situation In the large 
workshop situated In the Leon Bollee au 
tomobile factory, where Mr. Wilbur 
Wright is paUeitly working day by day 
at the task of j assembling the intricat 
parts of the flying machine which a year 
ago he shipped to Prance to await devel­
opments. Is not; entirely known. He Is 
aided by a French mechanic, but so far 
has preferred to do everything himself, 
the (mechanic merely helping to lift and 
arrange pieces of apparatus when help Is 
required. 

Mr. Wright Is, in no great hurry and 
wishes everything to go well from the 
start. He believes tha time occupied in 
adjusting? various parts of the machine is 
i-ot wasted. 

No one us allowed inside the workshop 
for obvious reasons. If first one visitor 
and then another were permitted to com 
in and examine things Mr. Wright's tint 
would be entirely taken up, for hundreds 
of people would come down to Le Mans if 
once it became] known there was the 
slightest possibility of seeing the machine. 

T a l k witt* Mr. Wright . 
The HJEBALD correspondent breakfasted 

with Mr. Wright and his business associ­
ate, Mr. Hart O. Berg, at the Hotel Dau­
phin to-day. During the meal many in­
teresting things [were discussed. 

The more one gets to know Mr. Wrtgh 
the more remarkable be appears. He is 
the most unpretentious man alive, desplt 
the fact that he j carries about with him a 
secret which thei world has been yearning 
to learn since the dawn of history. Yet as 
he talks, tha conviction steals over the 
listener that he knows all about the sub­
ject of flight, and that, either by studying 
along other lines than those adopted by 
aviators in Europe or by intuition, he ha 
placed himself In a position to surmount all 
the immediate difficulties which present 
themselves when flight by mechanical 
means is attempted. 

He is not in the least boastful nor in­
clined to indulge in "bluff," as his detract­
ors are constantly endeavoring to main­
tain, and ln^brder to learn anything at all 
about his methods and plans he has to be} 
pumped with considerable vigor.

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The Norwegian Steamer Norman 
Isles, Asrfore Off Cape Guarda-

fui, Is Boarded.

ADEN, Tuesday.—The Norwegian steam­
er Norman Isles went ashore in foggy 
weather twenty-six miles west of Cape 
Guardafui on the evening of June 36. The 
wreck was boarded by armed Somalls, 
who drove the crew to defend Itself on tha 
bridge, where the men suffered terrible 
hardships, remaining thirty hours without 
food. The natives completely looted the 
vessel, The ship's papers were saved only 
after severe fighting. 

The crew was eventually rescued on the 
morning of the 28th by the Norwegian 
steamer Sommerstad. The men were 
landed well at Aden to-day. It was Im­
possible to Inspect the wreck, and the 
damage is unknown. At attempt at sal­
vage will be made from Perim. 

The matter warrants further acrfbn on 
the part of Italy, as it occurred in Italian 
SomaMland. The Norman Isles is 6,000 
tons and is owned by Wllhemsen & Son.

RIOT IN STOCKHOLM, 
DOCK HANDS STRIKE

Crowds Stone Police and Hold Up 
Tramways at Meeting Protest­

ing Against Blacklegs. 
[SPECIAL CABLE TO THE HEBALD.] 

STOCKHOLM, Tuesday.—At the meeting of 
dock laborers who are on strike, held in 
the Union House last evening to demon­
strate against the importation by the Wil­
son Line of four hundred English black-
legsy the crowd In the streets stopped tram­
ways and stoned police who endeavored to 
maintain order, finally setting fire to a 
warehouse and causing damage to the 
extent of two million kronen. 

The dock strikes are general in all 
Swedish ports and foreign blacklegs are 
being Imported. 

Owing to the troubles in the building 
trades, Stockholm employers in the cen­
tral unions have resolved upon a general 
lockout, .which will affect thousands in 
these and allied trades. Riots are feared 
In consequence.

PARIS, Tuesday.—A sensation has been 

created in Paris by the libel suit that 
Senator Humbert has brought against the 
Matin tor involving him in the Rochette 
affair. Henri Rochette is the promotpr 
who was arrested in this city last Marc.i 
charged with conducting swindles on an 
enormous scale. 

Attorneys for Senator Humbert began 
the proceedings by calling many -witnesses 
in an attempt to prove that the campaign 
conducted by the Matin was not disin­
terested. To-day the star witness was M. 
Mouthan, a former editor of the Matin 
who has just published a book In which 
he exposes the alleged methods of the 
Matin and Maurice Bunau-Varilla in the 
Panama, Congo and other affairs. 

During the recess of the trial this after­
noon a lawyer. M. Baudejot, slapped the 
face of M. Jouvenel, a brother of the 
present editor of the Matin. The latter re­
plied by smashing his cane over M. Baude-
jot's head. Half a dozen challenges to 
duels were exchanged during the melee. 

Rochette asserts that the enmity of the 
Matin was due to the fact that he intended 
to back a rival newspaper. Senator Hum­
bert was at one time secretary of the 
Matin company. 

M. Mouthan testified that he had con­
ducted the Matin's campaign against King 
Leopold, which was called off at the criti­
cal moment This convinced him, he said, 
that the campaign was for the purpose of 
forcing King "Leopold to capitulate to the 
Bunau-Varilla brothers, who were inter­
ested in the Congo railroad. 

BRITAIN WILL NOT 
GIVE UP REFUGEES 

Foreign Office Protests Against the 
Shah's Action in Posting Troops 

Near Legation. 
LONDON, Tuesday.—The Foreign Office 

has refused the request of the Persian 
government that the political refugees at 
the British Legation in Teheran be handed 
over to the local authorities, and at the 
same time VI has protested with warmth 
against the action of the Shah in posting 
troops in the neighborhood of the Legation. 

Sir Edward Grey, the Foreign Secretary, 
said the refugees would not be given up 
without definite and reliable guarantees of 
their proper treatment. 

Official despatches received at the For­
eign Office this morning mention reports 
of disturbances in the provinces, but say 
there Is no danger to foreigners. 

A special despatch from Teheran to the 
Times says that the British Charge has 
refused to receive a palace official sent 
with a verbal apology in reply to the
