Earlier
this summer, Nanteau's
brief was presented to
Boyon and a task -force has
started working on the
finalisation of the project
and running studies to test
the validity of the concept. A
decision to launch the sta-
tion is expected to be taken
by Boyon before the end of
October.

The same year saw the
creation of East West UK, fol-
lowed by East West Australia
in 1991 and East West Japan
in 1993. In the rest of Europe,
WMI bought Italian CGD in
1989, French Carrere in 1990
and the Spanish DRO Group
in 1993, all were re -named
East West in 1995.

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But Do We Really Need It?
Between
The Lines

Ever heard of "disco -polo"? We have
written about it before (August 17) and
there's a small article on it in this week's
issue of Music & Media that may escape
your attention, so let me fill you in on
the details. It's a Polish musical hybrid
(the term hasn't come up in any other
countries as far as I know) of '80s Italo-
dance beats and cheap lyrics. Disliked
by the labels and radio stations, this
form of music has nevertheless built up
a considerable popularity with Polish
audiences over the last two years and
sells mainly through cheaply -priced cas-
settes (with 80% the dominant sound -

carrier in Poland).
Not only does the genre's current popularity hinder the devel-

opment of a healthy national dance scene but the music's lyrical
content is reason enough for (some) radio stations to go as far as
boycotting it. Now here's an interesting issue. Commercial enter-
prises often operate on the principle of exploiting (and creating)
demand: give consumers what they want. If there's a void in the
market for this type of music, labels are only too happy to comply
and radio eagerly follows. In particular with radio being such a
local medium, playing disco polo (that is delivered in the local -lan-
guage) can be very lucrative. But not, so it seems, with disco polo.
It's deemed cheap, easy and vulgar (one sample lyric reads: "Come
and sit on my lap and I'll show you banana"; an interesting double
entendre).

Although the issue of radio censorship has been ridiculed over
the years-BBC Radio l's ban on Reflex in 1984 created precisely
the opposite effect-some form of restraint by the media is not
necessarily a bad thing. Luckily for us Europeans, most of gangs-
ta rap's lyrics go over our heads. But I certainly wouldn't want to
expose young listeners to local -language translations of some of
the gangsta rap product that's been released here.

I know disco polo is in a completely different league-it does
not advocate the use of violence or sexual assault-but it can only
be applauded if stations don't take the easy route to success,
despite the huge commercial appeal that some of these music
forms might have.

Charity Combines With
Vanity To Unite Networks

MILAN - Charity and vanity
were responsible for a rare dis-
play of unity between Italy's
six major music networks,
twice in one week.

The networks joined forces
for the first unified broadcast
ever on September 28 as part
of a 30 hour televised fund-
raising marathon, whilst DJ's
from five of the networks unit-
ed on the catwalk on October 2
as models at Milan's ready to
wear fashion show.

The charity telethon was
broadcast non-stop for two
days and split between Silvio
Berlusconi's three Mediaset
TV networks (Canale 5, Italia
1, Rete 4) it was organised to
benefit charities supporting
sufferers of leukaemia and
research into the disease. The
event raised pledges of 23 bil-
lion lire (app. US$15 million)
from viewers and listeners to
the six participating radio net-
works; Radio Deejay, Radio

Dimensione Suono, RTL 102.5
Hit Radio, Radio Italia SMI,
Radio 105, Radio Montecarlo
and 101 Network. "As well as
being a worthy cause it was
tremendous fun" comments
RTL 102.5 Hit Radio music
director Grant Benson
who presented the final
six hour leg of their on -
air marathon.

Benson explains that
each network had their
own studio in a booth
on the TV set from
which they broadcast
live for the whole 30
hour telethon.

Sparks DJ Sacking

MADRID - A storm has broken
out over the dismissal of pub -
net Radio Nacional de Espana
Radio 1 presenter Pedro Meyer
after guests on his chat show
discussed the role of Pope
John Paul II, the semi-secret
right-wing Catholic group
Opus Dei, and ecclesiastical
celibacy.

Listeners called to protest,
especially after guest Jose
Rodriguez, author of a book on
sects, referred to a supposed
lover of Pope Paul VI, an Ital-
ian actor. Meyer was sacked
on September 26 by Diego
Armario, RNE news director,
who said Meyer had "lost con-
trol" of the show, "which did
not adjust to the minimum
level of rigour that we want to
have on RNE."

One RTVE board member,
Felipe Alcaraz, described Mey-
er's dismissal as "a most seri-
ous attack on the freedom of
expression." Meyer himself
said his attitude had been
"totally professional", adding,
"the freedom of expression of
the programme guests is
sacred, even if they do not
coincide with the opinion of
RNE."

The Spanish federation of
evangelical religious bodies

condemned the move as "a
serious attack against the
achievements of democracy. It
brings us, close to times when
the public power defended
Roman Catholic interests
before the plurality of opin-
ion."

Local Radio Scores With
Dutch Households
Regional radio is the most pop-
ular choice in Dutch homes,
according to a survey on listen-
ing habits conducted by
research institute Intomart
during March/April 1996.
Regional stations have a com-
bined market share of 21% in
Holland's private households,
while public news/talk station
Radio 1 follows with an 11.9%
share. Predominantly music
based stations score their best
results at the workplace. Here,
EHR formatted pubcaster
Radio 3 FM leads the field
with a 31.9% share. Radio 3 is
followed by two commercial
broadcasters, soft ACE for-
matted Sky Radio (with 12.6%)

Spanish Government
Reject RTVE Budget

MADRID - The Spanish gov-
ernment has thrown out 1997
budget proposals for pubcaster
Radio Television Espanola
(RTVE) which had been
approved by the RTVE board
just 24 hours earlier.

The decision has plunged
RTVE into deep crisis, and has
led to speculation that director
general Monica Ridruejo,
appointed by Spain's new con-
servative government just five
months ago, will resign.

A Council of Ministers
meeting on September 27
rejected Ridruejo's request for
Pta25 billion (app.US$198 mil-
lion) in subsidies, and instead
offered the public corporation
just Ptal5 billion. The govern-
ment has also refused to
assume responsibility for accu-
mulated debts worth Pta132
billion (app.US$1 billion).

Secretary of state for com-
munication Miguel Angel
Rodriguez said that measures
to reduce the debt, which is
predicted to stand at Pta264.1
billion by the end of the year,
were conditional on "structural
reforms" being carried out by
the pubcaster, which has
steadily lost money since com-
mercial television was intro-
duced to Spain in 1990.

Insiders say the govern-
ment's decision has put
Ridruejo in a difficult position,
and has probably brought clos-
er the date of "reconversion"
(or partial privatisation) of
RTVE. Trying to allay the
flood of criticism which greet-
ed the news, Rodriguez corn-

mented, "This budget decision
by no means implies a loss of
confidence in the director gen-
eral."

An RTVE board meeting on
September 26 had voted by 9-4
to approve Ridruejo's budget.
The four votes against were all
cast by socialist party
appointees, one of whom was
former Radio Nacional de
Espana director Diego Carce-
do.

He expressed "concern and
surprise" at the coucil of min-
isters decision, which he
described as "another step
towards the winding up of the
public company."

It's the type of
music that's played at wed-
dings or in the pub."

Paczka admits the issue is

a delicate one for his station in
view of the fact that there is
money for the labels in disco
polo. However, he says that
advertisers have not applied
any pressure.

Paczka has built his station
into a respected classic and
contemporary rock outfit since
its launch two and a half
years ago. He argues, "If we
began to play a different style
[of music] like disco polo, we
would lose the core group."

