The event fa rendered more Interesting 
in that on the same day the St. Vincent, 
the largest of the British Dreadnoughts, 
will also be.launched at Portsmouth. Both 
the British government and the Brazilian 
authorities have been extremely retieant 
about all details of design, construction 
and equipment in regard to the two ves­
sels. 

The Mlnas Oeraes differs from the Brit­
ish vessels principally In the method of 
propulsion, she being equipped with recip­
rocating engines, but the vessel which is to 
succeed her, the Rio de Janeiro, will prob­
ably have turbines, although no decision 
has, It is understood, yet been arrived at. 

]The former ship has e length of 630 feet 
and a beam of 84 feet, with a draught of 26 
feet. 

In regard to armament the superiority 
rests with the Brazilian vessel, which, be­
sides mounting an additional pair of 
twelve-inch guns to those of the f5t.
