INTERRUPTION OF Gr1.AVITY 

The campus architect has requested a temporary interruption of gravity for 
the purpose of making certain major alterations of campus design. The fcllowi!'lg 
changes will be made' : 

1) Removal of Culbertson Hall. 
2) R~oval of thp upper floor~ of Throop Hall. 
3) Conversion of r~eming ' House into a parking lot. 

It is expected that gravity' will be off for a period of approxiMately 11 hours 
on October 4, 1971, from 7 :00 a.m. to 6100 p.m. Only the campus lire a south ot 
San Pas qual will be affected. 

We have been advised that the interruption will undoubtedly creat~ non-causal 
eravitational singularities along the boundaries of the region affected. 
Therefore San Pasqual Stre,et will be closed to traffic throughout the day. 

It is advised that the following precautions be t.akenl 

1. All heavy equipment should be tied down. All laboratories will be 
carefully inspected on Oct. 1. 

2. Due to danger of walking outside, all personnel are urged not to leave 
buildings. It forced to travel from one building to another the steam 
tunnels should be used. 

3. Change in the pressure differential in pipes may trigger firp. alarms 
and sprinklers. Please ~ ~ leave buildings I 

4. Since elevators will be inoperative durL~g this time please use 
stairways. 

S. All people normally parking cars south of San Pasqual should take 
care not to do so on Oct. 4. 

6. Please do not flush toilets.

The upperclassmer returning in the fall of 
1 970 found themselves confronted with a monumental task - the transformation of thirty three frosh into Men of Fleming.

Big T 
There are a lot of good and not-so-good reasons why you are probably not reading this until second term of 1971 -72 . As editor of 

this volume, I have no qualms about making excuses for its tardiness as long as everybody rem embers that in the end it is my fault for 
not organizing staff work effective ly and cracking the whip hard enoug h. 

Some California Tec h editors have boasted that their staff could put out the yearbook in two weeks. M aybe somebody should take 
them up on their offer, but I think that they are overlooking a few important details. One is that the yearbook is basica lly a photographic 
work ; aside from the obvious problems of getting decent photos of all events of intere st. it is difficu lt to get group pictures and materia l 
from the hou ses and student organizations. It is tough enough to get the photographer to the right place at the right time without 
worrying about whether all twenty or so Techers will show up. And how does an ed itor twi st the arm of someone not associated with 
the yearbook staff? Most of the clubs and such were pretty good about getting their material in on time, but the houses were pathetic. 
Even though the hou se presidents w ere told a month in advance that the hou se write -ups, with photos, w ere due June 1, the first wa s 
not submitted until June 7, and the last (Dabney's) didn' t get to me until the begi nning of October. Motivating the yearbook staff was 
also one of my headaches - deadlines fall less frequently than a new spaper' s, so the tendency to procra stinate becomes overwhelming, 
and there is no G&C in the form of free ti cke ts, books, and record s to lure unwitting students into the editor's clutches. Fortunately, the 
1971 -72 staff will probab ly be participating in a journali sm cla ss similar to the new spaper' s, so the new edi tor should be able to get 
good layout ou t of hi s staff fair ly regularly. 

Page Hou se aga in dominated what there w as of a yearbook staff . Don Gunter and Steve Kelem put together the faculty section with 
a little help from me. Dave Peisner got pretty wrapped up in student body affairs second and third term and only managed to identify 
athletes and do some rough layouts for the sports section before he left for the summer. Mike Mariani hu stled around so mu ch !rying to 
get people together for activities section photographs that he took sick and had to leave school early with two pages completed. Both 
Mike and Dave, however, redeemed them se lves by doing some layouts when the book wa s completed in the fall . Dan Sinema 
vo lunteered to be bu siness manager and performed the thankless (but sometimes lucrative) task of scrounging up ads to finan ce the 
book in a rather bad economic year. John Fishclr provided a large number of photos and some very useful lessons on making prints; 
Alan Stein rummaged through hi s photo file to bring us some of the best and most imaginative pictures in the book. Finally, I really 
have to thank the people who helped to keep the project going over the su mmer while I built airp lanes on Lawn Guyland. Bill Loucks 
produced a lot of good prints in sec tions that had been pretty bare. Peter Chau, who will produce the next edition, was really an editor 
this year too - he did the senior section and the " year" section and a bunch of other random pages as well as supply me with material 
that I had neg lected or fai led to loca te . I figure that he did the layout for a shade less than a third of the book, which comes to a lot of 
hours when you stop to think about it. 

Yearbooks are ceasing publi ca tion at many colleges and universities because of lack of interest on the part of both potentia l staffers 
and readers, and I tend to think that the Big T w ould fold if it had to depend on voluntary subscription. The Caltech yearbook will have 
to cover areas of more interest to students if it is going to con tinue successfully; this, however, is easier said than done, as indica ted by 
the poor response by the hou ses to the opportunity to put a lot more materia l in their house write-ups. And only so much can be done 
with a small staff. If one-fourth of the people who will criticize this book would take their suggestions or gripes to the editor, and maybe 
do a little work too, the next volume would profit immense ly. If thi s parti cular Big T is an adequate chronicle of the 1970-7 1 year, 
that's fine; but I'd be ju st as sa ti sfied if the fault s of thi s book prove to be large enough to prompt at least some students to try to make 
the nex t one an imaginative and exciting one.

The highly 
talented grapplers captured, for the 
second year in a row, the SCIAC 
Championship (this year co ­
winning with Pomona). The SCIAC 
Championship Tournament was a 
complete success. Caltech won first 
place with 71 points and had four 
first-place weight class winners, 
three thirds and one fourth . The 
champions were 134- lb Randy 
Lewis (Captain).

The Beavers' Conference season started with a " Big Bang" when Tom Howell led off the first game by hitting a home run out of the 

park on the first pitch. This lead. however. was short- lived. as Redlands went on to win the game. Personnel shortage. particularly in 
the ranks of pitching. was the underlying cause of our team losing most of its games after winning four straight. 

Tom Howell . the most versatile player on the Beaver nine. led his team in practically all categories. They included : batting average 
(.329). most runs (16). most hits (25). most home runs (2). and most stolen bases (6) . During the season. southpaw How ell played 
center field . first base. pitcher. and catch'er ; he cou ld have done an outstanding job at other positions on the team . Tom was the most 
effective pitcher on the squad. winni'ng two games on a 4 .227 ERA. 

Tom was unanimously selected to the AII-SCIAC Second Team as an outfie lder. His teammates also recognized Tom's value to the 
team by voting him the winner of the Alumni Baseball Trophy. 

Arnie Richards did an outstanding job as Caltech's number-one catcher despite the fact that Arnie had never played that most 
difficult position before. Arnie was one of the most consistent hitters on the squad . ranking second in hitting to Howell. In addition to 
his chores as catcher. Arnie tried his hand at pitching and in 26 innings led the team with a respectable 1.385 ERA. 

Captain Dave Turner led the team in the RBI category for all games. with a total of 11. while Bill Delaney led in re ceiving 10 walks in 
Conference play. and 19 overall. 

Bob Pleva. the only freshman on the squad. made rapid progress in both fielding and hitting and appears to have a bright future if he 
continues to improve.
