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INTRODUCTION

This report provides final population counts of the 1976 Census
for all census divisions and subdivisions ( Table 3). It is one of four
regional reports {92-802, Adlantic Provinces; 92-803, Quebec;
92-804, Ontario; 92-805, Western Provinces and the Territories)
which together provide coverage for the entire country. The
population counts from the 197} Census, included for comparison
purposes, have been adjusted to reflect the June 1, 1976 municipal
limits, in cases where population has been affected by the annex-
ation or loss of land through the alteration of municipal limits.
Detailed descriptions of such alterations may be found in the
annual publication, Changes to municipal boundaries, status and
names (Catalogue No. 12-201).

Table 4 of this bulletin provides an historical comparisen of
population counts from 1951 to 1976 for the new census divisions
in Manitoba which were redelincated on January 1, 1976, The
new system of 23 census divisions replaces the previous system of
20 census divisions which existed at the time of the 1971
Census.

Similarly, in the Northwest Territories, a new system of four
regions has replaced the previous system of three districts which
cxisted at the time of the 1971 Census.

A series of reference maps locating these census divisions and
subdivisions may be found in another bulletin (Catalogue No.
92-811). An index map of census divisions only has been included
in this bulletin,

DEFINITIONS

Province: Major political division of Canada. From a statistical
point of view, it is a basic unit for which data are tabulated and
cross-classified. There are 1en provinces which are divided into
federal electoral districts, census divisions, census subdivisions,
ctc. In census publications, provincial tables include the Yukon
and Northwest Territories.

Census Division (CD): General term applying to counties, re-
gional districts, regional municipalities, etc. In Newfoundland,
Manitoba, Saskatchewan and Alberta, the term describes geosta-
tistical arcas that have been created by Statistics Canada in
co-operation with the province as an equivalent for counties.

Census Subdivision (CSD): General term applying to municipali-
ties, Indian Reserves, unorganized territories and subdivisions. In
Newfoundland, Nova Scotia and British Columbia, the term also
describes geostatistical areas that have been created by Statistics
Canada in co-operation with the province as an equivalent for
municipalities. It should be noted that the parts of Flin Flon falling
in Manitoba and Saskatchewan, and the parts of Lloydminster
falling in Saskatchewan and Alberta are treated as scparate
CSD s,

Census Subdivision Type: Census subdivisions (CSD s) are
classified into various types, according to official designations
adopted by provincial or federal authorities. With the exception of
uncrganized territories and Indian Reserves, the type indicates the
municipal status of the CSD. The following list indicates the
abbreviations used for the most common CSD types:

Ce bulletin présente les chiffres définitifs de population du recensement
de 1976 pour toutes les divisions et subdivisions de recensement
(tableau 3). Il s’inscrit dans une séric de quatre bulletins portant sur les
régions {92-802, provinces de 1'Atlantique; 92-803, Québec; 92-804,
Ontario; 92-805, provinces de I’Ouest et les Territoires) qui fournissent
des données pour ’ensemble du pays. Les chifftes de population du
recensement de 1971, -qui sont indiqués A des fins de comparaison, ant
&té redressés en fonction des limites municipales au 1*" jmin 1976 dans
les cas ol une annexion ou une perte de territoire résultant du
changement des limites municipales a affecté la population. On trouvera
une description détaillée de ces modifications dans la publication
annuelle, Changements de limites, de statut et de nom des municipalités
(n® 12-20} au catalogue).

Le tableau 4 de ce bulletin présente des comparaisons chronologiques
des chiffres de population de 1951 & 1976 pour les nouvelles divisions
de recensement au Maniloba qui ont été redélimitées le 1°7 janvier
1976. Le nouveau systéme, qui comprend 23 divisions de recensement,
remplace celui de 20 divisions qui existait lors du recensement de
1971.

De méme, dans les Territoires du Nord-Ouest, un nouveau systéme
comprenant quatre régions a remplacé 1'ancien de trois districts utilisé
lors du recensement de 1971,

On trouvera, dans un autre bulletin (n® 92-811 av cataloguc), une séric
de cartes de référence qui situent ces divisions et subdivisions de
recensement. Une carte-index des divisions de recensement seulement
figure dans ce bulletin.

DEFINITIONS

Province: Principale division politique du Canada. Du point de vue
statistique, ¢’est une unil¢ de base pour laquelle toutes les données sont
totalisées et recoupées. Il y a dix provinces, divisées en circonscriptions
électorales fédérales, en divisions de recensement, en subdivisions de
recensement, etc. Dans les publications du recensement, les tableaux
relatifs aux provinces comprennent le Yukon et les Territoires du
Nord-Ouest.

