NEW YORK — In a dramatic 
announcement made at a press 
conference here on Monday, 
April 1, Berle Adams, Execu-
tive Vice President of MCA, 
Inc., revealed that Bill Galla-
gher had been named the head 
of all of MCA's record divisions 
both domestic and foreign. 

This includes Decca, Bruns-
wick, Kapp and Uni and their 
subsidiary labels. Gallagher 
will be reasonsible for the pol-
icy and the operations as well 
as the planning in all areas of 
the record company activities, 
including manufacturing, mar-
keting, promotion and talent 
development. The executives of 
all departments of each of the 
MCA record divisions will oper-
ate under the personal direction 
of Gallagher. Gallagher will re-
port directly to Adams. 

Adams said that the policy 
of Decca will henceforth be 
less conservative than it has 
been in the past and a strong 
effort will be made to bring in 
contemporary producers and 
artists. However, Decca will 
continue to exploit its highly 
profitable catalogue.

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Rock & Roll Revival? E

There's been a lot of talk and much written in weeklies like 
Time over the past month concerning a "rock and roll revival." 
When talk like this spreads people start to feel behind the times 
if they don't get with it and start reviving. Which is to say that 
the talk could spur an intense revival. 

There seems to be basis for the chatter in some fact. Right 
now England is having a resurgence of interest in 1950s rock. 
For instance, there's the Beatles' "Lady Madonna," which is 
certainly a throwback to an earlier sound. And then there is 
a sudden passion for 1950s rock by Elvis Presley and Bill Haley, 
among others. 
Whether this fever could catch in the states or not is moot. 

Looked at from one angle, many of these records ( Presley, Haley, 
Chuck Berry, etc.) are newer to England than America. So the 
familiarity of the rock product here (although the generations 
of listeners has changed slightly) may mitigate against a dra-
matic renewal of interest in them. 
Looked at from another angle, hardline rock and roll, many 

perceptive observers of the rock scene will say, can't be revived 
because it never really died away. It just was paid less attention 
while more folk and folk-rock and all forms of the recent "new" 
rock got the press attention (but not necessarily commensurate 
commercial returns). 

Some Claim It&R Never Disappeared 
These chart-watchers will maintain, with back-up information 

close at hand, that rock and roll songs have never disappeared 
from the top 10 at any point in the last five years, and, in any 
given week, probably dominated the charts. "Look at 'Hanky 
Panky'," they'll say or "What about 'Simon Says?'" 
What might happen is a decrease of the way-outer product 

of the day and a greater industry stress on more conventional 
(which is not to say uninteresting) rock songs. 
Who knows?

NEW YORK Artie Korn-
feld, 26-year-old writer and 
producer of Cowsills fame, has 
been signed to a long-term, ex-
clusive contract by Capitol 
Records as Director of Con-
temporary Recording. An-
nouncement was made last 
week by CRI President Stan-
ley M. Gortikov. 

Said Gortikov: "By creating 
this new post Capitol takes a 
unique step, and one that rep-
resents an industry break-
through into the field of com-
pany- sponsored 'independent 
A&R.' Mr. Kornfeld joins the 
company on-staff, yet 'he will 
remain, functionally, truly in-
dependent in all that he does 
for us." 
Amplifying these remarks 

Gortikov explained that the 
New York-based producer 
would be able to act on his 
own with complete authority 

to sign his own artists and 
co-producers, to purchase mas-
ters and to place advertising 
and direct promotional cam-
paigns in their behalf. 
'Unprecedented Opportunity' 
"In this way," Gortikov con-

tinued, "Mr. Kornfeld will have 
an unprecedented opportunity 
to act spontaneously and to 
initiate instant market action 
will all the freedom and flexi-
bility he may require. This is 
what we mean by 'independent 
A&R!' " 
The Kornfeld signing comes 

as another major move on Cap-
itol's part to beef up its repre-
sentation on the East Coast, 
and in New York in particular. 
Only a few weeks ago the label 
promoted Tom Morgan to Vice 
President, Eastern Operations, 
CRI, assigning him to areas of 
responsibility that are also 
uniquely varied. 

