Programming changes to UK dance radio continue this week, with the news thatKiss 100 FM will no longer play any track ove old. The only exceptions will be rereleased tracks likely to break second time around. "We want to make the Sound of Kiss much more 'now', emphasising the music of the moment and shouting about the tracks we're breaking," says director of music Simon Sadler. The Kiss playlist is now headed by 'Kiss Priorities', the tracks being given major support that week. Rotation bas been increased so that these tracks plus the biggest songs of the moment will get around 35 spins a week, up from 25. One of the current priority tracks has made this week's Airplay 40 almost entirely on Kiss 100 support, with a little back-up from Choice  Galaxy trio - 'As (Until The Day)' 

by The Knowledge. One place ahead is Scott Garcia's 'It's A London Thing', in at 28, which has had heavy Kiss 100 support for some time. The Galaxy stations continue to make their joint presence felt by hiking Tina Moore's 'Never Gonna Let You Go' and Will Smilh's 'Men In Black' 24 and 15 places back up the chart, and by the re-entries of Todd Terry's 'Something Going On' and Gala's 'Freed From Desire'. We have the highest new entry ever this week at number five, 'On Her Majesty's Secret Service' by David Arnold and Propellerheads on Wall Of Sound/East West. Jean Branch, East West head of dance, says that Galaxy 102 and 105 were first to playlist the track around three weeks ago, with Kiss 100 coming on board just after. "With respect for the way Wall Of Sound works we've only done a limited mailout, so we're really relying on radio to support it," she says. The track had a strong midweek position and looks set to have stormed the top 10 this week.

Despite being the third largesl music market in Europe, with a population of more than 58m which spent nearly El ,600m on audio lastyear, France is ! generallyconsidered slow and | undynamic. Nevertheless, the 1 international success ot French artisls ' such as Dafl Punk and Laurent Gamier has boosted confidence in the domestic dance scene. And if hurdles such as poor distribution and the non-availability of vinyl can be overcome, it could develop a dance and club culture infrastructure on a par with other territories. The biggest irony of the French dance scene is lhat underground arfists who self well abroad, especially in the UK, do little business in their own country. However, stirrings on the underground include an eclectic taste for "hype" (house, US house and garage) artists in Paris, a strong techno scene along the German and Belgian borders and a steady bip hop scene in the , south of the country, moslly around Marseilles.