Paczka believes the success
of disco polo has created a gap
in the radio market. "It [the
lack of airplay for disco polo] is
a problem all over Poland.
There is a clear demand for a
station playing this music."

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SER Loses Court Battle

MADRID - A judge has ordered
news/talk station Cadena SER

(advertisement)
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to rectify comments made on
air by two of its journalists
about the financial solvency of
TV channel Antena 3.

SER will also have to pay
the costs of the court case in
the long -running legal wran-
gle between the two compa-
nies, which has sparked a
national debate over freedom
of expression.

The ruling refers to com-
ments made on April 23 on
SER's midnight sports pro-
gramme "El Larguero," and
has its roots in the battle for
TV soccer rights between
Antena 3 and pay -TV channel
Canal Plus. Both SER and
Canal Plus are owned by the
media holding company Prisa,
and the SER presenter inti-
mated on -air that Antena 3
was not solvent enough to pay
the large sums needed to buy
the exclusive broadcasting -
rights to Spanish football.

Judge Cristina Jimenez
Savurido used the law of
"unfair competition" to ban
Cadena SER from mentioning
Antena 3's finances for three
months unless an Antena 3
spokesperson was on hand to
counter any comments.

In her ruling, the contro-
versial judge said that SER's
information had come from "a
perverse wit deliberately
inclined towards undermining
the credibility of another."
SER has announced that it
will appeal against the ruling.

Newspapers and other
media had accused the judge
of limiting freedom of expres-
sion by her ruling, but she
denied this, arguing that
information was "merchan-
dise" subject to the laws of
supply and demand. Ironical-
ly, Antena 3 has since won the
bulk of football broadcasting
rights.

Face To Face With Europe's Newsmakers

Vive La Radio president Eric Baptiste

Q: How have your first two
years as president been?
A: Vive La Radio has risen
from its ashes and returned to
its original aim, which was to
be a link between all the dif-
ferent operators and to serve
as the representative of the
radio industry to the outside
world. We have made some
efforts to improve communica-
tion both inside and outside
[the organisation]. Every
month, we organise a break-
fast meeting with a key figure
from the government, the CSA
or the radio and music indus-
tries. These meetings have
been instrumental is setting
up a dialogue between the dif-
ferent groups.

Q: Are there legislative
changes to be made in the
French radio landscape?
A: Our legislation is far from
perfect, but there have been
too many changes in the law.
A good law is one that lasts.
We simply want the CSA to
use its power of regulation to
the full, and we regret that
the CSA has no real legislative
power. We also would like to
see the CSA take into account
the economic aspects of radio
broadcasting much more thor-
oughly than it does now.

Q: What are the challenges
for the future?
A: Undoubtedly the move into
the digital era. We all know
that radio will be fully digital
in the years to come, but we
still don't know how it will
happen. Will DAB be a com-
mercial success? Will digitali-
sation be rapid in the radio

field, or will it be the last of the
major media to switch from
analogue? If digital radio
waves are able to not only
carry radio programming but
also text and possibly images,
we also have to address the
issue of the future of radio. If
radio becomes a multimedia
carrier, it risks losing its iden-
tity.

Q: Is Europe a major con-
cern to you?
A: Interestingly, the European
Union has not created a
Europe -wide framework for
radio broadcasting, which has
not been the case with TV. I
think it owes a lot to the fact
that radio remains above all a
local media regulated at a local
level. There are no major legal
challenges, although there are
economic challenges for media
groups trying to establish
international radio operations.
There are no such things ad
transnational radio stations,
even if there are international
brands and formats that
can be adapted locally.

Q: What are your plans for
the immediate future?
A: Among our projects, there is
the creation of a national radio
guide, and we have also decid-
ed to celebrate the first 100
years of radio by holding a
party on November 28 at Dis-
neyland in Paris, when we
plan to invite European radio
operators. We have set up a
travelling exhibition which
looks back at the history of
radio. We are also considering
a film festival featuring films
which feature radio.

With A Little Help From Our Friends?
Across Europe in both the private and public sectors, many music -led radio
stations programme social action broadcasting-radio help -lines, community
information and on -air advice on everything from AIDS to alcoholism. But
what is the motivation for programming this type of output, and how do stations
present such material to their audiences? Music & Media looks at some examples
in the UK, Belgium and Sweden.

N THE UK, Trent FM/Not-
tingham's Careline is part of
a unique social action broad-
casting partnership between
the city's public and private
broadcasters. The organisa-
tion which runs Careline-

the Community Radio Team-is funded
70% by Nottingham's city and county
councils, with the remaining 30% coming
from commercial stations Trent FM and
Gem AM, local pubcaster BBC Radio
Nottingham, the local health authority
and the Nottingham City Challenge
group. The Community Radio Team pro-
vides the resources, support and staffing
for both Trent FM's Careline (which also
serves gold -formatted sister station Gem
AM) and BBC Radio Nottingham's Action
Line.

On Trent FM, a GWR-owned hot ACE
station aiming at the 15-40 demographic,
the Careline team broadcasts four live or
pre-recorded bulletins per day (each of
which last for app. 40-50 seconds), as well
as providing a permanent off -air help -line
which listeners can ring with their prob-
lems. The on -air bulletins usually give a
brief amount of information about a sub-
ject (often via short extracts from a pre-
recorded interview with an expert), and
always give the listener a further point of
contact, usually in the form of a phone
number. The bulletins are often part of a
special week or day dedicated to one par-
ticular subject, such as mental health or
drug abuse.

Not Alone
"It is mainly a stimulus to action," says
Trent FM station director Chris Hughes.
"It aims to re -assure people that they are
not alone in their problems, needs and
concerns." While he says that Careline
helps the station's image in the communi-
ty, and gives listeners the message that
their local radio station cares about them,
Hughes admits that Trent FM's success
is essentially built around "[playing] the
best music and being the most local."

He says that it is crucial listeners per-
ceive Careline broadcasts as both a "nat-
ural" part of the station's output (so they
don't sound out of place and become a
reason to tune -out), and that the informa-
tion they feature has relevance to the
lifestyle of Trent FM's listeners.

The programming devices used for
Careline bulletins are similar to the pro-
duction techniques used when creating
radio commercials, says Hughes. "It's the
writing style, the humour, the music
beds. Like well -made commercials, these
bulletins are an important part of our
output because they also help to project
the localness of the station."

Despite the increasing competition in

its market (Trent FM and Gem AM will
shortly have another commercial rival to
contend with when the Radio Authority
awards the East Midlands regional
licence), Hughes sees a positive future for
social action broadcasting on his station,
"as long as we can make it fit. Both
myself and our programme controller
liaise closely with the Community Radio
Team to make sure we are getting the
right material and presentation for our
audience."

Careline manager Simon Hellion, who
is employed by the Community Radio
Team, confirms, "It's important for us to
keep in tune with the pace [of Trent FM].

Out and about with the Community
Radio Team, providers of the Trent FM
Careline and BBC Radio Nottingham's
Actionline.

They have a certain way of presenting,
and it's important for us to work with
that. As far as listeners are concerned,
Careline mustn't be a hiccup in the out-
put."

Hellion notes that the type of output
his organisation produces for BBC Radio
Nottingham is very different. "It's more
chatty, and because we have more air-
time, we can do live interviews on the air.
Radio Nottingham has an older audience
than Trent, and while we often tackle the
same subjects on both, the angle from
which we come at them tends to be differ-
ent."