Division de recensement (DR): Terme générique qui désigne les
comtés, les districts régionaux, les municipalités régionales, etc. A
Terre-Neuve, au Manitoba, en Saskatchewan et en Alberta, |'expres-
sion désigne les unitgs géostatistiques créées comme équivalent des
comtés et délimitées par Statistique Canada en collaboration avee les
provinces.

Subdivision de recensement (SDR): Terme générique désignant les
municipalités, les réserves indiennes, les territoires non municipalisés et
les subdivisions de recensement. A Terce-Neuve, en Nouvelle-Ecosse et
en Colombie-Britannique, V’expression désigne également des unités
géostatistiques crédes comme équivalent des municipalités et délimitées
par Statistique Canada en collaboration avec la province. 1l est & noter
que les parties de Flin Flon qui se trouvent an Manitoba et en
Saskatchewan, et celles de Lloydminster qui se trouvent en Saskatche-
wan et en Alberta sont considérées comme des subdivisions de
recensement distinctes.

Catégorie de subdivision de recensement: Les subdivisions de recense-
ment sont classées en diverses catégories selon les appeilations adopiées
par les autorités provinciales ou fédérales. A I’exception des territoires
non municipalisés et des réserves indiennes, la catégorie indique le
statut d’une subdivision de recensement. Voici ia liste des abréviations
des catégories de subdivision de recensement les plus courantes:

Indian Reserve: Territory, mostly rural and varying in size, that
belongs to an Indian tribe according to treaties between the
Federal Government and the Indians. It is excluded from local
jurisdiction and administered by the Federal Department of
Indian and Northern ARairs.

Unorganized Territory: An area without municipal organization,
directly administered by the province or, when applicable, by the
county. Such areas are generally characterized by large tracts of
land with low population density.

The information in this report was collected on a 100% basis and
as such represents the official census counts. All table headings are
noted accordingly.

COVERAGE ERROR

A coverage error occurs in the census whenever a person or a
household is missed completely or counted more than once. Since
overcoverage is fairly rare in relation to undercoverage, the net
effect of such errors is to introduce a downward bias in census
figures, so that the published census estimates tend to underesti-
mate the actual population.

A special study was undertaken in relation to the 1971 Census to
measure the extent of the bias due to undercoverage. This study
estimated the over-all undercoverage rate to be of the order of 2%
of the total population for persons and 1.5% for households. It also
indicated that undercoverage is higher in certain segments of the
population, e.g., young male adults, recent immigrants, the
unemployed, etc. Similar trends were cbtained in connection with
the 1966 Census.

Comparable studies were undertaken for the 1976 Census but the
results were not available at the time this report was published.

Réserve indienne: Territoire, le plus souvent rural ¢t de taille variable,
qui appartient & une tribu indienne en vertu de traités conclus entre le
gouvernement fédéral et les Indiens. 1l échappe & la compétence des
autorités locales ct est administré par le minisitre des Affaires indiennes
et du Nord canadien.

Territoire non municipalisé: Région sans organisation municipale,
administrée directement par la province ou, ke cas échéant, par le comié.
Ces régions sont généralement caractérisées par leur vaste étendue et
par la faible densité de leur population.

Les renseignements de la présente publication ont été recueillis A 100%
et représentent les chiffres officiels de recensement. Les titres des
tableaux sont annotés cn conséquence,

ERREUR DE COUVERTURE

Une erreur de couverture se glisse chaque fois qu’une personne ou un
ménage sont omis ou comptés plus d'une fois. Btant donné que le
surdénombrement est assez rare par rapport au sous-dénombrement,
les erreurs de couverture introduisent un biais vers le bas dans les
estimations du recensement de sorte que ces dernidres ont tendance 4
sous-représenter la population réelle.

On a entrepris une étude spéciale concernant le recensement de 1971
afin de mesurer l'importance des biais attribuables au sous-
dénombrement. On z établi que le taux global de sous-dénombrement
était de I’ordre de 2 % pour ce qui est des personnes et de 1.5 % pour
les ménages. On a également constaté que le sous-dénombrement est
plus important dans certains segments de la population (par exemple,
les jeunes hommes, les nouveaux immigrants et les chomeurs), Des
tendances semblables ont ¢1€ observées dans le cas du recensement de
1966.

On a entrepris des ¢tudes du méme genre pour le recensement de 1976,
mais les résultats n’élaient pas préts au moment de mettre ce bulletin
S0USs presse.