Mercury 'Eruptum' With 
Big Underground Plans 
NEW YORK — Mercury Rec-

ords is going all-out to further 
the cause of "underground" 
music, which the label feels is 
going to be a major force on 
the music scene before too 
many months. 

If it isn't already. 
According to Charles Fach, 

Mercury Director of Recorded 
Product, the diskery has been 
inspired by, among other 
things, the tremendous success 
of the Blue Cheer album on the 
corporation's Philips label. 
"Vincebus Eruptum," and the 
single therefrom, "Summer-
time Blues." The exec charac-
terizes the group as an expo-
nent of underground music. 
Both its single and album are 
speeding up the charts. 

"Before the end of the year," 
Fach told Record World last 
week, "we expect to have about 
30 pieces and/or artists from 
the underground scene on the 
Mercury labels. More and more 
stations are 'going under-
ground'." 
Fach feels that the music 

allows the artist to express 
himself more honestly, in his 
own way, without the inhibit-
ing considerations many more 
commercially restricted per-
formers have to consider. He 

saw it as one of the industry's 
healthier trends, and saw that 
it is, additionally, a boon to the 
jazz artist, whose audience has 
always been somewhat special 
but is now widening via the so-
called underground. 

Special Product Mailing 

Mercury has a special mail-
ing of underground-type prod-
uct to the receptive stations, 
although it was noted that the 
growing number of such sta-
tions are also playing other 
kinds of music. And while some 
may think of the underground 
as a haven for blue material. 
Fach stressed that such matter 
was no prerequisite for under-
ground acceptance and that to 
think so is a misconception. 
Underground music, as Fach 

understands it, is the artist at 
his own "thing," however off-
beat.

be held Sept. 3-6 in Chicago.

NASHVILLE - Bobby Bobo 

and Fred Carter, Jr., announce 
completed negotiations for the 
purchase of Nugget Enter-
prises, Inc., and related com-
panies. The purchase includes 
three established record labels, 
studios and real estate, a music 
publishing company, a talent 
bureau and a show promotion 
and production company. 
The Nugget label will move 

immediately into international 
distribution through more than 
45 distributors, with shipments 
of the first release moving out 
within a week. It will be a full 
line label, with top 40 and R&D 
as well as country product. The 
distributors are the same ones 
Bobo has used in the past. 
Bobo resigned Feb. 16 as 

Vice-President a n d General 
Manager of Boone Records, a 
label he started from scratch 
five years ago and sold last 
year to J. Hal Smith Enter-
prises. He will assume the posi-
tion of President of Nugget 
Enterprises. 

Carter is one of Nashville's 
best-known guitarists and writ-
ers, and in high demand as an 
independent producer. Carter 
will be the Vice-President of 
Nugget Enterprises. He already 
owned 1/3 of Nugget, pur-
chased in 1967. In completing 
the stock purchase, the other 
2/3 were formerly held by the 
founders of the organization, 
Lonzo and Oscar Sullivan. 

Additional Facts 

Additional facts and plans 
are as follows: 

1. All offices will remain at 
the studio building on Tinnin 
Road ou t si de Goodlettsville, 
Tenn. A music row office may 
come later, particularly for the 
publishing company.

2. The Nugget name and la-
bel—now more than 10 years 
old was retained for the com-
pany's first line product, after 
consumer and industry research 
showed it to be well established 
and familiar. 

3. Custom record production 
will be expanded. There is al-
ready considerable activity for 
private labels, and the Clark 
and Amphion labels, also part 
of the purchase, will be made 
available to selected custom 
product. 

4. Studio facilities will be 
improved, with the immediate 
addition of new 4-track equip-
ment. 

5. The music publishing com-
pany name has been changed to 
L. & O. Music, Inc. (formerly 
Lonzo & Oscar Music), to avoid 
confusion with the previous 
owners. The catalog includes a 
number of important copy-
rights, such as "W'hat Kinda 
Deal Is This?" (Bill Carlisle's 
hit) and "Pass The Booze" 
(Ernest Tubb). The company 
is managed by newly-appointed 
Bud Reneau, formerly an inde-
pendent producer and publisher 
in Cincinnati. Reneau reports 
they are now signing new 
writers.