At French speaking, EHR-formatted
Radio Contact in Belgium, programme
director Jean -Lou Bertin admits that the
network's support for social action broad-
casting has a legal background. "The law
on advertising tobacco products or alcohol
says we have to give the equivalent
amount of airtime to charities and com-
munity services," he says. "Although in
our case, we were supporting
non-profit organisations and
charities before the law
became effective, and we
have also decided not to carry
any tobacco advertising."

In the past, Radio Contact
has supported Medecins Sans
Frontieres (Doctors Without
Frontiers), the Red Cross and
various AIDS prevention
campaigns. "We offer the
same amount of ad -time
booked for alcohol campaigns
to announce [charity/commu-
nity] campaigns and events,"
says Bertin. "If an organisa-
tion wants extra airtime in
our programmes we are will-
ing to cooperate, but I admit
we don't take the initiative
unless we're asked to."

Paul de Meulder, station
manager with pubcaster
BRTN Radio 2/ Antwerp,
reports, "Apart from our daily
selection [of job vacancies]
from the employment office
and our support for local sports events,
we also do outside broadcasts from the
region's Information Day." And as part of
its comprehensive traffic news service,
Radio 2 is also involved in campaigns to
promote the use of public transport and
bicycle lanes.

De Meulder says the provision of such
services brings the station closer to its
audience. "In contrast to our other pro-
grammes which offer what I would
describe as general entertainment, our
local programmes devote most of the air-
time to things happening on the listener's
doorstep-I believe the strength of the
station is based on these community ser-
vices."

Community Strategy
In Sweden, radio culture was for many
years based on a community -based strat-
egy. Apart from the national and local
stations run by pubcaster Sveriges Radio,
the only other broadcasters allowed on
the air legally until the early '90s were
publicly -owned community stations,
which accepted and broadcast pro-
grammes put together by charities,
sports clubs, churches and other religious
and ethnic organisations.

Although they are not serious compe-
tition for the commercial stations, these
community stations continue today. Thus
any charitable organisation wishing to
have access to the airwaves has the
opportunity to do it itself, rather than
having to "sell" the idea to a commercial
station.

Credibility Problem
However, that is not to say that Sweden's
new commercial broadcasters have been
totally inactive on the charity front.
Stockholm ACE station Klassiska Hits
achieved considerable success last Christ-
mas with an appeal for gifts for orphans
in Estonia. The idea came from an ad
campaign proposed by the charity SOS
Barnbyar. But Klassiska Hits pro-

gramme director Peter
Franck says you can have
too much of a good thing. "If
you have too many cam-
paigns then you're faced
with a credibility problem.
Here in Sweden people get
suspicious very quickly if
you make too much noise
about charity drives. They
think 'they must be making
a buck out of it them-
selves'."

Radio Ett, in the univer-
sity city of Uppsala, is one
commercial station that is
making moves into the
social action broadcasting
arena, particularly with an
evening programme called
"Ph Spaning" ("On The
Trail"). In the studio, a
police officer discusses the
crime of the previous week-
end, and listeners are asked
to ring in with information.

'We know that the pro-
gramme has already helped

to solve two cases," says Radio Ett's pro-
gramme chief Frederik Sjoberg, "includ-
ing that of a woman who had assaulted
at least 17 kids. We want to use this sta-
tion for something positive, and in a town
with so many students, crime surround-
ing our nightlife is a big issue."

Sjoberg is reticent when asked if the
programme is also there to boost the sta-
tion's image. "Of course it's not a bad
thing, but we try not to think of it in
those terms. Radio is the medium that
can get closest to its audience, and this is
a way to create some real contact."

Stations in other markets which have
a high student population are also consid-
ering such programming, but generally
the Swedish commercial sector will only
go so far as to run ads for "good causes" at
reduced rates, sometimes with the sta-
tion's own messages of support. Pubcast-
er Sveriges Radio is also careful about
providing active community services, pre-
ferring to highlight society's problems
through reportage. On the mainstream
stations in Sweden, it seems that the age
of the radio helpline is yet to arrive.

Digitalising Ads
On Fun Radio
In the second article looking at a station from the
'inside out,' Marc Maes tells the story of French -

language private Fun Radio's move to make handling
commercials easier and more efficient.

 INSIDE OUT
Fun Radio started broadcasting in Bel-
gium six years ago, and in 1995 Fun
Radio Belgique officially launched its
network covering the south of the coun-
try. Owned by Fun Radio France (with
a 25% share), Radio Contact (25%) and
the first five Fun franchises united
under FM Developpement (50%), the
Fun programme is broadcast on 10 out-
lets in the French -language communi-
ty.

With a 7.4% marketshare (cumula-
tive audience) in its niche, Fun targets
mainly the 12-34 age group, focusing on

the 18-25 demo. Radio Contact (with
its 25.6% marketshare in the 12-34 age
group), a competitor five years ago,
now has a share in the operation-and
NRJ, with 9% of the young audience,
has taken over the ratings battle with
Fun.

Fine -Tuning
"We have decided to adjust our musical
profile every six months," says Fun
Radio promotion manager Jean -
Francois Rigot, "and starting this
month we are adding more rap and
funk to the sharper rock format we
already have. It's part of our policy to
keep up with musical trends as they
happen."

As the smallest network in the
French-speaking Belgian community,
Fun Radio hopes that the discussions
on frequency regulation currently
underway will allow it to expand its
frequencies in order to cover the whole
territory.

Fun's daytime programming (from
09:00-20:00) is produced in Brussels
and transmitted to its affiliates via
satellite. The complete night-time pro-
gramming is supplied by Fun France
via France Telecom satellite to Fun
Belgique for re -transmission. "Our
daytime programming is based on Fun
France's playlist information, but tai-
lored to the Belgian market," says
Riga. "In France, Fun Radio has to
adhere to the French -language quotas,
while in Belgium we have no such
obligations so we can adjust the
playlist as we wish."

Juggling Ads
Adapting its French programming to
the Belgian market is the reason
behind Fun's recent technical invest-
ments. Its night-time programming
includes the entire French broadcast
as well as the French publicity. "What
we wanted to avoid," says Rigot, "is
that certain advertisers enter the Bel-
gian market without booking their
national campaigns with us (with IP
Radio handling radio sales)."

Fun Radio Belgique therefore decid-
ed to invest in a digital live assist sys-
tem, French professional broadcast
supplier Digigram's Digistation and
Digiconsole. Digiconsole was the first
version of the automated software, and
Digistation is the newer version for
live and automated broadcasts. In com-
bination with a hard disk
recorder/player and an Akai DR4-D, it
has become the primary tool for han-
dling commercials on -air.

"Digistation allows us to broadcast

over the French commercials when
they arrive via satellite in the pro-
gramme," says Rigot, "and we can
either replace the com-
mercial with our own
national advertising or
with music." He adds
that similar systems
allow Fun's Belgian
affiliates to "overwrite"
the Brussels local
advertising with their
own local ads, using
such systems as DSC
or Logon.

Digistation was
supplied by the Bel-
gian company OPNS
(Optical Products, Net-
works & Software),
and although Riga is
quite happy with the
concept of Digistation Fun Radio's broadcast studio

and Digiconsole, "because it's quite
practical," he regrets that the upgraded
versions of the system were not fully

tested by OPNS before
going on -air. "The sys-
tem as it is today oper-
ates properly-and
surely better than any
other system-but some
specifications of the
newest versions do not
always correspond to
our wishes and our own
particular broadcasting
system. We encountered
some problems in the
beginning, but they
have been resolved. We
remain convinced that
it is the best system
available and we don't
want to change it," he
says.
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Finnish National Broadcasting has
aimed its home pages at its audience.
The basic pages provide program-
ming and frequency information
along with a merchandising page and
a direct e-mail contact button. The
personality of the individual stations
is emphasised, as for example, the
15-35 demographic Radio Mafia has
cheerfully modern graphics in bright,
primary colours.