Gallagher, who recently was 
named "Record Man of the Dec-
ade" by the National Associa-
tion of Record Merchandisers, 
joined MCA in January of this 
year after 16 years with CBS 
and Columbia Records.

Taking Cure of Business 
by Del Shields 

Doing It Themselves 
There is a quiet movement 

developing among younger jazz 
musicians in New York who do 
not feel in any way that jazz 
is dead. And we concur whole-
heartedly with them. Jazz is 
very much alive and kicking. 
These musicians are no 

longer standing idly by and 
listening to the muted mur-
murings of some record people 
and agencies too lazy and too 
indifferent to activate some 
positive programs. They have 

begun a sin-
cere and valid 
program of 
"do it your-
self." They 
have ap-
praised the 
situation and 
have realized 
that the fu-
ture of jazz 

Del Shields lies with them, 

not the companies or the agen-
cies. It is their life that is at 
stake. It is their art that is be-
ing questioned. 
There was a time when the 

musicians were guilty of mere-
ly offering loud disclaimers 
that they were being taken ad-
vantage of and that they were 
not receiving a fair shake from 
the companies or the people 
who were able to make deci-
sions. Now, however, they are 
learning that constructive pro-
test lies with them and the 
need to come up with suitable 
alternatives within the frame-
work of the structure. 

Typical among them is Reg-
gie Workman, a talented bass 
player who has earned consid-
erable music credits w ith 
Herbie Mann, Art Blakey, the 
late John Coltrane and Yusef 
Lateef. He is in his twenties, 
a product of Philadelphia, a 
city that has given birth to 
many jazz musicians. 

Put Together Series 

Reggie has put together a 
series of programs that will be 
presented at the Olatunji Afri-
can Center on 125th Street in 
Harlem. He has scheduled Art 
Blakey, Jackie McClean, Lee 
Wilson, McCoy Tyner and Leo 

Bibbs, the poet. These concerts 
will be offered on Sunday af-
ternoons beginning April 7 and 
will run each Sunday there-
after. 

His reason for promoting 
these concerts is typical of 
what most of the younger musi-
cians in jazz are thinking to-
day. 
He says, "It doesn't take 

much intelligence to look at 
jazz today and see that the 
ones who are the producers are 
the ones doing the least to keep 
it going. After all, we the mu-
sicians have the commodity to 
sell and we have to do some-
thing about it. And in the 
ghetto communities where jazz 
should be foremost, there is al-
most a dearth of jazz. If others 
are not willing to do something 
about it, then we, the musi-
cians must. The men I have en-
gaged are working for me at 
far below the prices they 
would normally receive. But 
they believe in the spirit of 
the idea to take jazz to the 
people. They also understand 
that if we are successful in 
producing a good series, each 
of us will benefit in increasing 
the audiences and reaching 
more jazz lovers." 

Reggie's program is similar 
to what is happening with 
other musicians who have 
taken it upon themselves to 
develop new areas of program-
ming and have kept the jazz 
thing alive in New York. 

Devoid of such popular 
clichés as "underground mu-
sic" or "new thing," jazz has 
always traveled along an un-
derground circuit from the 
time the first blues was belted 
in New Orleans. 

Benny Powell, the ex-Basie 
trombonist, has headed a pro-
gram in Jamaica, New York, 
that monthly has presented a 
series of outstanding concerts. 
With Jim Harrison and Hilly 
Saunders, two young produc-
ers, they have offered an ex-
citing series of programs in-
cluding the only continuous 
Charlie Parker Memorial pro-
gram that is held on or near 
the anniversary of the death 

of the late genius. 
Others Involved 

Chris White, who worked 
with Dizzy and Nina Simone, 
has been involved with Rhythm 
Associates. This is a program 
where musicians are engaged 
to play at a studio in down-
town New York and the public 
is invited to meet in person 
with the musicians in a free 
question and answer period. 
George Braith, a talented 

reed man, has opened a studio 
art room in Greenwich Village 
called Musart. There he plays 
and offers employment to other 
musicians. 