Use of Netscape or a similar
browser shows a more attractive site,
but a decently laid out text -only
option is readily available through -
out. The entire site is in Finnish with
a few words of English.

EVERYTHING BUT THE GIRL
Single - Virgin ehr/ace/d
PRODUCER: Ben Watt
Finally the most tragic song of the last
EBTG-album is out on single. It hurts
from the first till the last second but the
slow triphop beat will help you to stay
alive. Also on this single the EBTG-con-
tribution to the Red, Hot + Rio -project:
Corcovado.

FOUR
A Little More Love - Kuff/Virgin ace/ehr
PRODUCERS: FOUR
Sexy R&B grooves combined with dra-
matic string arrangements, a jazzy sopra-
no sax and a surprisingly fresh hip hop
beat. The female vocals have a raw, pow-
erful edge to them. Excellent for both
ACE and EHR.

LAIBACH
Jesus Christ Superstar- Mute a/r/ehr
PRODUCER: Laibach
Yes, this is is a cover -version of the
famous song from the 60s -musical Hair,
but now featuring on top of a Eurohouse
beat, the dark voice of the singer of that
old-fashioned underground band from
Zagreb. Curious as it seems, this record
holds, in all his strangeness, some hit
potential.

ASHLEY MACISAAC
The Devil In The Kitchen - A&M a/m/r/w
PRODUCER: Pete Prilesnik
Think of Big Country meets Black Flag. A

guitar plays Celtic melodies relentlessy
fast and furious, while the drum beats fol-
low at equal pace. B-side King Of The
Fairies features a beautiful Irish fiddle
reel and atmospheric arrangements, with
some of the fiddle parts occasionally
crossing over to bluegrass.

BILLY MANN
Killed By A Flower- DV8/PolyGram ace/r
PRODUCER: Ric Wake
This mid -tempo bluesy, piano oriented
rock ballad is reminiscent of Joshua Kadi-
son and Bruce Hornsby. It features great
funky guitar, juicy organ riffs and Mann's
soulful voice. Listening to this is like tak-
ing a hot bath.

MIDNIGHT OIL
Underwater- Columbia a/r
PRODUCER: Malcolm Burn
Do you still remember the charismatic
bold singer Peter Garrett? Finally the
Australian Midnight Oil brings a view to
their forthcoming album Breathe. This
rock song focuses on the vocals of Garrett,
but you have to hear it twice to find the
beauty of it.

THE POWER STATION
She Can Rock It- Chrysalis r/ehr/a
PRODUCER: Bernard Edwards
Operating in the lush middle ground
between funk and rock, this power trio
finds itself leaning towards the latter on
this single. This particular synthesis
unites all the best elements of Southern
rock a la ZZ Top and Lynyrd Skynyrd.
Delicious, delightful and utterly groovy.

SOUP DE LOOP
Love The Way- Blue Bubble ehr/d
PRODUCER: Jaakko Solovaara
This Finnish duo comes up with the idea
of mixing their soup in many ways. Their
catchy she -sings -he -raps tune has at least
three intersting radio mixes. Very clever
to think about a real slow mix of 91bpm
to attract maximum airplay.

STEFANO ZARFATI
C'e' Che Ti Piace - RTI ehr/ace
PRODUCER: not listed
There is more talent in Italy than just
Eros and Zucchero. After the usual Ital-
ian -style melancholic intro this song will
surpise you with an uptempo good mood -
swing. Don't remember the difficult title,
just remeber the name of the artist: Ste-
fano Zarfati. Find out for yourself that the
other two songs on this single are also
certainly worth a play.

CAPRICORN
Walking On The Moon- Labyrint ehr/d
PRODUCER: Hans Weekhout
The languid, melodic vocals of this Sting
original fit perfectly with the mid -tempo
house beat, making it a potential EHR
hit. The track is punctuated by dream
house piano melodies.

KASSAV'
Ou Le' - Sony w/ac
PRODUCER: Didier Lozahic
These guys deserve more than just a
`world music' label. Their danceable beat,
infectious brass section and funky bass
will make anyone move their feet to this
ragga tune, from their new Cho album.

Albums
SHERYL CROW
Sheryl Crow- AAD/A&M r/a/ehr
PRODUCER: Sheryl Crow
Ms. Crow is on her own now. The result
is a starker sound with grittier guitars
and a grimmer tone, which betrays the
occasional involvement of Mitchell Froom
and Tchad Blake. Her rootsy mix of
blues, rock and country returns on the
mid -tempo Sweet Rosalyn, which bares
traces of All I Wanna Do. A true delight
is Redemption Day, which has a dramat-
ic twangy guitar riff, a Springsteen-esque
drum shuffle and bluesy vocals. More up -
tempo, but in the same vein, is the equal-
ly radiofriendly Every Day Is A Winding
Road, are no obvious radio songs on this
album, but an amazing collection of
heartfelt observations by someone who
has become less eager to please others
and more adamant to go her own way.

HELEN ERIKSEN
Standards- Blue Note/EMI d/j/a/ace
PRODUCER: Tommy Tee
At the age of 10, little Helen was already
a fan of Charlie Parker. Brought up with
jazz and hip -hop, the Norwegian sax
player and singer recorded her debut
album at the age of 24. With one excep-
tion she wrote all the songs by herself.
Especially night time radio will embrace
the high quality jazzy hiphop-tunes on
this album: Shake My Hand and Arms
Around You are highly recommended.
Little snippets of real jazz in between the
songs give the project an authentic touch.

FLUFFY
Black Eye - The Enclave/Virgin a/r
PRODUCER: Bill Price
Four sexy rock chicks and they're not
even pictured on the front cover of the
album. So, these British riotgirls wanna
let their music talk. Hmmm, fourteen
uplifting punk rock songs, with lyrics we
can't reprint here. Amanda, Helen, Brid-
get and Angie will do fine on posters and
T-shirts. And their music is surprisingly
fresh too.

FRENTE
Shape - Mushroom/BMG a/r/ehr/ace
PRODUCERS: David M. Allen, Frente
Frente thinks there's more to life than
just acoustic love songs. So for their sec-
ond album they asked a producer who
could give another dimension to their
songs. Wrapped up in grooves it brings in
a new angle to the sweet voice of female
singer Angie Hart. Don't be afraid,
acoustic songs like the beautiful Clue are
still present, but welcome experiments
like Horrible will lead Frente into an
interesting future.

CHRIS ISAAK
Baja Sessions - Reprise ace
PRODUCER: Erik Jacobsen
This album is designed to give the listen-
er a mellow, sunny holiday feeling, which
is exactly what it does. If you don't mind
the fact that there are only three new
songs on it. I Wonder is a sweet, rhyth-
mic lullaby, which echoes the quiet surf
of the Pacific Ocean with its Hawaiian

overtones. Waiting For My Lucky Days is
equally hypnotic, but it has an added
bluesy quality. Think Of Tomorrow has a
nice midtempo bar -room shuffle, but the
melodies are a little too cheap. The rest
consists of rerecordings which sadly miss
the simmering excitement of the origi-
nals (Pretty Girls, Back On Your Side,
Dancin').