Joe Lee Wilson is getting to-
gether a booking agency to as-
sist those musicians who have 
not reached the stardom stage 
but need work. 
John Lewis, the drummer 

(not to be confused with the 
JL of MJQ fame), and Ron 
Jefferson have formed the Mu-
sicians' Association where 
weekly they present a series in 
Brooklyn's Coronet Club. 
These programs may not 

draw the thousands of festi-
vals, but it is these groups that 
feed the annual gigantic out-
door concerts. 

It is not hard to understand 
that in this day of political and 
social turmoil, the young are 
no longer willing to stand by 
and accept the excuses of those 
too tired or unconcerned. As 
Reggie says, "It is our life and 
art that is in jeopardy, and if 
we are to save ourselves, we 
must help ourselves."

Fillmore Show All-Star

A unique publishing promo-
tion seminar, regarded as a 
"first in the music publishing 
industry, was pronounced an 
"outstanding success" last 
week by Murray Deutch, Ex-
ecutive VP of the UA music 
division. 

Under the theme "What can 
we do to improve the business 
for everyone?," Deutch staged 
the shirtsleeves sessions at 
UA's New York headquarters 
on Tuesday (2). Participants 
included the firm's 12 inde-
pendent promotion men from 
the major music markets of 
the nation. 

Lengthy discussions covered 
all elements of current and 
catalog song and musical score 
material in United Artists Mu-
sic, Unart Music, and affiliated 
firms. 

Commenting on the meeting, 
Deutch noted, "These men ac-
tually have a much broader 
function than the record pro-
moter, and in fact a different 
goal. Our guys are after per-
formances on the air, not a top 
chart listing for a record—al-
though obviously we like that 
too. 

"But the song salesman, 
which is what our man really 

can go to the FM station, 
Ole college radio station, and 
Ihe local TV show as well as 
to the top 40 outlet. If our 
-ong doesn't immediately make 
top 40, it's not dead by a long 
r hot. Performances make for 
ultimate success, and they also 
generate long-range interest in 
a song. This can then lead to 
:-dditional recordings of the 

tune which in turn pave the 
way for more performances. It 
all has a sort of chain reac-
tion effect." 
The four-hour "think tank" 

session was officially opened by 
Mike Stewart, United Artists 
Music Division president, and 
helmed by Deutch. Following 
the meeting, the guests were 
hosted at a special screening 
of the UA film "Here We Go 
'Round The Mulberry Bush," 
featuring the Spencer Davis 
Group and Traffic, both stars 
of United Artists Records. 

Party Completed Day 
The "Mulberry Bush" score 

is also published by United 
Artists' BMI affiliate, Unart 
Music, and songs from this 
score are currently among the 
prime plugs for the UA promo 
reps from around the nation. 
The busy day-long schedule 
was completed by attendance 
by the promo men at a special 
cocktail reception for the 
Spencer Davis Group, now on 
a tour of the United States.

neither at her recent jammed, 
surprisingly homogeneous Car-
negie Hall concert (30). She 
stuck to her folk "thing," vary-
ing mainly to re-interpret a 
couple of rock and roll songs, 
one for strained humor (she ad-
mitted the tune wasn't much 
good) and one for a rousing 
"freedom" closer—as Joan her-
self so Hippily exclaimed 
throughout the evening, 
"Wow!" (Earlier, she had prom-
ised "We Shall Overcome" but, 
hopefully, she may have re-
membered something on the 
stove, because the performance 
seemed to end short and she 
never got to it.) 

In a red mini-sack and ac-
companying 'herself on the gui-
tar, Joan left no doubt that she 
is a star, one of the few au-
thentic and enduring ones on 
any concert stage today.