SHAT NO SHAT
Human Condition- RCA/BMG France ace

PRODUCERS: Gilles Martin, Joachim Cohen

Every now and then some musicians
come up with the idea to update folk
music. But only once in so many times
the connection to modern times is so
stunning as the French trio Shai No Shai
did. Violin, guitar and vocals combine
folky, arabic and classical influences into
a steady '90s -sound. It seems only natur-
al that real birds are singing along on
Scarecrows Have No Say and to hear a
bagpipe on two other tracks. With the
haunting melody of This Is My Life Shai
No Shai holds the key to international
success.

SHONEN KNIFE
Brand New Knife - MCA a/r
PRODUCERS: The Robb Brothers
Can the Japanese really speak English?
You can enjoy the wonderful accent of
the charming Japanese underground trio
Shonen Knife on their new album. Leav-
ing behind their punk days, they're
swimming in more poppy waters now.
Lyrically they are still at the level of chil-
dren's poems. One Week is about visiting
toy shops and watching sumo -wrestling.

THE LEMONHEADS

car button cloth - TAG/Atlantic r/a/ehr
PRODUCER: Bryce Goggin
Dando's trademark games with har-
monies, melodies and melancholy has
evolved into a highly sophisticated
level of spirituality. The entire album is
a cleansing, therapeutic listening expe-
rience, although the individual songs
are excellent radio material by them-
selves. Only Dando can write a cheerful
uptempo track like Hospital with jang-
ly guitars, crystalline vocals and grizzly
lyrics. The punky Something's Missing
and 6ix will sound great on radio too,
although these lyrics are pretty dark
too. The gorgeous C'mon Daddy has a
mature languid sound, which echoes
the Burt Barachach at his most sym-
phonic, a little like the Cardigans.
Every single album track is a gem-
some refined, some rough diamonds to
be discovered and enjoyed.

Rick Wright Returns With Solo Song Cycle

LONDON = Pink Floyd's Rick Wright
recorded his third solo album Broken
China (EMI) with a clear vision, borne out
of a combination of frustration and elation

during the making of Pink Floyd's last
studio album The Division Bell. "Although
I was very happy with the record I felt it
could have gone in a slightly different
direction," he explains. "I personally like
to write albums in a more thematic way
where there are logical links between all
the songs, which we used to do with the
Floyd."

Also, the subsequent Pink Floyd tour
inspired him to work on solo material. "I

felt I was playing very well and because I
was so fired up, within a month I went
into my studio in France and started
composing." The album takes the form of
a cycle in four sections and the thematic
link is clinical depression, informed by the
experiences of a close friend.

EMI senior VP of international mar-
keting Chris Wmdle is confident about the
albums appeal. "The various operating
companies around the world see this as a
Pink Floyd album with a change of
vocalist and an emphasis on the
keyboards. Pink Floyd is one of the most
important acts in the world and any solo
project enhances the status of the band
and its members."

The Pink Floyd Hallmark
Marketing manager Myles Keller is quite
candid about the way EMI is using the
Floyd connection to sell this album. "In all
our advertising it is Rick Wright of Pink
Floyd. It's certainly got his trademark
keyboard style, and that heavy organ
sound is very prevalent on this album."
The artwork too bears the Pink Floyd
hallmark, as it has been designed by
Storm Thorgerson who has worked on
many of the group's projects. "Obviously
you don't want to overplay the Pink Floyd
angle, so it's got to be done correctly and I
think we've done that here. I think we've
come up with a really tasteful campaign;
radio and press have gone nuts for it."

The most important aspect is un-
doubtedly Wright's availability for
promotion. His itinerary has so far taken
in the UK, the Benelux, Scandinavia, the

GSA, France, Italy, Spain and Portugal.
EMI France international marketing
director Holly Diener stresses the impor-
tance of Wright's presence in France. "The
whole vibe around Floyd has been that
they're not a big promotional band. It's
very good that Rick is talking to people
and doing promotion," she says. "He's not
adverse to talking about Pink Floyd but at
the same time it leads well into talking
about his own work. France is a very big
Floyd market and obviously anything
related to Floyd is of great interest here.
This is a quality album with excellent
musicians and the participation of many
interesting people."

Wright's guest list includes Sinead
O'Connor who sings on two tracks and
one of the world's most sought after
rhythm sections: Manu Katche on drums
and Pino Palladino on bass. Also featured
are guitarists Tim Renwick, Dominic
Miller and Steve Bolton. Wright himself
considers co -producer and lyricist
Anthony Moore, with whom he had
collaborated on The Division Bell, as the
most important contributor.

Crossover Remix Hit
The album is released across Europe on
October 7 and in the absence of a single at
this stage radio is being serviced with a
four -track sampler featuring Night Of A
Thousand Furry Toys, Breakthrough,
Satellite and Along the Shoreline. A video
is being considered for the first track,
which has also been remixed by William
Orbit while fellow remixers The Orb have
put their stamp on Runaway, on which

Keller comments that "this could
potentially see us having a crossover hit
out of the clubs and onto the airplay
charts."

However with EIIR dominant across
Europe, it is not easy to get tracks from
this album onto the airwaves. So Keller
says he has had to "think laterally". In
certain territories, radio has been happy
to play album tracks within the format of
a Pink Floyd special. "In terms of talking
to Rick, the response from radio has been
great," he says. "Stations who have
interviewed Rick won't run interviews
without playing a track off the album. So
we've had to provide Rick to guarantee at
least one play. We're not looking to have
airplay smashes, but create public
awareness."

Windle says he expects to continue
marketing this album into next summer
and as Pink Floyd have been delivering
albums at seven year intervals in recent
times, there is not immediate danger of it
encroaching on the next band project.
Wright is not planning to tour Broken
China but says he already has another
solo album in mind. "I intend to do my
next album next year, but I'll drop
everything if Dave [Gilmour] says he
wants to go into the studio for a new
Floyd album."

Leah Andreone Unveils Impressive Debut Album
by Menno Visser

AMSTERDAM - In the emerging market
for female singer/songwriters, many
labels have signed their own equivalent
of the successful Alanis Morissette. By
judging the Italian American Leah
Andreone just on her debut single It's
Alright, It's OK, some radio pro-
grammers would expect to find another
Alanis copycat. But the charming 23 -
year old from San Diego has much more
to offer.

Those who attended her recent
European showcases were able to
witness her talent, her powerful perfor-
mances and her great voice. Just as
Andreone impressed the BMG Inter-
national staff at an European meeting
earlier this year. "Everybody felt in love
with Leah", laughs New York -based
RCA International VP Dwayne Welch,
who oversees Andreone's promotion. As
he explains, "The keyword for RCA in
breaking new artists is 'pro -active'.
We're not giving the Europeans those
stories anymore about chart positions
far away in the USA, but we send them
over to Europe." Andreone's schedule
allowed her to travel to Europe during
the slow month of August. A lengthy
promo tour took her to France, Holland,
Belgium, Switzerland, Germany and
Scandinavia, where she combined
acoustic showcases with interviews and
TV appearances. Her European trip

soon payed off. Welch reports some 200
plays in Finland and he adds, "MTV
Europe always wants the radio story
before playing the video, but in this case
we've got it." In January, Andreone will
come back to do more UK promotion.
She will also introduce her band during
a high profile showcase in Paris.