"In my two big New York 
shows, 'Best Foot Forward' and 
`Golden Boy,' I was playing 
women older than I was—when 
'Golden Boy' opened I was only 
24," she revealed, crossing a 
mini-skirted leg. "I had to wear 
character make-up in both 
shows. 
"When I went to record for 

Colgems, Lester Sill [VP-Gener-
al Manger, Colgems Records, 
and VP, West Coast, of Screen 
Gems - Columbia Music, Inc.] 
said, 'Why don't you cut your 
hair?' I did. And I love meeting 
the kids. They're marvelous. 
They really listen today to what 
you're singing, what the words 
mean. I think having a voice is 
great, but you have to be able 
to give the words meaning." 

Right now, Paula is giving 
meaning to songs she is record-
ing for her first album on Col-
gems. "It's everything young 
and marvelous!", she exclaimed. 
"Shorty Rogers is a genius. 
And they're letting us do it the 
way we want to. For instance, 
Neil Sedaka wrote a terrific song 
called 'You with Darkness on 
Your Mind.' They said, wow, 
it's way out; but go ahead.

Paula, of course, is an ambi-
tious actress, too, who has sev-
eral dramatic video roles to her 
credit.

Britt 81 Allen Troupe Up Storm 
In Nostalgic Nashville Stint 

NEW YORK - - A couple of 
not-so-old pros—RCA's Elton 
Britt and Rosalie Allen — 
teamed up at the Nashville 
Room last week, and there 
were standing ovations for 
both. 
The veteran country stars, 

each responsible for many top-
selling records in their time, 
provided one of the room's 
most nostalgic evenings. Miss 
Allen, who was, in effect, mak-
ing a comeback, opened the 
program, a mite heavier than 
a few years ago but with no 
less talent. Accompanying her-
self on guitar, the blonde belter 
wowed the house with the likes 
of "Bonaparte's R et re a t," 
"Kawlijah," "Again" and a 
medley of her hits. Energetic 
and sassy, Miss Allen was a 
treat throughout, and some 
moist eyes at the end of her 
turn made some wonder if 
Britt didn't have his work cut 
out for him following this 
trouper. 
But the veteran songster was 

up to it. 
Perfectly complementing 

Miss Allen with his modest, 
almost shy manner, he told a 
few jokes but mostly he sang, 
relying heavily on a high fal-
setto and—as had Miss Allen— 
a superior yodel. He did 
"Someday," "Cattle Call," his 
great hit "There's a Star 
Spangled Banner Waving 
Somewhere," a particularly 
heartfelt "I'm Tying the 
Leaves" and "Chime Bells," 
which he called "the first song 
I ever wrote and the first one 
I ever recorded." He did many 
others, too, and had a sock duet 
session with Miss Allen on 
such as "Mackin' Bird Hill" and 
"It is No Secret." 
Rodgers Tribute Highlight 
The pièce de résistance, how-

ever, was Britt's six-minute 
rendition of "The Jimmie 
Rodgers Blues," which he has 
recorded for Victor — Vaughn 
Horton wrote and produced. 
Although this performance 
came at the end of Britt's set, 
and 'he had begged off on some 
strenuous yodelling because of 
a tired throat, Britt showed no 
signs of wear on this passion-
ate number which utilized 
many of Rodgers' song titles. 
A life-time admirer of Jimmie 
("I cried for three years when 
he died"), Britt performed this 
tribute (which also was dedi-
cated to the 40th anniversary 

celebration of the Peer-South-
ern publishing organization 
and its founder, Ralph Peer) 
with a fresh and lyrical coun-
try "soul" that made it a me-
morable event in C&W his-
tory. 

Unforgettable, too, was the 
moment during an especially 
poignant part of Britt's tribute 
when the spotlight fell upon the 
photo of Rodgers' face near the 
singer—Rodgers, ironically, had 
died in the Taft Hotel, where 
the Nashville Room is located. 
For that matter, the whale

For Nashville - Cut LP 

NASHVILLE — Reprise Rec-
ords' pop-folk wax hero Trini 
Lopez hit the C&W trail re-
cently as he cranked out a 
country album under the 
A&R direction of indie pro-
ducer Snuff Garrett. 