Exciting Discovery
Dutch BMG product manager Menno
Timmerman agrees with Welch. "The
artist is the best markting tool."
Although he found Andreone's album
Veiled an exciting discovery, he decided
not to rush its release. "First we want to
build a base with the single before we
release the album. We sent advance
copies of the album to some trendsetters
to get a feel for her potential. I want to
stress that we're not promoting Leah as
just another Alanis Morissette". Dwayne
Welch notes that "The timing is good,
but there have been Alanis Morissette's
ever since Joni Mitchell."

In Scandinavia It's Alright, It's OK
has gained a lot of airplay. Danmark's
DR P3 music co-ordinator Morten
Randholt, where Andreone did an
unplugged gig in the morning show,
thinks, "It is song with a lot of power
and an edge. If BMG is promoting it as
the next Alanis, that's the way these
things work."

Geneva -based Radio Lac head of

music Jacky Saunders prefers to
compare Andreone with Joan Osbourne.
"For me, it's just the composition which
counts. It's Alright, It's OK is one of my
personal favorites of this summer. We
play it very often and I expect the song
to become a big hit."

Not Impressed By Alanis
When confronted with the Alanis
Morissette comparison, Andreone
herself doesn't feel offended. "Alanis has
been the last big thing. She did a lot of

good things. I think a lot of kids feel
more of an openness about what pisses
them off and what makes them happy."
Still, she doesn't see any obvious
connection. "This single was already
written before I'd heard about Alanis.
When I discovered her it didn't made as
much of an impression on me as it did
everyone else."

Andreone wrote almost all of the
songs in collaboration with her producer
Rick Neigher, who also worked with
RCA -artist Ke. "I had already signed a
deal with RCA and they gave me a list of
producers to meet. I wasn't impressed by
most of them. My style just didn't groove
with theirs. When I met Rick, our
collaboration turned out to be was just
amazing." When working as a waitress
in LA, she used to slip demo tapes to
record executives. Finally the last time
she got lucky. The A&R manager in
question came back the next morning to
ask her to take the day off. As Andreone
recounts "That night I managed to set
up a gig. He showed up and after the
performance he put me on the spot. 'Is
this the best you can do?', he asked.
After answering 'yes', I signed a contract
a week later."

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Norway Gears Up For
Long Musical Winter
Flexibility has been a key word in Norway's music
industry over the past several years. The sales
market has nearly doubled since 1990, reaching a
peak in 1995, and now seemingly settling down.
To meet the challenge, majors are releasing exciting
new material from the country's diverse musical
talent -base. Chris Marlowe reports.

MINER Music Nor-
way managing direc-
tor Mats Nilsson
lists three acts top-
ping the priority list.

Anne Grete Preus is building on
her fan base with Vrimmel, a highly
anticipated fifth album of domestic
language pop rock. "She's our leading
lady," he says. "Her previous album
received three Norwegian Grammys
two years ago. So we have high
expectations for this one, and it
seems that the retailers do too."
Pop/hip-hop trio Flava To Da Bone
follow up its 1995 debut with Closer
in early November. Then there's also
a Best Of collection from September
When, which will be marketed
through TV merchandiser EVA. As a
one -quarter partner in EVA, Warner
will handle distribution and sales for
the English -language project. "It
looks great on paper," Nilsson
asserts. "So now it's up to us to prove
it!"

BMG Ariola
Several Norwegian artists are rating
high priority status on BMG Ariola's
roster. According to manag-
ing director Elly Joys, they
will keep building on the cur-
rent success of Bjelleklang
and its already charting
album Kort Ved Ora. The
campaign also continues on
The Landing, the interna-
tionally -released album by
successful local alternative
act Velvet Belly, and Bal-
loon Mood from Anja Gar-
barek. "She's brilliant," Joys
says enthusiastically. "She's
completely on her own, with
her own style." Perennial
favourites the Hellbillies is
also expected to continue sell-
ing through the Christmas
season. Added to those is
Steinar Albrigtsen's newest
offering Life Is Good, due for
release before the end of October fol-
lowing several successful singles. In
Joys' words, "It's not jazz, and it's
not roots, but it's rock with those ele-
ments in it. It's selling very well."
There are several other contenders,
too. Joys says to watch for the

acoustic trio Ephemera, who sing in
English, and the as -yet untitled Nor-
wegian -language release from the
now solo A -ha singer Morten Har-
ket.

EMI Norway
EMI Norway is planning a huge
campaign for a new album of Christ-
mas music from the very popular
Jahn Teigen. "His last was a great-
est hits album and it went platinum.
We expect this to do the same," says
managing director Michael Man-
asse. "It's quite a traditional Christ-
mas album but not with the most
obvious songs. For instance Morning
Has Broken by Cat Stevens and the
John Lennon song Happy Xmas
(War Is Over). It's a mix between
quite famous songs translated into
Norwegian with quite different
arrangements, some traditional Nor-
wegian songs and some new songs.
He has collaborated with a lot of
important and credible artists here.
So it's an exciting concept." Efforts
will also be focused on some less
established acts. With Standards,
Helen Eriksen has become the first

Norwegian artist to be picked up by
the US jazz label Blue Note. "But it's
not really jazz," Manasse says. "It's
more like jazz meets hip-hop/R&B."
The same -titled debut from the
Janne Hagens' Gospel Combo is
also just out, entering the sales

charts at number 24. "They are a
Christian band, but their sound is
not gospel at all," says Manasse. "It's
a rock band, but with a special
atmosphere in the music." A more
straightforward rock effort from

Abracadabra and a hip take
on '70s disco from Ingeborg
will also be out before Christ-
mas. Manasse has had to
delay the release of the new
Rene Andersen in order to
pay proper attention to these
newcomers. Since EMI has
acquired a new MD and a
new A&R team this year,
however, he feels the decision
was worth it. "It's a rich and
broad repertoire," he says.
"We had to fight to get these
artists on our roster, so we're
going to show everybody that
we can do it!"

Sony
On the domestic front Sony
Music Entertainment (Nor-

way) is looking forward to the Lars
Jones continuing success story.
Raindrops To The Desert was
released in August. That album has
been in the charts ever since, and
domestic A&R manager Marius Lil-
lelien says that carefully selected

singles will keep Jones' sophisticated
adult contemporary songs fresh in
the public's awareness for some time
yet. "It's a very strong radio record,"
he says. "He's a very capable singer/
songwriter, so it's got lots of singles
on it. We will keep that one going
well into the Christmas season."
Tre Sma Kenesere is at least as
big a priority, however, with its fifth
album Tro, Hap, KgEerlighet (Belief,
Hope and Love). Lillelien describes
the act as being "in the Beatles,
Crowded House tradition combined
with a Norwegian folk song style,"
and sees no reason why he shouldn't
aim for platinum sales. He is also

launching the solo career of country
cross -over artist Tine Valand, pre-
viously of Somebody's Darling, on
the back of the single Walk The Line.
"I have quite high hopes for her," Lil-
lelien says, "but since She's Just
Leaving is her first album, the most
important thing is to establish her.
Country music does well in Norway
and we've already had some interest
from the States." He predicts an
excellent fourth quarter result for all
of these releases on the basis of their
progress already.
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Jeepers, Creepers, Jingles, Sweepers
Spinning the dial on a radio receiver won't fail to
yield a variety of musical styles, but will it
unfailingly yield the station's name? How long is
the wait for the station's ident? Music & Media
questions some leading station managers and
jingle suppliers on today's purported trend away
from jingles.