Trini clobbered the five-
million sales mark in some 23 
nations with his monster single 
"If I Had a Hammer." The 
Latin balladeer came here to 
put together the LP spawned 
by the success of Trini's C&W-
cleffed climber, "Sally Was a 
Good Old Girl" (written by Har-
lan Howard). 

Not only did Trini explore a 
new area, material-wise, he also 
went into the session with a 
new console quarterback, Snuff 
Garrett—the artist's five-year 
producing pact with West Coast 
A&R whip Don Costa ran out 
prior to the session and Trini 
requested his longtime friend 
Garrett to produce the LP wax 
date here. Garrett's stellar A&R 
track record includes almost 20 
million sellers. 

Trini's talent coordinator Al-
len Learner pitched in during 
pre-session foundation laying. 
Trini and Snuff made their first 
studio team effort Thursday 
night (March 28) in Columbia's 
small, q uonset hut-housed 
Studio B which was jammed 
with musicians like Floyd 
Cramer, Bob More and Ray 
Stevens, the Jordanaires and 
background soprano queen 
Millie Kirkam, plus other top 
Music City sound shed pros. 

Don ("Honey") Twitty did 
the arrangements. Trini went 
into the session armed with 
such C&W standards as "Crazy 
Arms" (his favorite), "Once a 
Day," "Green, Green Grass of 
Home," "Devil Woman" and the 
Grammy-grabbing "Gentle on 
My Mind." 

Follows Other Reprise Acts 

Trini follows such Reprise 
acts as Nancy Sinatra, Lee 
Hazlewood, Dean Martin, etc., 
into the C&W gold mining 
country in search of a hit al-
bum via C&W sounds.

briefly in using the word—a 
purity about her face, with its 
intelligent high cheekbones, 
warm, dark eyes, radiant and 
disarming smile, inspired as-
sortment of imperfections, that 
spells beauty for me. Miss 
Baez is that rare female: the 
possessor of a thoroughly indi-
vidual loveliness. 

Joan also is the possessor of 
a blazing talent: her singing. 
She has one of the remarkable 
vocal instruments of our time, 
a, soaring thing of effortless 
lyrical beauty, and it sometimes 
seemed incongruous that such 
an exquisite voice should oc-
cupy itself so relentlessly with 
war and blood and death—"and 
it's going on just about every-
where now so that's why I don't 
go somewhere else." (Looking 
at Joan gave me the urge to 
squeeze the hand of the girl 
with me; but when a young 
Hippie of a Baez song who 
wanted only to sing was drafted 
and began dying at length in 
battle, the urge passed.) 

Despite their cynicism, her 
"humorous" stories about her 
experiences in jail sounded more 
like variations on some themes 
by Joe Miller. 

Joan's behavior towards her 
Carnegie audience provided—she 
should excuse the expression— 
an interesting credibility gap as 
well. Some comings and goings 
throughout the evening seemed 
to disturb her, and she didn't 
act too thrilled by the occasional 
barrages of requests, either. By 
now, Miss Baez should have be-
come used to (11) her audiences 
and (2) the occasional unruli-
ness of crowds. 

Nevertheless, she socked 
across songs about jails (she ad-
mitted they aren't very interest-
ing), blowin' in the wind, 
dangling conversations, being a 
carpenter, Suzanne, Baby Blue 
and Eleanor Rigby, plus a most 
effectively done anti-war song in 
Italian and several singalongs. 
Many of her selections were in 
other languages. The most tune-
ful she got during the evening 
was probably "The Evening of 
the Day." And this would ap-
pear to be one of the problems 
with her concerts. There is a 
monotonous quality to much of 
today's popular folk music (me-
lodically speaking, of course, 
son), and an intermissioned, vir-
tually unrelieved concert of same 
—however expert the renditions 
—nearly lulled at least one party 
into apathy. Which is the last 
thing Joan Baez wants. 
I would have enjoyed hearing 

what she could do with a march 
by Cole Porter.