D
FLOPPING jingles is
not just a fad among
some fringe stations
on the US urban
landscape, it is

catching on in Europe. Some of the
biggest stations in the UK, for
example, are scrapping jingles in
favour of liners or sweepers, looking
for alternative ways of profiling
their station that aren't so music -
dependent. Especially contempo-
rary rock and pop stations seem to
feel too confined by a musical or
sung jingle.

As Virgin Radio/London PD
Mark Story comments, "We don't
use sung jingles. We have an
incredibly impressive head of pro-
duction, Jeff Thomas, who is very
inventive. One of the problems is
that since we're an adult rock and
pop [station], it's not easy for us to
get rock jingles that sound credi-
ble. [To make our station recognis-
able], we use stubs and sweepers,
which are made at the station."

Story doesn't condemn jingles
entirely. Instead, he indicates that
Virgin's current position is a result
of their not having found what they
are looking for in a jingle package.

Expressing a similar disillusion-
ment with jingles is GWR group
programme director Steve
Orchard, who says, "We have
found that jingles have a quick
burn -out, not keeping up with our
music programming. Instead we
use samples, chips and segments
with voice-overs, because they fit
our station's image better." GWR
employs three full-time producers
to continually refresh the stations'
sound. "This way we have more
control," he says. Orchard, never-
theless, admires some stations' jin-
gle packages, citing Capital FM in
London as an example [their jingle
package was produced by Who Did
That Music?]. "Great jingles do
help a station's recognisability," he
says.

Love'm And Leave'm
Self-confessed lover of jingles and
winner of the CRCA (Commercial
Radio Companies Association)
award for Station -produced ID
Liner, Sweeper, Sting Or Jingle on
September 5 is Invicta FM/Whit-
stable programme manager Sandy
Beech. However, his love doesn't

stop him from dumping them over-
board when he thinks it's necessary.

"Nowadays," says Beech, "where
there are so many different sta-
tions claiming to broadcast differ-
ent formats, the reality is that
everybody is treading onto every-
body else's territory. In London, for
instance, Heart, Capital and Virgin
sometimes can all be heard playing
the same songs. They all start
sounding the same. At the end of
the day, the station that is going to
jump out of the dial most is going
to be the one with the strongest
identity. I'd go so far
as to say that the jin-
gle at a radio station
is like the sign over a
shop, like the big M
over the MacDonald
outlets. That's why
they're very impor-
tant."

This comment
sounds like music to
jingle producers' ears. But Beech
goes on to describe the product that
won him the award. "There are
some jingles that are quite tradi-
tional, and then there are the
sweepers, which are the voice bits
that go between the records. The
reason I think we received the
award is not so much attention to
detail and the production, but for
the creativity and topicality of our
jingles. At Invicta, instead of run-
ning the same old lines like 'We
play more music' or 'Non-stop
music,' we try to be a little differ-
ent and put some comedy and
humour into them. For instance,
we had one jingle that claimed that
the music director had to strip off
in front of the record companies to
get the best records first, and we
used the theme from The Stripper.
I think the reason they work so
well is that they're not just another
voice coming out of the radio, they
actually make you smile. And at
the same time they ident the sta-
tion. We don't go for the tradition-
al -sounding radio jingle from Dal-
las. If people say jingles are dead, I
think that's what they're talking
about."

Jingles' Latest Scream
Aiming to head the pack, and meet
the needs of the unorthodox among
stations is Who Did That Music? in
Los Angeles. This year the company
split its custom jingle production
division from its music library, the

former now called
Groove Addicts. MD
DaM Blair describes
the newest product his
company did for BBC

Radio 1.
"It's ground -breaking in that it

is a very non-traditional jingle
package. It's basically a lot of very
hard-hitting industrial -sounding
idents that are communicated
mainly with effected voice-overs
instead of singers. By 'industrial'
we mean we have the sounds of
jack hammers, drills and banging
on anvils, but done in a musical
format. The voices are filtered,

some of them sounding like they're
under water. BBC Radio 1 went all
over the UK recording people on
the streets saying '97-99 FM Radio
1.' We got hundreds of voices from
them, and then we brought in same
actors, including a couple of Shake-
spearian actors and we did fin -my
little bits."

In Blair's opinion the use (or
lack of it) of jingles is a cyclically
recurring phenomenon. "It usually
comes into vogue about every 7-10
years. The problem is, you can't
hum a liner! Part of the whole
imaging of a station is that when
people hear the melody, they
immediately know who they're lis-
tening to.

A Cyclical Affair
Holland's Top Format producer
Bart van Gogh agrees with Blair,
saying that going off jingles reflects
a recurring trend. "We saw it 10
years ago," he says. "Stations get
tired of using jingles and start just
using liners and spoken items, and
then they get tired of that, and
want to change and go back to jin-
gles. You can see this [use of liners
and sweepers] happening to an
extent in Germany but in Holland,
for example, stations still love jin-
gles. The trend reflects the kind of
music in fashion, which is harder
now. Jingles are therefore becoming
more energetic, sharper.

"Half of our clients are looking
for sweepers (spoken one-liners)

and lots of effects, and the other
half wants to go back to the real
live band with acoustic instru-
ments (and added synthesiser
effects). But they want the basis to
be a real band-less computers.
Especially in Germany among
EHR stations, we are seeing a
move towards liners and spoken
pieces with sound effects, but many
stations are moving from EHR
toward a more hot -ACE format and
are looking for the acoustic style.
The synthesiser fad is pretty much
over."

Another company specialising in
meeting radio's current demands is
Dallas -based Thompson Creative.
MD Larry Thompson says his
company produces jingles that
sound more like the music played
than the traditional -sounding jin-
gle often does. An example he cites
is Chicago's WBBM FM (B-96).
"They specifically requested more
of a dance sound," he says. "They
even changed their slogan to go
along with the jingles-they were
calling it 'Party Radio' and now it's
'Chicago's Dance Beat.' They want-
ed a lot of solos on the front. We're
using a big group-three guys and
three girls on the end singing the
B-96 slogan-then we're going to
have a lot of individual solos on the
front with 'Chicago's Dance Beat'
lines."

Represented by PAMS Interna-
tional in the UK, and FORS Impact
Creative in Holland and Benelux,
Thompson Creative specialises in
the radio market.

Do It Yourself
Music libraries and jingle producers
often go hand -in -hand. And while
[UK, US, Scandinavia -based] Match
Production Music's specialty is
music libraries, president Steve
Martin tells about a package his
company offers which gives stations
a contemporary -sounding base from
which they can build their own jin-
gle package.

"In Scandinavia we're having a
lot of success with a new concept-
a much harder -edged sort of jin-
gle," he says. "We represent the
American company Brown Bag
[Denver]. Their CD offers some 5-
600 different tracks-all of which
are very short-for use in station
IDs. Radio City in Stockholm used
it, just putting a voice-over on top
of [the pieces]. They are all musical
effects, with very high impact.
Radio City's total ident package
was made up of this and they
sounded great."

Moving away from sung or
melody -driven jingles reflects con-
temporary music styles, as well,
perhaps, as the ever faster -chang-
ing fickle tastes of radio's listeners.
Jingle suppliers and station pro-
grammers agree, however, that it's
a cyclical phenomenon, so jingles
may be dead, but not forgotten!

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Breakin' & Entering
A weekly Eurochart analysis by Raul Cairo

Although both the European Top 100 Albums and the Eurochart Hot 100
Singles are topped by the same titles as last week, there is plenty of activity
further down both charts. The highest new entry in the singles chart is Phil
Collins' Dance Into The Light, which previews the same -titled new album
out shortly. The track, which debuts at position 29, attained its position by
charting in France (48), Germany (48), Holland (21), Switzerland (27) and
the UK (13).

It is Collins' first entry in the Hot 100 since We Wait And We Wonder,
which spent one week in the chart in the spring of 1994 at position 68.

LL Cool J's Loungin' deserves extra attention. Not only is this his
strongest European chart performance until now, but whereas he was rea-

sonably successful in Holland,
Sweden and Germany in the
past, he never enjoyed a credi-
ble chart run in the UK until
now. The song is the second
European single release of the
Mr. Smith album (Doin' It was
the first).

The highest entry in the
albums chart is Nirvana's
second live album From The
Muddy Banks Of The
Wishkah. Thanks to an

impressive debut in the UK Gallup chart, where it entered at position 4, it
enters the European Top 100 Albums chart at position 21 and it can be
expected to do even better next week because most other markets are likely
to join in. The album can be considered the electric counterpart to 1994's
Unplugged In New York, which was recorded for MW and reached position
2 in the Top 100.

The salesbreaker is Iron Maiden compilation The Best Of The Beast,
with which the band celebrates its 20th anniversary. The set has not only
climbed to position 9 in the UK, but is also charting in Finland (9), Germany
(42), Holland (82), Ireland (32) and Italy (22).

Two artists enjoy their debut in the album top 10 this week. Italian
singer Laura Pausini jumps from position 15 to position 9 with her third
album La Cose Che Vivi, a feat accomplished by charting in Belgium (7),
France (24), Holland (7), Italy (8), Portugal (2), Spain (2) and Switzerland (1).

Red Hot + Rio returns to the original idea of a cross -genre concept album, this time pawing tribute to the music of Antonio Carlos Jobim and the rich

tradition of Brazilian pop music from the CO's and 70's.

We began bu asking Jobim's blessing and he graciously agreed to allow us to proceed, and donated his songs to the project just prior to his untimely

passing in 1961.

In addition to pawing tribute to a great musical tradition, Red Hot + Rio is the first in a series of Red Hot prolects designed to deal specifically with

the impact of AIDS outside the US and Europe. Brazil currently has the most significant rate of HIU infection in Latin America and is consistently

ranked as hawing one of the flue highest number of AIDS cases in the world.

AIDS is not a problem of certain countries or type of people. It is a global human tragedy of epic proportions; perhaps the worst world health crisis

ewer known. So much needs to be done that one pop album maw seem trivial and poorly suited to the task. But music brings people together. And

the everlasting beauty of Brazilian pop is that it celebrates lone with a knowing sense of its complications. The lesson we hope to share in this samba

school is that although the language of lone now includes latex, it will newer end...

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Norway's P4 Goes Public

OSLO - Norway's national
commercial radio network P4
Radio Hele Norge is to be
introduced on the Oslo stock
exchange in November, mak-
ing it the first publicly -quoted
radio concern in the Nordic
area.

A total of 16% of the com-
pany's shares with a value of
NKr115 million (app. US$19
million) will be put up for sale.
Svein Larsen, P4's adminis-
trative director, is hoping for
between three and four thou-
sand new share owners. It is
hoped that the share will be
attractive to the small owner,
with buyers able to purchase a

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minimum of 200 shares apiece.
P4 say they are sure that

such a deal will be profitable
for the small shareowner. The
company is currently valued at
NKr725 million, with a
turnover of NKr164 million in
1995 expected to increase by
over 10% this year.

Apart from its premier
position in Norway, P4 is look-

ing to expand. The station
already broadcasts in southern
Sweden and is applying for a
national concession in Finland
and several cities in South
Africa. The company is also
looking ahead towards the
purchase of licences in eastern
Europe, as well as building up
an extensive service on the
Internet.

Even if it passes the public
interest test, however, GWR
will still need to dispose of
some of its current radio hold-
ings in order for the take-over
to proceed. If GWR's recently
announced take-over of Classic
FM proceeds smoothly, the
Swindon -based radio group
will find itself in excess of the
15% of radio ownership points
permitted by the new Broad-
casting Act.

Radio Authority secretary
John Norrington warns that
the regulator will look careful-
ly at any disposals GWR may
make to "friendly" companies
in which it has shareholdings.
Norrington points out that
under the terms of the 1996
Broadcasting Act, a company
can be deemed to be in control
of a "friendly" company with
as little as a 20% stake in that
company.

Says Norrington of GWR's
disposals, "We will need to be

satisfied that any commercial
agreement [with another com-
pany] has to be an arm's
length arrangement." He says
that the award of management
contracts (where the "friendly"
company pays the station's
previous owner to manage the
station) could be a significant
issue with regard to the plu-
rality of radio services avail-
able in an area. "We have to be
satisfied [in cases where it is
required] that [effective] con-
trol of a company is actually
going to change," he says.

GWR has been pursuing its
interest in Radio Wyvern for
some time, and is expected to
radically overhaul the station's
programming if it is permitted
to buy the independently -
owned company, which broad-
casts the hot ACE Wyvern FM
and gold/MOR Wyvern AM.
Orchard Media, owners of
Orchard FM/Taunton and
Gemini Radio/Exeter, were
believed to have been unsuc-
cessful with an alternative bid
for Wyvern earlier this year.

When appointed a year ago,
Boyon said this project would

On The Road
Border Breakers commentary by Pieter Kops

The hottest record on Border Breakers this week
is Seven Days And One Week by B.B.E., an instru-
mental dance track, somewhat reminiscent of
Robert Miles' recent hits. The French -signed
Triangle act leaps up five places during its sixth
charting week and lands at number 4 with a 28 -
station cross -over roster at its disposal. This is
spread out over no less than 13 European coun-
tries.

Belgium stands out as most supportive with a
36% national penetration ratio, regardless of radio
format. This is shown by rotation reports from
EHR, ACE, and dance programmers in that coun-

try. B.B.E.'s current
expansion on
European music
radio is mainly due
to new airplay in
the UK, Denmark,
Belgium and Spain.
As for the latter, it
is interesting to note
that national mam-
moth network
Cadena 40 Prin-
cipales/Madrid has
added the track to
its rotation list-a
major, if not deci-
sive influence when
it comes to bUilding
a hit in Spain.

The highest new
entry in Border

Breakers-at number 20-is grabbed by Belgian
singer/songwriter Axelle Red. Apart from getting
airplay at various Belgian stations as well as at
Dutch national public ACE outlet Radio
2/Hilversum, Red's newest single A Tatons has
been picked up by eight programmers outside
Benelux, five in Switzerland (three ACE and two
EHR) and three in France (two ACE, one EHR).
Interestingly, the Swiss reports do not only come
from francophone stations, but do also include
German -language outlets like Radio Basilisk/
Basel and Radio Extra Bern/Bern.

Italian crooner Eros Ramazzotti enjoys three
simultaneous Border Breakers hits now.
L'Aurora /La Aurora, the third single from the
artist's current album Dove C'e Musica 1 Donde
Hay Musica, enters at number 24 this week, while
the previous singles are still charting. Ex -chart
topper Pia Bella Cosa/La Cosa Mas Bella (three
weeks at number 1) is currently positioned at
number 23, while its follow-up Stella Gemella still
holds the pole position for the fifth consecutive
week.

The chart entrance of LAurora /La Aurora is
due to massive airplay in Spain. Three nationwide
networks in that country have joined in-Cadena
40 Principales/Madrid, Cadena 100/Madrid and
Cadena Dial/Madrid. Bingo!
