MCA's European expansion
plans are going full steam
ahead with the announcement
of six new MDs and GMs who
will be heading up the compa-
ny's new affiliates on the Conti-
nent. As announced earlier
(M&M December 4), MCA
will be opening fully owned
offices in France, Italy, Spain,
Scandinavia and the Benelux,
adding to the existing opera-
tions in Germany and the UK.
The European expansion falls
under Jorgen Larsen, MCA
Music Entertainment Inter-
national president since July 1.

The appointments were
announced by MCA Music
Entertainment Group chair-
man Al Teller at the company's
official opening ceremony at its

Euro Dance Consolidates Continental Music N°.,
EUROPE
by Machgiel Bakker

Continental European music has
reached another phase in its on-
going development towards
reaching equal acceptance along-
side US and UK productions.
According to M&M's year-end
analysis, 35 songs out of the 1993
Eurochart Hot 100 Singles chart
originated from the Continent, of
which 33 are true crossovers. It's
the highest figure ever for Euro-

pean product since M&M began
producing the chart.

As the accompanying table
shows, the '90s have seen a
steady flow of songs from the
Continent show-
ing up in the
year-end listings.
Usually, howev-
er, these results
are built on a

combination of
crossover records
("Border Break-

ers") and traditional domestic
best-sellers, which managed to
enter the European year-end rank-
ings due to their sales strength
accumulated over a year in a par-

ticular market.
This year for

the first time,
however, the
number of local -
language best-
sellers has de-
creased and been
replaced by the

phenomenon of the European
crossover record, originated on
the Continent.

In the music world, the old
form of "chauvinism"-empha-
sizing domestic productions
-has appeared to be replaced
by an acceptance of "European"
values. In this emancipation
process, dance has played a cru-
cial role. The last few years
have seen the development of a
true Continental wave of music

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Stockholm Ratings Cause Uproar; EUROPE AT A GLANCE
NRJ Takes Unofficial Lead
SWEDEN
by Miranda Watson

Unofficial Stockholm ratings
putting French private radio opera-
tor NRJ-owned Energy Stock-
holm in top position have caused
uproar among Swedish broadcast-
ers. Latest ratings from indepen-
dent research bodies, including
TEMO, in advance of the official
Stockholm ratings conducted by
national broadcasters association
RUAB (due before Christmas),
show Energy Stockholm to have
more listeners than the city's lead-
ing station, seven-year old EHR
Radio City.

Much of the anger surrounds
the fact that unofficial surveys like
this are being published during a
period when so many new stations
are launching. Meanwhile, many
broadcasters reject the surveys as
inaccurate. Industry opinion is that
all these unofficial ratings should
not be taken too seriously and that
the imminent RUAB ratings will
present the true picture of the
Stockholm market.

In the week beginning Decem-
ber 6, a Stockholm newspaper
printed the latest TEMO figures
which claimed that out of a sample
of 1.2 million people in Stockholm,
87.000 listened to NRJ once or
more a day, 75.000 listened to
Radio City and 7.000 to classic
rock Z 102 during the first week in
November. However, according to
the same survey, 131.000 people
listen to Radio City one to six times

a week, 88.000 to Energy and
66.000 to Z 102; 79.000 have lis-
tened to Energy anytime during the
last fortnight, while 120.000 have
tuned into Radio City and 78.000 to
Z 102. These figures weren't pub-
lished in the newspaper. TEMO
used postal surveys to collect its
data between August 23 and
November 15. Participants were
allowed to tick one box per station.

Radio City MD Per Sundin
rejects the figures as skewed, say-
ing, "I don't believe that Energy has
more listeners than we do. In fact,
the TEMO figures, if you add them
up, show that Radio City has more
overall. The reason for such strange
figures is that particpants can only
tick one box for each station [i.e.
one/more a day, once -six times a
week or once/more a fortnight]. I
think surveys like this are very bad
for the radio industry. We must
treat each other and our customers
with respect and not just throw out
figures like this. It has to be done
properly. In these first few months
of commercial radio, what's impor-
tant is that people are listening to
commercial radio."

MD of Energy sales house
Riksmedia Hans Fjfiren com-
ments, "The figures printed in the
Stockholm paper have caused a lot
of anger and there is a big discus-
sion going on as to how many lis-
teners Energy really has. However,
all the surveys I've seen, including
those by rival networks, show
Energy as the number one station
in Stockholm."

French Assembly Approves Music
Quotas; Senate Votes Dec. 14-15

The first leg of the battle over
music quotas on radio was won by
the French music industry with a
"yes" vote by the Assemblee
Nationale, one of the country's two
Houses of Representatives. The
regulation calls for the broadcast-
ing of "a minimum of 40% of
songs in French, with at least 50%
being new productions" on all
national music networks. Broad-
casting authority the CSA will be
in charge of controlling this new
regulation.

The next step will be the vote
by the Senate on December 14-15,
and industry executives fear that it
could still be turned down.
Bertrand Delcros, GM of record
industry group SNEP comments,
"We remain very cautious and are
not crying victory yet, as anything
can still happen in the Senate."

After the Senate vote, the paper
will be presented before the
Chamber of Deputies and, in order
for it to become law, has to be
approved by both houses.

The paper was approved by the
Assembly after heated debate. The

amendment sponsored by repre-
sentative Michel Pelchat had pre-
viously been turned down by an
Assembly committee, but minister
of communications Alain
Carignon decided nevertheless to
introduce it during the discussion
on the new Communications Law
at the Assembly. The clause cov-
ering "significant listening hours"
during which the quotas were to
be implemented was, however,
dropped.

Delcros hopes the Senate will
approve the notion of "immediate
implementation of quotas" and
that "something will happen in
1995 after all these never-ending
discussions."

Last minute attempts to derail
the legislation failed.

One surprising supporter of the
new quota rule is NRJ president
Jean -Paul Baudecroux, who sup-
ports Pelchat. Observers say, how-
ever, that NRJ has more to gain
from the proposed rule since it airs
over 20% French music, while its
nearest EHR competitors, Fun and
Skyrock, air less. The majority of
stations, including Fun and Sky -
rock, oppose the quota plans.

While Z Radio MD Johanna
Unghanse acknowledges that NRJ
is most probably the biggest station
at the moment in Stockholm, she
adds, "Energy is still a new station
and people are interested to hear
what it sounds like. The station
plays mostly music, with hardly
any news, and I think after the
New Year well see its ratings
begin to fall."

A spokesperson at SRU/Rix
says he has talked to several lead-
ing media experts in Sweden and
all agree that "the figures can't pos-
sibly be right. They are way off the
mark. I think the methodology
must have been wrong."

SRU/Rix MD Birgitta Rosen
adds, "It's amazing if these figures
are true, though I find it hard to
believe that Energy has quite so
many listeners. I do expect, how-
ever, that Energy will pull listeners
away from Radio City."

TEMO senior research execu-
tive Jonny Svensson defends the
data, saying the figures are intend-
ed to provide advertisers with tar-
get and media group information.
The survey is intended as a com-
pliment to the basic research being
conducted by RUAB and paints
just one picture of the real scene.
TEMO has been conducting postal
surveys for 20 years, and has
included radio alongside questions
on newspapers, magazines and TV
for the last year.

Commenting on the latest fig-
ures, Svensson says, "Radio City
has the most listeners overall if you
take the whole picture, but Energy
has the most daily, and therefore
the most loyal listeners. Z 102 did
so badly in the survey because
they've had some problems with
their transmitter."

Svensson adds that if you
include surrounding areas of
Stockholm, then Energy has by far
the most listeners as it has such
strong broadcasting power.

ITALY: EC Overrules Italian Ad Legislation
The European commission in Brussels has ruled that Italy's recent legisla-
tion obliging state corporations and ministries to allocate 25% of the adver-
tising budget for local broadcasters contravene EC agreements on broad-
casting. The Italian government introduced the measure last October to
help the country's ailing local radio and TV sector. Mark De77.ani

GERMANY: 39 Publishers Plan Joint Stand At MIDEM

AUSTRIA: Austria To Have Ten Private Radio Licences
Austria's first private radio licences are to be awarded on January 1, 1994,
with one regional radio licence for each of Austria's nine Biindeslander
(states) and two for Vienna. The full frequency plan will be released in Jan-
uary. Local radio licences will be distributed by January '95. MW

HOLLAND: Dutch Pop Music Seminar Scheduled For January 8
The second annual Dutch Pop Music Seminar will take place January 8 in
Groningen. Organised by Dutch foundation for promotion of national
music Conamus, Dutch rock foundation Stichting Popmuziek Neder-
land and trade magazine Muziek & Beeld, the seminar's readings and pan-
els are open for musicians and music industry people alike. Panel speakers
include Willem van Beusekom from NOS Radio and Music & Media's
editor -in -chief Machgiel Bakker.

FRANCE: Carignon Supports Ownership Limit Increase
To sweeten the pill of quota regulations voted by the Parliament on
December 4, minister of communications Main Carignon has welcomed
an increase in radio ownership limits to 150 million potential listeners from
120 million.

UNITED KINGDOM: LBC Hires Presenters; Readies INR3 Bid

London news/talk station LBC has imported a heavyweight line-up of new
presenters as it looks to a future beyond the termination of its licence next
October. The company says its investment in high -profile broadcasters is a
commitment to "high -quality programming" in its final months. However,
executives also acknowledge that LBC intends to bid for the newly adver-
tised INR3 national franchise (51% speech) and that it is "in discussions"
with its successor in London, LNR.

27 Vie For Dutch Radio Bundles
HOLLAND

A total of 27 applicants are compet-
ing for Holland's first permanent,
commercial terrestrial radio fre-
quencies, including three UK
broadcast organisations. One Dutch
joint venture also includes backing
from France's powerful Hachette
group.

On offer are two FM "bundles"
of regional frequencies, and at least
one AM. Public channels currently
monopolise all national terrestrial
frequencies in Holland. The gov-
ernment has put together the two
FM regional bundles as a conces-
sion to the newly developing com-
mercial sector, saying that each of
the two bundles could nearly
approximate the reach of a national
terrestrial station.

Media analysts believe the deci-

sion, to be made by both the Min-
istry of Culture and the Ministry of
Water and Transportation and
handed down on or before January
21, could make or break some of
Holland's fledgling private com-
mercial cable stations. The criteria
for awarding the frequencies has
been the subject of heated debate in
parliament and outraged criticism
by private stations.

Dutch Minister of Culture Hedy
D'Ancona-also known as Hol-
land's "Media Minister"-has made
it clear she will favour formats
which are not already prevalent on
the market.

There is no bidding process in
Holland, but a spokesperson for
D'Ancona says that if several
broadcast companies were compet-
ing in a format favoured by the
government, the size of their finan-
cial commitment might have some

bearing on who is awarded the
licences.

Among foreign applicants were
London's national station Classic
FM, Rupert Murdoch -backed
Dutch cable/satellite station Sky
Radio and the Radio Caroline
Partnership. Gibraltar -based
Eurojazz also applied, as did CLT-
backed Dutch cable/ satellite station
Happy RTL.

Sky Radio has been operating
in Holland for some five years and
has been a heavy lobbyer, along
with the Radio 10 Group, for
access to terrestrial frequencies.
More recently, Sky Radio, Radio
10 and Happy RU were granted
temporary access to regional terres-
trial "test" frequencies, but those
will expire when the new perma-
nent licences are awarded next
month.
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Radiomafia's Chart
Show Goes To YLE TV;
IFPI Adds Support
FINLAND

Finnish EHR pubcaster YLE
Radiomafia's weekly top 40
countdown show is going to TV.
Pubcaster YLT TV 1 will air the
show beginning January 7, 1994,
each Friday at 19.00 as a flashy,
fast-moving, 60 -minute pro-
gramme concentrating exclusive-
ly on local sales. Radiomafia will
continue to air the programme at
its regular slot Sundays at 12.00,
five days earlier than TV 1.

Comments the show's pro-
ducer, Olof Vikstroem, "This is a
truly major event, and fully
backed by the YLE and local
record companies. Nothing even
remotely similar has been tried in
Finland before. The focus will be
on local artists and music, which
are having a hard time in the
country. 'Fast Riser' and 'New-

comer' spots will be devoted to
locals artists."

A local video production
company Tikka & Moisio has
been signed to provide the show
with two new video clips per
week. The show will also feature
live studio guests and inter-
national videos. It will be hosted
by Baba Lybeck, with help from
Alex Nieminen, who will also act
as a liaison between artists and
the record companies. The
director is Risto Vuorensola.

IFPI Finland supports the
effort, recognising it as the
official Finnish chart, and has
called off its agreement with
Radio Ettan, the compiler of the
bi-monthly Finnish Top 40
singles and albums chart which is
currently used by, among others,
pop magazines Suosikki and
Rumba, and the newspaper
Helsingin Sanomat.

Ireland's IMRO Explores Splitting
From Performing Rights Society
IRELAND

Performing Rights Society
(PRS) members in the UK and
Ireland have been asked to con-
sider whether the Irish Music
Rights Organisation (IMRO)
should become an independent
society. PRS chairman Wayne
Bickerton has informed PRS
members of a recent PRS general
council decision to discuss the
future of IMRO.

Licence fee income from
Ireland has more than doubled
from IR£2.55 million (app.
US$3.57 million) in 1988 to
IR£5.7 million in 1992 since
IMRO was set up as a wholly
owned PRS 'on the spot' licensing
operation in Ireland.

The initial letter to all mem-
bers of PRS invites comments.
Writes Bickerton, "It was always

foreseen that at a certain stage the
case for an independent national
collection agency for Ireland
should be carefully considered by
members resident there and the
PRS membership as a whole."

A second letter, this time to
PRS members in Ireland, will be
sent "before the end of the year,"
says PRS public affairs controller
Terri Anderson. That letter will
also seek nominations for an
interim IMRO board.

Bickerton says the creation of
an independent IMRO can only
take place if members resident in
Ireland representing more than
two thirds of the eligible votes
approve a new organisation. He
adds that Irish resident members
would retain the choice to
continue their membership with
PRS rather than join the Irish
society. DH

Ireland
Moves

Closer To
Quotas

IRELAND

Minimum playlist quotas of
Irish music could be introduced
for all radio stations in the
Republic of Ireland next year. If
approved, Ireland would be the
second country in '94 to intro-
duce quotas.

Poland's new quota
legislation requires public
stations to air 55% "Polish
content" and private stations to
broadcast 40%-50%. France
already has negotiated quotas
ranging from 10%-20%, but
that could increase to 40% if
current legislation currently
before parliament is passed
(M&M, December 11).

Ireland's Minister for Arts,
Culture and the Gaeltacht,
Michael D. Higgins, has asked
quota lobby groups Jobs In
Music (JIM) to formulate a
definition of "Irish music."
Higgins is already on record as
favouring the Canadian quota
system as a means of regulating
the amount of indigenous Irish
music played on the radio.

In a recent letter to JIM
committee members, Higgins
says, "It would be valuable to
have a clear description of the
essential components of Irish
music." DH

New Transmitters Give Radio
France Powerful Coverage Boost

Pubcaster Radio France Inter-
national (RFI) has introduced
new state-of-the-art shortwave
transmitters that will allow it to
have total flexibility and adapt its
transmissions to the region it
wants to reach.

This new unique system,
developed by French electronic
manufacturer Thomsom-CSF
and TDF, is a technical break-
through. It consists of revolving
100 -meter antennas called
"Alliss" that can be pointed to the
regions the stations want to reach.
The system combines in one sin-
gle place all the elements needed
for broadcasting, from antennas
to transmitters. With 500kW, it is
five times more powerful than

previous transmitters. A total of
12 Alliss will be allocated by
1996 to RH and represent a glob-
al investment of Ffr800 million
(app. US$135 million). The next
one will be located in French
Guyana.

The new set-up will allow RFI
to reach a worldwide coverage.
RFI estimates that more than 600
million short wave transmitters
are in use throughout the world.

The first of the series of new
RFI transmitters was officially
inaugurated on November 23 by
French industry and telecommu-
nications minister Gerard
Longuet in Issoudun in the centre
of France. Representatives from
BBC World Service, Deutsche
Welle, Radio Free Europe and
VOA, among others, were also
present.

Competition, Maturing Market
Steer Locals Towards ACE
NORWAY

Music profiles of local commer-
cial stations are going decidedly
ACE thanks to the success of new
private national ACE station
Radio Hele Norge (P4), pubcast-
er NRK's decision to air an EHR
format for P3 and a slowly but
surely maturing radio industry.

Stations putting more empha-
sis on ACE include Radio 1/Oslo
and its loose "network" of EHR
outlets, Radio Oslofjord, Radio
3/Grenland, Radio Hamar/
Hamar, Radio Fakta/ Drammen,
Radio FM/Stavanger and Radio
Alta/Alta.

Comments Harald Hjort,
director of music and research at
Radio 1/Norge, which owns
Radio 1/Oslo, "The competition
has increased in Norway. Mean-
while, radio stations have learned
from foreign stations and have
become more market oriented.

The 25-40 age demo is the most
important for advertisers. Thus,
the age of the average private
radio listener has increased.
Before it used to be mostly 12-25
year olds; but now four out of
five listeners are aged 20 years
and older. The trend is part of a
natural market orientation."

Many format alterations
though, say observers, have also
been made in order to meet
competition from mainstream
ACE private national station P4.
However, Allison Chase, P4's
music director/deputy director of
programming, cautions stations
not to overreact to new com-
petition. "It's a common mistake
for a radio station to overreact to
ACE after one competitor enters
the format," she says. "They start
forgetting the core audience that
they had before. Sometimes it can
work. But P4 will always try to
do it better than the others. Why
go head -to -head with a giant

when you can format differently?
They should seek to stay local,
look at their communities and do
their research."

With P4's entry into EHR,
many people are beginning to
question whether small, local
stations can compete effectively.
Comments Chase, "What success
EHR enjoys depends on the size
of the market. It's possible in
cities like Bergen, Stavanger and
Trondheim, but more difficult in
cities like Moss with 25.000
people. Then we're of course
talking about a broad -based EHR
format. AC always beats CHR in
the US. It's basically the same
thing in Europe. EHR is more
narrowly targeted; and ACE also
appeals to young people.

Adds Hjort, "If a station de-
cides to cater to the younger au-
diences, you have to always be
creative, and do a lot of mar-
keting."

After Rank & File-the "barbed wire Everly
Brothers"-Jason & the Scorchers -the
"Ramones on horseback"-and Camper Van
Beethoven the "undisciplined Dylans"-
insiders won't be surprised that more bands
have evolved from punk to country and folk
rock. On their major label debut, these out-
laws revive the old-fashioned "hootenanny,"
sort of a jam session for folkies, as popular in
the pre -TV days. When good old Doug Sahm
joins in on Give Back The Key To My Heart,
the honky tonk atmosphere is complete.

VALENSIA
Valensia - Mercury EHR/ACE/R

A cacophony of '70s sounds is what Dutch
Valensia presents on his debut album, which
is far from an anachronism. His star shares the
universe with Queen (Tere and the single
Gaia!) and Kate Bush (Scarabouska). Here
and there other influences pop up like the
Alessi Brothers and the Sparks. The track The
Sun is the odd one in, being a pop reggae vari-
ant on his so-called progressive rock.

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Surviving The European Acquisition
The world's music

industry continues to
languish in a trough

caused by the ever -
wider diversification
of musical styles. As
none of these genres

have achieved the
universal popularity
for which the multi-

national corpora-
tions are increasing-

ly desperate, one
method of reaching
sales and profit tar-
gets (besides the CD
reissue boom which

must surely end
soon) is to avoid the

cost of developing
acts. Instead, the

majors simply pur-
chase acts, some-

times entire labels,
with already proven

commercial potential
from the indepen-

dent sector.

TECHNOTRONIC (ARS)

In some ways, it's conceivable that this modus operandi is good busi-
ness: overheads are less, risks are minimised, and profits can be main-
tained by continuing to mine musical veins which have achieved
recent success.

The difficulty of discovering a new sensation with the internation-
al popularity of ABBA or, predictably, the Beatles seems to have
convinced the majors that paying more for higher -profile acts is
preferable to signing unknowns for less initial outlay and hoping they
might develop.

The recent purchases of a number of thriving independent labels
by multi -national corporations have resulted in the next wave of indie
labels rising to the top of the tree. Can they survive, or will the finan-
cial pressures of struggling for survival eventually also force these
free spirits to sell their companies (and their discoveries) to industry
giants who care more about bottom lines than hook lines? There
appear to be no real answers to this question, although there are clear
differences between those who fmd new talent and break acts locally
before expanding into the rest of the world, and those whose main
ability is in licensing product and making it happen in their local mar-
ket. Each of the labels operates differently, but all appear to enjoy
innovation in music.

AN UPSTREAM BATTLE
"The American major labels are looking for things that will go

straight on the radio," notes Tug Records MD Guy Holmes.
"There's a massive live scene with vast audiences who listen to music
which doesn't conform to what's on the radio, but now the accoun-
tants and lawyers have become A&R men." Holmes, who launched
his label after trying unsuccessfully to get a major label deal for
Right Said Fred, adds that independent labels have increased their
US market share from 1.8% in 1989 to almost 11% in 1992.

During the 40 -year history of rock music, many of today's major
players started out as indies-Motown, Atlantic and Elektra, all of
which were launched in the years since the Second World War, but
by enthusiasts rather than businessmen, immediately spring to mind.
Even in recent years, the multi -national corporations have been
acquiring flourishing independents (eg A&M, Sonet and Island are
now PolyGram labels, Chrysalis and Virgin are part of EMI),
while a number of acts which enjoyed substantial independent suc-
cess have now been snapped up by the majors, such as grunge stars
Nirvana and Mudhoney (launched by Seattle's long-established
independent Sub Pop label, now signed to Geffen and Warner
respectively).

How does an independent label survive in the increasingly com-
petitive '90s? Is it hard to stay afloat without some kind of help from

the majors for manufacture and distribution? The general impression
is that while most independent labels would prefer to retain that sta-
tus, sooner or later economic considerations make it more and more
difficult. The famous tales of early indie labels who found it almost
impossible to extract payment from distributors for sales of a big
seller-until they came up with another hit-come to mind, while
Island Records founder Chris Blackwell blames the need to sell his
famous label to PolyGram back in 1989 on lack of "margins to com-
pete." As he explained at the time Island was up for sale, "If Warner
wants to sign an artist, it can give them a top royalty worldwide,
which we could never do. We could offer that in the territories where
we operate, but it would have to be a much lower percentage, or else
we would have no margin left for ourselves."

Where once A&R departments of majors were aware of what was
happening at street level, and could actually become strongly -
financed competition for independents, they now appear to be little
more than administrators. In some cases, such as Belgium's highly
successful ARS Productions, the talent source avoids launching
itself as a label, preferring to stay a production company, as market-
ing director Gino Moerman explained, "We sign a lot of mainly
dance artists and projects, but only take a very limited number to a
higher level." These include Technotronic-whose Greatest Hits
album is due for imminent release and whose sales to date exceed 12
million units-and Kid Safari, for whom ARS co-ordinates all pro-
motional and marketing activities, although the acts are actually
signed to (and thus distributed by) major labels. British dance label
Pulse -8, whose hit acts include Rozalla, Urban Cookie Collective
and others, uses Sony as its UK distributor, and works with leading
independents in other territories (including Intercord in Germany),
which has resulted in major hits in Australia, South Africa, Scandi-
navia, Belgium and Germany.

This leads to distribution by majors-Moerman believes that it's a
question of horses for courses: for new acts and for dance projects,
"It's better to work with independents, as they work faster than
majors, and can make decisions on the spot." However, it seems that
for established acts which sell substantial quantities of units, distribu-
tion by a major may be a safer method of operation.

When Venus topped charts all over the world in 1970, Dutch label
Red Bullet suffered when at least one of the small labels to which
the single was licensed went into liquidation owing them a large sum
of money. Perhaps as a result of this salutary lesson, Golden Ear-
ring, another major Red Bullet discovery, was licensed to PolyGram,
while the hugely successful Stars On 45 project was licensed to
CBS. Red Bullet's distributor in Benelux in 1993 is CNR/Indisc,
which is owned by Arcade Entertainment Holdings, a totally Euro-
pean operation, although one of Red Bullet's more recent discoveries,
hard rock act Sleeze Beez, is licensed for the world outside Benelux
to Atlantic.

Coconut MD Tony Hendrik relies on the large reach of BMG to
help distributing his artists, including Haddaway, who reached num-
ber 1 in Music & Media's Eurochart Hot 100 Singles with his sin-
gle What Is Love. However, Coconut does rely on other labels; Had-
daway was also distributed by Scorpio in France, Zomba in Holland
and Logic in the UK. Other bands the label are focusing on include
Minnesota, Bad Boys Blue and Chyp-notic.

It is important to distinguish between licensing to a major on the
one hand (as with the Red Bullet acts mentioned above which usual-
ly includes distribution by a major) and using a major's distribution
facilities on the other, as favoured by German independent Intercord,
whose MD Herbert Kollisch maintains, "In countries where there
are no possibilities of working with a strong independent, we license
product to majors. Generally, we're prepared to work with a major
provided that worldwide deals exclude the GSA." Intercord is among
the biggest European indies, with 20 sales reps and a substantial tele-
phone sales staff of its own, and apart from delivering worldwide
success with Captain Hollywood Project and Dance 2 Trance, has
also enjoyed success as an outlet in the GSA countries for US and
UK independents, such as Tug, Mute, Music For Nations, Pulse -8
and Hollywood Records. As such, it might one day be targetted by a
predatory major whose distribution lacked strength in the GSA, in
the same way as happened with Sonet's Scandinavian organisation,
which was purchased by PolyGram; of course, the multi -nationals
show few signs of distress in the GSA territories at the moment.

Another European company which not only does not need to rely
on majors for distribution, but whose distribution facilities are even
used by majors such as Sony and PolyGram, is Barcelona -based Max
Music, which specialises in dance music. Max's Javier Sanz lists
Leila K, Technotronic, U.S.U.R.A, and James Brown among its
recent successes, while Sanz also has high hopes of recent signings
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RIGHT SAID FRED (TUG)

such as Viceversa (whose current album was in the Spanish Top 10),
Berlin and Paco Pit.

Italy's Alabianca Records MD Toni Verona adopts a more prag-
matic approach, clearly attempting to aspire to the best of both
worlds, "We especially use majors to distribute releases which we
feel will have a longer catalogue life, but for other things, dance prod-
ucts, for example, we use quicker, more aggressive and more specific
distribution by independents, which is needed for items with a short
life targeted to a trendy market." Verona adds that one of the reasons
for his company's continuing survival has been co-operation with the
majors, presumably such as his success with the million -selling artist,
Denis Azor. Incidentally, Alabianca signed '60s soul legend Solomon
Burke to a worldwide deal last summer.

One of the most experienced proprietors of a successful indepen-
dent label is Derek Green, MD of China Records. Green began with
Aberbach Music in 1960, and after various publishing companies
and labels (major and indie) became MD of A&M Records in 1972,
where he remained until 1985, leaving because he felt he was becom-
ing an administrator. During its early years, China was distributed
through Chrysalis (then a strong independent) and PolyGram, but ulti-
mately decided to work with Pinnacle, the UK's largest indie distribu-
tor. "Internationally, we're with a leading independent in each territo-
ry, except in North America, where we license artist by artist," says
Green. "In the last three years, two of our licensees in Europe, Sonet
in Scandinavia and Vogue in France, were sold to major multi -nation-
al companies, and our Benelux licensee, CNR, collapsed and was
taken over by Arcade. The only instances of us licensing acts to
majors is in North America, where The Levellers, for instance, are
licensed to Elektra". The Levellers, whose last album made the UK
Top 3, are China's third multi -hit act, following Art Of Noise (who
Green reckons sold five million units for China) and Dogs D'Amour,
who are becoming big in Japan as well as Europe. Green feels that the
main difference between majors and independents is that "indepen-
dents are better able to sell the first 5.000 records, which are the most
difficult to shift. Indies are fairer and likely to be less exploitative
with talent, and the success or failure of an artist in the independent
sector relies as much on their commitment and willingness to make
sacrifices to achieve long term goals. The artist, therefore, needs to be
obviously better but certainly tougher than those artists who get a
major deal."

A BIT OF ATTENTION
It would certainly seem that in recent times, many of the acts with

enduring potential have come from the indie sector, but have things
now reached the point where acts prefer to sign with an independent
initially, presumably hoping to transfer to a major at some later point?
Recalling what Island's Blackwell said, few, if any, independents

could ever match the majors in an auction for a new act.
Perhaps what we are seeing is the final demise of the

A&R scout who could encourage and sign a Bob Dylan, a
Dire Straits, a Queen, a Pink Floyd, none of whom came
from the indie sector, but whose first ever releases were on
major labels. (The reason Green says he left A&M was
because A&R, the lifeblood of the independent sector, was
regarded as less and less important.)

Several major labels have now decided that experimen-
tation is too costly to undertake, and that it's less trouble to
buy an already successful act from an independent than it is
to develop it themselves. That would explain why the
charts are full of short -stay dance records, which are cheap
to make and rarely involve long-term investment. Rita Di
Luca from Italy's S.R.L. label, while admitting ignorance
of the rock scene, supposes that "little independent labels
get much better results than the majors thanks to the speed
and aggression of the way they operate." S.R.L. has
enjoyed success with an act known as U.S.U.R.A., which is
licensed worldwide to BMG/RCA, but remains indepen-
dently distributed while retaining its autonomy.

Claes Cornelius of Mega Records feels the reason for
the US success of his biggest current act Ace Of Base is
"easy to answer; the material the acts use is exceptional
and very up-to-date, and it's also creative without sacrific-
ing the basic and rootsy rock feel." Ace Of Base has held
the top spot of the charts in Germany and the UK, while
the single All That She Wants has sold over two -million
copies to date.

Pulse -8's Frank Sansom suggests that the main reason
for the success of indie acts is "college radio, but I've yet to
see this awareness translate into sales of any significance."

Mega seems a good example of the independent which
begins by licensing outside product (eg Modern Talking,
Falco) and later moves into discovering its own local talent
(the complete opposite of Tug and China, which both spe-
cialise in the discovery of new acts rather than licensing
from another territory). Mega was launched 10 years ago
by Kjeld Wennick, previously an artist and later a manag-
er of Laid Back, who had a US Top 30 hit in 1984 with
White Horse. At around 1990, he decided to concentrate
more of his time on local talent which could be developed
for the international market. Ace Of Base and Leila K are
current priorities.

THE MAGIC NUMBER
In the same way that little common ground exists

between independents in terms of their approach (other
than their ability to recognise potential), there seems little
similarity in the size of their artist roster. S.R.L.'s Di Luca
maintains that the number of acts signed is less important
than the quality of the music, and German label Global
Records president Peter Kirsten agrees. "We are extreme-
ly selective in signing acts for our four labels anyways, and
therefore do not need to limit the number of acts by count-
ing them. The creative and commercial aspect is guiding
us," says Kirsten. Global works with BMG for distribution.

China's Green has a more formal approach, "China has
been designed to have a maximum artist roster of approxi-
mately eight artists, unless four or more are gold or better.
We are limited by the available 'risk money' created from
the previous month's business." Tug also limits itself to
signing "one or two new acts per year." The label's current
roster includes only three names, Right Said Fred, Aswad
and McCoy, a London soul act.

Sanz of Max Music notes that his label does not limit
itself to numbers of artists, "When we see that an act has
potential, we develop it as fully as possible without any
limits of investment or of anything else." Pulse -8's San-
som's answer to whether he limits the size of his label's
artists roster is, "Not consciously, but hits don't grow on
trees."

Clearly there is little common ground among Europe's
more successful independent labels other than a few fairly
obvious points: independent distribution is more effective
for dance acts because it is aggressive and reacts more
quickly, but majors seem to be preferred for mainstream
rock acts. If a label bases itself on finding local talent, it is
safer to restrict an artist roster to a few acts (although this
does not apply to mainly dance -oriented labels), but if its
main thrust is licensing from fellow independents in other
countries, no limit need apply. The only real conclusion
must be that the indie sector has uncovered more substan-
tial talent than the multi -national corporations in recent
years, and that this seems likely to continue in the foresee-
able future.

All the year-end award winners above are based on statistics from the Eurochart 100 Singles and European Top 100 Albums from November 19, 1992 to November 27, 1993. Each week, records accumu-
late a certain number of points, based on position and territory. These have been added over a 12 -month period and the final ranking isdetermined by the total amount of accumulated points.

In European chart terms, the year 1993 will be
most remembered by the large number of main-
land -produced crossover records (see front page

article for details) and the enormous success of the
Bodyguard soundtrack that sold some 8 million
copies in Europe and yielded five hit singles. See the
"Marketing The Music" section on page 14 for a full
report on this European number 1 hit album.

However, the Bodyguard soundtrack is not the
only album that was released in '92 which managed
to hold its grip on the European chart the year after.
Eric Clapton's acoustic showcase for MTV,
Unplugged (Reprise), turned out to be the artist's
most successful album in his career and in the wake
of its success many similar projects followed.

Clapton's album entered M&M's European Top
100 in mid -September last year, peaked at number 3
and stayed on the chart for 60 consecutive weeks,
together with R.E.M.'s Automatic For The People
(the third -best album of 1993), the longest of the
year. Unplugged also brought Clapton three
Grammy awards: Album Of The Year, Top Male Rock
Vocal and Rock Song Of The Year for the acoustic
version of Layla.

During 1993, the "Unplugged" phenomenon
helped three other veteran artists with successful
European album sales, Rod Stewart's Unplugged...
And Seated (Warner Brothers; number 32 year-
end), Bruce Springsteen's In Concert -
MTV Plugged (Columbia; 46) and Neil
Young's Unplugged (Reprise; 83).

Compared to last year, 1993 was a
promising year for new talent.
Whereas the first new act to show up
in the 1992 year-end album charts was
at number 20 (Right Said Fred), 1993
proved to be a considerable better
climate with two debut albums in the
year-end top 10: Ace Of Base's Happy
Nation (Mega; number 6) and 4 Non
Blondes' Bigger, Better, Faster, More!
(Interscope; 9).

Happy Nation contained no less
than four hit singles (All That She
Wants, Wheel Of Fortune, Happy
Nation and Waiting For Magic) and has
sold over 1.5 million copies across Europe.

Ace Of Base went to the top spot of the UK chart
with All That She Wants in the week of May 22,
becoming the first Swedish act since Abba to land a
number one single in Britain. Current sales levels in

the UK are close to 700.000, making it so far the
biggest -selling single in the UK this year, although
Meat Loaf's I'd Do Anything For Love (But I Won't
Do That) is dangerously close to overtaking this
record. Current European figures for the Ace Of
Base single stand at the two
million mark.

Despite the impressive sales
results booked, All That She
Wants never managed to land
at number 1 in the Eurochart
Hot 100 Singles as Snow's
Informer kept it from the top
spot. It peaked at number 2,
however, and stayed in the
charts for a staggering 55
weeks, the longest ever.

In the third week of
August, the 4 Non Blondes
scored an historic first by
topping both the Eurochart
Hot 100 Singles and the EHR
Top 40 with their debut
single What's Up. Practically
ignored at first, radio started
warming up to the queer
"jangly" sounds of the single at the beginning of
July, eight months after the album was available in

Europe. Following very solid airplay
throughout Europe -What's Up is this
year's best -played single on EHR (see
page 17) -the single topped the
Eurocharts in the last week of August
and after 24 weeks it is still featured.

Only three acts have succeeded in
charting both a single and an album in
the respective year-end top 10 listings
and 4 Non Blondes is one of them; the
other two are Ace Of Base and
Whitney Houston.

In general, new talent makes up
18% of the year-end albums chart, a
drastic improvement from last year's
9%. Apart from Ace Of Base and 4 Non
Blondes, other debut albums that fared
well during 1993 include Spin Doctors'

Pocket Full Of Kryptonite (Epic), Jordy's Pochette
Surprise (Columbia) and two UK -signed artists,
Jamiroquai's Emergency On Planet Earth (52) and
Dina Caroll's So Close (A&M).

Although the Spin Doctors' "Kryptonite" album

Ace Of Base

was released almost two years ago in the US, the
band started making inroads in Europe at the end of
last year with a slightly repackaged album
containing three bonus tracks. Just like what
happened in the States, the Spin Doctors success in

Europe was accomplished by a
heavy touring schedule and
with radio eventually tuning
into the phenomenon as well,
the album started selling and
is now past European gold
status (500.000 copies sold).
The band also scored a big
European hit single with Two
Princes (number 18 year-end),
making it the second-best
new rock band of 1993
(following 4 Non Blondes).

The Spin Doctors' current
acceptance in Europe belies
yet another US phenomenon
gradually making impact in
Europe too -the explosion of
US alternative rock bands into
the mainstream. Apart from
the Spin Doctors and the 4

Non Blondes, the year-end Albums chart features
new (or relatively new) US rock bands like Pearl
Jam (number 36), Nirvana (48), Rage Against The
Machine (67), Soul Asylum (70) and Ugly Kid Joe
(80).

Although mainland European acts are still
performing better on the singles front, the year-end
listings have 25 albums from the Continent of which
11 are true "crossovers." The top 10 features two of
them: Ace Of Base and superstar Eros Ramazzotti
who is one of the rare Continental European artists
to have product released simultaneously throughout
Europe. He supported his Eurochart-topping Tutte
Storie album (DDD) with a massive European
concert tour, promoted by the Trident Agency.
Tutte Storie remained in the European Top 100
Albums chart for 31 consecutive weeks, sold over
two million copies on the Continent and was still
charting at press time.

Other Continental artists that scored high in the
top 30 year-end album rankings include Byte's 2
Unlimited (who also have the best-selling European
single to their credit; see page 14 for details),
Patricia Kaas and Jordy (two European hit albums
for the French Columbia label).

Film Tie -In Makes Bodyguard Album Top Euro-Seller
by Jeff Clark -Meads

In the '90s, it is an essential part
of the creative art to find the
right mix for a record. During

1993, BMG has had a mix that has
had the competition beat hands -

down; an album full of hit sin-
gles from superstar names allied
to one of the biggest movies of

the year, "The Bodyguard."

The album went platinum in virtually
every European territory due to a

combination of co-operative promo-
tion with the movie's producers, a
selection of singles that appealed to a
broad cross-section of fans and,
according to BMG International
marketing manager Barbara Stan-
ton, some astute marketing.

She comments, "It's such a com-
petitive market out there that even
with a product as strong as The
Bodyguard you can't just sit back and
let it happen. You have to push all the
time."

The first part of that push came at
the beginning of November last year
with the release of the Whitney
Houston single / Will Always Love
You two weeks before the movie's
European debut.

The single immediately began
having an impact on each national
chart, and as the movie started to
raise additional attention, I Will
Always Love You went number one in
every European territory. In the

Eurochart Hot 100 Singles, the
single took the number one position
and stayed on top for 11 consecutive
weeks, the longest of the year.

The soundtrack album was also
released before the movie, but as the
movie entered each terri-
tory, a renewed campaign
for the album was moun-
ted.

Stanton describes BMG's
relationship with the mo-
vie's producer, Warner
Bros., as "very good" and
says co -promotions took
place on both a local and
an international level. The
two companies ran a joint
series of advertisements on
MTV Europe, and this was
bolstered by radio, poster
and print campaigns. In
some countries, the video;
of / Will Always Love You'
was shown in cinema's
immediately prior to the movie while
the album was on sale in a number of
cinema foyers. The use of footage
from the movie in the I Will Always
Love You video assisted the spirit of
co -promotion.

The single went on to sell three
million copies in Europe, was
quintuple -platinum in the Republic of
Ireland and double -platinum in the
UK where it occupied the number one
spot at Christmas, the most sought
after position of the year.

To maintain the album's sales
momentum, further Houston singles

followed at regular intervals: I'm Every
Woman in early February; / Have
Nothing in April; Run To You in July
and, in October, Queen Of The Night.

In addition to the Houston tracks,
Lisa Stansfield's Someday (I'm

working together with Warner Bros,
to promote the album in ways over
and above releasing singles. The
movie's release onto the video market
in the summer and autumn gave
another opportunity to use the profile

of the movie to push the
album and its attendant
singles.

The final two phases
of the campaign so far centred
around Houston's European tour in
October and November-which saw
concerts in Italy, Switzerland, Sweden,
Norway, Germany, the UK, Spain, the
Netherlands and France-and a

"special commemorative edition" of
the album which was released in

October.
The new version carries remixes of

Queen Of The Night and I'm Every
Woman and includes a 28 -page
calendar with pictures of Houston.

All this effort has resulted in an
album that has sold almost eight
million albums in Europe and has
accumulated one diamond award, 45
platinum and one gold. The diamond
award came in France for one million
units sold while in Germany the same
sales merited a double -platinum
honour. However, the album's most
successful territory was the UK where
1.5 million units qualified it for
quintuple -platinum status.

It is, then, perhaps fitting that The
Bodyguard should be seen in close
proximity to such large amounts of
precious metal.

Coming Back) and
S.O.U.L. S.Y.S.T.E.M.'s

Day also made significant
contributions to the pro-
file of The Bodyguard.

Stanton believes that
the differing scope of the
singles helped broaden
the album's appeal.

found the dance market
and I'm Every Woman
and Run To You were big
in the clubs," she com-

ments. "We've hit a very wide section
of the market with these singles."

An additional advantage to BMG
from the album was that the
European version featured an addi-
tional track not included on the US
release, Kenny G's Waiting On You.
"The impact of having Kenny G
featured helped his success in the UK
and Spain and developed his profile in
other European markets," says

Stanton.
The success of The Bodyguard

movie during the spring gave a

2 Unlimited Sees No Limit In Reaching The Sky

In the beginning, "dance" was
just a new club -oriented music

style like "disco" was in the '70s.
Right now it is chart -wise as

important as its predecessor used
to be. For the second year in a

row, a dance song is number 1 in
M&M's Year -End Singles.

Last year Germany's Snap did it
with "Rhythm Is A Dancer,"

while in 1993 it is half
Belgian/half Dutch outfit 2 Unlim-

ited's turn, reaching the sky and
beyond with "No Limit."

The success of techno chartbuster 2
Unlimited only became clear to one
of its masterminds, Byte MD, co -pro-
ducer Jean -Paul De Coster, after a
recent "Mega Rave" house party in
Utrecht. He recalls, "When I heard
20.000 people singing along with
Ray and Anita [the two Dutch front
people], that was the first time I was
really confronted with our accom-
plishments. I experienced that it had
grown into mass proportions."
It is hard for De Coster (together with
Phil Wilde forming the Byte creative
partnership) to say what the key to

all this prosperity has been, but he
carefully names a few factors. "The
professional attitude from everyone
involved in the project is one thing
for sure. A very common misunder-
standing in the
industry is that you
can make a good
dance product in
no time, but that's nonsense. All the
preparation for the No Limits album
[number 15 Year -End] and the string
of singles taken from it has taken a
year of serious work. In most cases
the pre -production had been done
ages ago. We have waited for the
final touches until the very last
moment, because the public's taste
might have changed a lot in the
meantime."
Another important factor was the
well co-ordinated release policy, with
every three months a simultaneous
pan-European single release. "Conti-
nuity is where it is these days,"
explains De Coster. "Four singles per
year [No Limit, Tribal Dance, Faces
and Maximum Overdrive] is the limit,
though. In the end of January we'll
release one more track of the current
album, and that's it. In May a brand
new track will be out as a single.
After that we'll only deliver one more

single, because we have to watch out
for over saturation of the market."
The work in the international market
place outside of the Benelux (Boud-
isque) is done by intermediair Toco

International,
whereby the two
men at the top,
Marc de Raaff
and Ton van den
Bremer have divi-
ded the world in
two halfs. The lat-
ter's responsibility
is "countries with-
out airports"; he is
on the road 275
days a year to
secure deals for his
clients. He reports
top 10 hits for the
single in countries
ranging from Ja-
pan, Zimbabwe,
the Seychelles, Saudi Arabia, Pakistan
and Chili, to European countries such
as Portugal, Greece and the former
Eastern bloc. With worldwide sales of
2.5 million copies of the single and

three million of the album, van den
Bremer asks the rhetoric question,
"Where hasn't it been a hit? My only
problem is the US with only 250.000
albums sold, which is nothing for a

big country like that."
The first time van den
Bremer heard about 2
Unlimited was at the
Midem fair three years
ago. "From there I

called De Coster who
was at home," he adds.
"He only knew his way
around in the Benelux,
and I offered him my
knowledge of the rest
of the world. Four
weeks later we closed a
deal, and the rest is his-
tory. We do more for
our clients than majors
can, who nominate pri-
ority artists without
bothering about the
differences between
markets. It's all as sim-
ple as one plus one is

two. Wherever I am, I always ask cab
drivers to tune in for the most popu-
lar local radio station, and then I

know exactly what kind of music I

have to deliver."

EMI Heads Euro Chart Shares
Music & Media 1993 Year -End Special

With this year's holiday season at its
peak, Music & Media looks at the end

result of another year in European charts.
After topping 1993's European Top 100
Albums shares for the first six months and
ranking second for the third quarter, it
should come as no surprise that EMI takes the
honours as leading album company for 1993
with 24.1%.

With Virgin taking an 8.8% overall share of the
European Top 100 ranking as this year's best -
charting album label, EMI tops two of the four
categories awarded in M&M's European chart
shares. In the 1993 Eurochart Hot 100 Singles
shares, BMG's 18.8% leaves EMI with 18.2% in
second place whereas Columbia rules the singles
label category with 7.0%, surpassing Parlophone
(6.2%).

Album Charts
With 26 album titles among this year's best -chart-
ing albums, EMI ensured itself of well -spread chart
success throughout '93. With the release and sub-
sequent chart -topping impact of Meat Loaf's Bat
Out Of Hell II (Virgin), the Pet Shop Boys' Very
(Parlophone) and Phil Collins' Both Sides (Virgin,
UK only), strenghtened by Mike Oldfield's best -of
compilation Elements (Virgin), The Beatles' Red
and Blue compilations (Apple) and Frank Sina-
tra's Duets (Capitol), EMI made sure Christmas
had something for everyone.

Released earlier in the year but performing well
into the fourth quarter were Lenny Kravitz's Are
You Gonna Go My Way (Virgin), the company's
best year-end album (11th place in the 1993 year-
end listings with a 33 -week long run) and UB40's
Promises And Lies (DEP InternationalNirgin), the
company's second-best year-end album by the
smallest of margins (number 12 overall). Other
albums at the fore -front were Genesis' Live - The
Way We Walk Vol.1&2, Janet Jackson's Janet.
(Virgin), Tina Turner's What's Love Got To Do
With /t (the year's second-best soundtrack after
The Bodyguard) on Parlophone and German artists
Herbert Gronemeyer (Chaos/Electrola) and
perennial punks Die Toten Hosen (Kauf
Mich!Nirgin).

The company's best title could well have been
George Michael and Queen's Five Live E.P. feat.
Lisa Stansfield (Parlophone). Recorded at The
Freddie Mercury Tribute Aids awareness event
its chart performance was marred by the fact that
some countries listed the E.P. in their albums chart
with others (most notably the UK) marking it as a
single, thus effectively dividing the strength of its
European chart performance.

PolyGram's second place (18.1%) in the year-
end album shares has been a gradual climb; from
fifth place in the first quarter survey to second in
the following and first in the third, PolyGram has
fought its way to the top of the albums as the
year progressed. Strongest PolyGram album in
the European chart for 1993 was Bon Jovi's
Keep The Faith (Jambco/Mercury) followed by
Sting's Ten Summoner's Tales (A&M) and Ace
Of Base's Happy Nation (PolyGram excl.
Scandinavia), respectively ranking fourth, fifth
and sixth in the year-end list, the latter being
one of the year's bigger success stories.

The company's second position was further
cemented by a host of other album releases,
both from '93 and before, most notable among
them being American/Danish metal merchants
Metallica (Vertigo) who's "Blatk Album"
entered the European Top 100 Albums in issue
35 of 1991 and relinquishing its hold on the
charts after 74 consecutive weeks.

Other PolyGram mainstays included the Abba
compilations Gold and More Gold (Polar) and the
Dire Straits live recording On The Night (Vertigo).

Recuperative strength was also shown by
Warner Music (16.7%), who especially during the
last part of the year managed to overcome a slow
start. Having ranked third, fourth and fifth in this
year's quarterly album chart share listings
respectively, the company appeared to slow down
to a full stop. However, its solid roster proved itself
in the end, with both the longevity and appeal of
its lauded rock -stalwarts as well as the nova -like
success of newcomers 4 Non Blondes. The anti -
peroxide foursome from San Francisco provide the
company's third best -charting album with Bigger,

Better, Faster, More! (Interscope/East West) as
well as its second -best -charting single, the aptly
titled What's Up, which went to number one.

What follows is the list of Warner's top 5 best -
charting albums: Eric Clapton's Unplugged
(Duck/Reprise), R.E.M.'s Automatic For The
People (Warner Brothers) (the year's second and
third best -charting albums respectively),
complemented by 4 Non Blondes and two of the
UK's favourite sons, Mick Jagger (Wandering
Spirit/Atlantic) and Rod Stewart
(Unplugged...And Seated/Warner Brothers).

Singles Charts
Holding a top -three position throughout the first
three quarter chart share surveys, BMG also rules
the cumulative year-end top slot with 18.8%. With
two singles making the top 3 in the year-end list,
the company sees its support of such new acts as
German -signing Haddaway (Coconut) come to
fruition as his single What Is Love reaches second
while his follow-up Life has hit 13th place in the
year-end singles list.

Third best year-end single is Whitney
Houston's rendition of Dolly Parton's I Will
Always Love You, one of three singles to make it
into the year-end singles chart out of the five
Whitney Houston tracks taken from the multi -
platinum Bodyguard soundtrack (Arista) since its
release in 1992.

Strong in the dance format, BMG's other
hitmakers included Dr. Alban (Sing
Hallelujah/SweMix) and Snap (Exterminate/Logic)
to name but a few.

In this category -one of two in the year-end
chart shares where EMI has to take second place
(18.2%) -it played its strongest card when
releasing UB40's cover of (I Can't Help) Falling In
Love (also part of the Sliver soundtrack), which
became the company's best charting single
(Virgin). The company's second best charting single
caused a lot of "purist" controversy, yet the remix
of Feddie Mercury's Living On My Own
(Parlophone, initially released on Belgian label No
More Brothers) took both the clubs and the
charts by storm. The track which will probably
become EMI's most successful '93 singles release
may have been a surprise only to those young
enough not to remember Jim Steinman's
"teenage -angst operas" performed by Meat Loaf
on his debut Bat Out Of Hell. Not for long
however, as both Bat Out Of Hell 11- Back Into Hell
and its first single release I'd Do Anything For Love
(But I Won't Do That) soon climbed to the top of
charts the world over.

PolyGram ranks as this year's third -best singles
company with 18.1%. As mentioned before, the
company was home to one of 1993's bigger success
stories with the very long-lived chart life of Ace Of
Base. Their debut single All That She Wants stayed
in the charts for 55 weeks after its entry in issue 41

last year, the longest ever. As PolyGram's best,
the track is followed by Dire Strait's Encores
E.P. and another Mega act, signed to
PolyGram outside of Scandinavia -Leila -K -
who's Open Sesame complements PolyGram's
top 3 singles for 1993. Mark Sperwer

The year-end chart shares and charts are based on statis-
tics from the Eurochart Hot 100 Singles and European Top
100 Albums from November 21, 1992 to December 4,
1993. Each week, records accumulate a certain number of
points, based on position and territory. These have been
added over the specified period and the final ranking is
determined by the total amount of accumulated points.
TWOC: cumulative weeks spent in chart, all (re-) entries
included. PEAK: Highest position reached since first entry.
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Aside from the usual year-end EHR
Top 40, this time Music & Media

also provides a year-to-year comparison
based on cumulative EHR airPlay points
as scored by all the songs that have
charted on the EHR Top 40 throughout
the last two years. Total shares have
been calculated for the geographic
origin of the acts charted (North
America, UK or mainland Europe) as
defined by their region of signing. In
addition, ratios of newcomers versus
established acts have been factored, as
well as cross statistics between those
categories. The results are interesting.

For European Hit Radio, 1993 was a remarkable
year. While the flood of new talent on EHR
remained pretty constant (about 16% of the cume
airplay points), the share of European acts in that
segment almost doubled (from 34.6% to 61.6%),
but tripled for those signed on the mainland
(8.2%-24.9%).

New continental acts that charted among the
EHR ranks during 1993 were Haddaway, Ace Of
Base (two singles each), Captain Hollywood
Project and Stakka Bo. Remarkably, these were
all dance acts, underlining the growing impact on
EHR of a new, mainland European dance scene.

The share of new UK acts also significantly
increased, although less dramatically (26.4%-
36.7%). The most successful were Take That
(three singles), Gabrielle and East 17 (two
singles each), Shaggy and Bitty McLean.
(Editor's note: acts like Tasmin Archer,
Undercover and Dina Carroll, which debuted
last year, are now regarded as established acts.)

Contrary to what most expect, North America's
share of newcomers' success on EHR was almost
cut by half (65.4%-38.4%). Nevertheless, some
records were extremely successful, especially new
rock bands like 4 Non Blondes (two singles, one
of which is the year-end number 1) and Spin
Doctors (also two singles); Snow and SWV did
quite well too. New reggae act Snow even topped
the chart for one week (issue 19).

The proportion of established acts stemming
from mainland Europe was non-existent last year,
whereas this year the continent boasted a still
modest, but nonetheless growing, 8.2% share of
the established talent charting on EHR. Among

these, Vanessa Paradis, 2 Unlimited (three
singles each), Roxette, Culture Beat, Eros
Ramazzotti, Snap (two singles each), Dr. Alban
and Ten Sharp did best.

All in all, the impact of mainland European acts
on EHR significantly increased (8.4%-
10.9%), whereas Anglo-American
product, traditionally the backbone of
EHR, saw its share diminish from 91.6%
to 89.1% -relatively a small loss for
those territories, but a considerable gain
for mainland Europe, whose share has
grown more than 25% compared to last
year.

A snapshot of individual winners of
1993 shows:
 The best -played record of the year
(i.e., collecting the most cumulative
airplay points during the year),
according to M&M's weighted -scoring
system, is What's Up, the debut single by
Interscope act 4 Non Blondes.
It entered the chart in our July 10 issue and was
still charting at press time -one of the longest
chart runners of the year (23 weeks). What's Up
topped the EHR Top 40 for five consecutive
weeks (issue 34-38), the longest chart reign ever
scored with a debut single on EHR and definitely a
remarkable achievement for a rock band.
 Bryan Adams' Please Forgive Me scored the
highest ever number of total reporting stations
during one week -148 at press time, coinciding
with the song's jump to number one (issue 50)
and outdoing Phil Collins' Both Sides Of The
Story (147 in issue 48). UB40's (I Can't Help) Falling
In Love With You (137, issue 30) is third in this
category. Collins occupied the top spot for five
weeks (issue 45-49), whereas UB40 lasted one

week longer (issue 28-33) and ends at number 2
(year-end), the highest European and UK entry.
Adams' smash hit also registered the largest
amount of simultaneous "A" playlist reports: no
less than 121 stations had it on heavy rotation at
press time, another unprecedented number.
 With Higher Ground ending at 30, UB40 is also
one of five acts that enjoy two entries in the year-
end EHR Top 40; they were the most fruitful hit
purveyors of the year. The others are Haddaway,
whose What Is Love ends at number 8 as the best -
played mainland European single of the year (Life
ends at 18), Whitney Houston (9, 16), Michael
Jackson (21, 34) and Pet Shop Boys (27, 29).
 Of all these, Whitney Houston was the most
successful. / Will Always Love You, her first single
from the Bodyguard soundtrack, ends up as the
longest number 1 runner of the year, from issue 2
through to 8, adding up to 7 weeks. The song
reigned the chart for nine weeks in total,
including the last two issues of 1992, which is the
second best ever; only 1991's (Everything I Do) I
Do It For You by Bryan Adams topped the chart
for a longer period -12 weeks, issue 32-43, 1991.
Houston also spent the longest number of total
weeks at number 1 during 1993 (11 weeks), and
was the only artist who enjoyed two number 1
hits. The other one, I'm Every Woman, topped the
chart for four consecutive weeks (issue 13-16).
Houston even proved to be the most frequent
EHR hit purveyor of 1993. She delivered no less
than four EHR hits during the year, not counting I
Will Always Love You because that one already
achieved hit status last year. Apart from her
number ones already mentioned, Houston has
also scored with / Have Nothing (peaking at 3),
Run To You (21) and Queen Of The Night (14 at
press time and still charting). All these were culled
from the Bodyguard, the best-selling album of the
year.
 Sting's If I Ever Lose My Faith In You (11) was
the most eagerly awaited single ever on EHR,
scoring 44 simultaneous adds in issue 7. The song
topped the chart for three weeks (issue 9-11).
 Tears For Fears' Break It Down Again (28)
managed to grab 1993's highest new chart entry
(at number 7, issue 23). Other records that
entered the top 10 in one go included Mick

4 Non Blondes, their debut "What's
on EHR this year

Up" became the best -played single

Jagger's Sweet Thing and Mariah Carey's Dream
Lover (both at 8), as well as Sting's If I Ever Lose
My Faith In You and Tina Turner's I Don't Wanna
Fight (both at 9). Of these, only Carey and Turner
made it to number 1 (peaking for four and two
weeks, respectively).
 Ace Of Base's All That She Wants (12) qualifies
as the longest chart runner of the year (24 weeks,
issue 11-34), the third longest ever-Shanice's I
Love Your Smile stayed on the chart for 26 weeks
and Bryan Adams' (Everything I Do) I Do It For You
for 25 weeks.
Tied as second in this category, with a 23 -week
chart history, are 4 Non Blondes' What's Up, as
mentioned above, and Haddaway's What Is Love

One and a half year ago M&M
designed the Adult Contem-

porary Europe (ACE) Top 25 to
encompass the various adult -orient-
ed radio formats as existing in
today's Europe, such as AC, Soft AC,
Hot -AC (AC meets EHR) and the
kind of mainstream programming
as offered by some public broad-
casters (especially in
Germany). Last year
we only had six
months to look back
on; now we are in
the comfortable
position to review
the winners during a
full year of ACE.

What is the defini-
tion of ACE and how
does it differ from its
US counterparts? The
pure and crystallized
24 -hour program-
ming of soft pop
sounds, as usual on
American AC, hardly
exists in Europe and ACE
proved to be more eclectic and less
self-contained. It is a bit confusing
that many ACE playlists are highly
derivative of the EHR hitlists and
programmers seem to follow the
trends rather than setting them.
ACE radio's remarkable response to
the 4 Non Blondes' What's Up
(number 8 year-end) may serve as a
good example of this inclination to
overdepend on EHR and the for-
mat's hesitation to build its own
core artists.

In this respect, the growth of the
niche that operates in the overlap
between EHR and ACE (Hot AC),
does not help making the distinc-
tions clearer either. This does not

has

imply that there is no market for
such a mixture, it just illustrates
that the various music formats in
Europe form a sliding scale of close-
ly neighbouring and interconnect-
ed tastes, making it very hard for a
given format to position itself and
to generate its own hits and pro-
gramming policies, so typical for a

mature radio indus-
try. So, what hits has
ACE created this
year?

The only unique
artist to ACE
the year has been
Eros Ramazzotti (at
number 10) as the
Italian artist is totally
absent from the
year-end EHR Top
40. The top 10's of
both year-end charts
are very much alike,
having seven titles in
common! And only
five titles in the year-

end ACE Top 25 are absent from
the year-end EHR Top 40. Apart
from Ramazzotti's Cose Della
Vita/Cosas De La Vida (recorded
both in Italian and Spanish), these
are Vanessa Paradis' Sunday Mon-
days (at 16), Hero by David Crosby
& Phil Collins (17), Sting's Fields Of
Gold (21) and Rod Stewart's Have I
Told You Lately. But the over-all
similarity with EHR is too obvious
to miss.

It tells us that ACE should strive
for a stronger identity. The recent
rise of the "Euro-AC" niche-
emphasising Mediterranean/South-
ern European product-might give
us a clue towards future develop-
ments in ACE radio. Pieter Kops

Reggae hit the dance charts in
1993 like never before. A few

singles have been released over the
past months by Chaka Demus &
Pliers, but none was as on target as
Tease Me, the track which landed
them in the number one slot on this
year's EDR Top
25.

A definite
move -your -body
riddim track,
Tease Me hadtough
ran a neck -in -
neck race with
Mariah Carey'ssmooth
commercial
dance piece
Dream Lover.
And on an even
smoother,
groovier vibe,
Janet Jackson
slid in at number
3.

Although the
top few songs come to us via the US,
Continental European acts nabbed
twice as many positions this year than
last year. The Dutch/Belgian crew 2
Unlimited landed a remarkable three
positions in the chart, while
Germany's Haddaway clenched two
of his own.

The chart is pretty much split down
the middle with an even number of
hits from male and female artists.
Seven of the EDR Top
25 are also on this
year's EHR Top 40
list. They include
songs from Mariah
Carey, Janet Jackson,
SWV, Culture Beat,
Haddaway and two
from Whitney
Houston. Crossover
dance music thus
comprises a decent
piece of the
European radio pie.

The chart success
of acts such as

Dance 2 Trance,

Chaka Demus & Pliers

Tony Toni Tone, Jamiroquai, Felix
and Shara Nelson only serve to
confirm the diversity and universality
of dance music. Bubbling under the
top 25 are club -oriented tracks
highlighted by two international hits,
The Goodmen's Give It Up, Moby's

Move and
Zhane's Hey Mr.
DJ. Many of this
year's highest
charting acts
started in the
clubs, as do the
true dance
trends.

The ever -
broadening
array of dance
sub -genres has
transposed the
EDR Top 25 into
a conglomer-
ation of house,
hip hop,
swing beat,
techno, tribal,
funk, soul and
other club -

rooted styles. As we see even more
progressive dance music coming from
the fertile underground, it's hard not
to see a bright future for EDR. The
chart today is a peak at a musical
panorama and a sure indication of
the quickly developing, rapidly
expanding, highly versatile, never die
genre that is dance music.

Benoit Sillard
President Fun Radio/Paris

1. For me, 1993 was dominated
by the new schedule we imple-
mented in September. The
results we achieved show it is

possible to bring innovative
programmes on the FM band, programmes which differ
from what one normally expects from a musical station.
It proves that we are not limited to simply playing music;
we can also offer something else. My ambition for Fun is
that it becomes the station of a whole generation.
2. I consider that record companies have a very bad ten-
dency to get too much free space from radio stations. I'd
like to see a better balanced situation, in addition to
more feedback and support from those record compa-
nies who play the game.
3. My record for the year was the Symbol album by
Prince. He is extraordinaire [in French]. I saw him for
the first time live in 1987, and have been a fan ever
since.

Richard Skinner
Joint PD Virgin 1215 AM/London

1. The hardest working year
ever for me. Putting a radio
station on air-from scratch-
in three months was a daunt-
ing task: building studios, find-

ing DJs, creating the record library, and doing it to a
deadline. Teamwork par excellence!
2. I'm pleased that, at last, British radio listeners are
beginning to hear music radio stations that aren't obses-
sively tied to the Top 40 singles chart. Nationally, Virgin
1215 and Classic FM are providing real alternatives, and
new local stations are targeting people who want to
hear more than a dance beat. The sad part is that there
can't be even more choices available to the people.
3. The album of the year is Ten Summoners Tales from
Sting. An impeccable collection of great songs.

Francisco Herrera
MD Cadena Dial/Madrid

1. For Cadena Dial and the
artists which form part of the
network, there has been a

higher production of music in
line with our format in 1993.

Cadena Dial also won one of the radio industry's highest
honours, the Onda award. We've also added new sta-
tions, bringing us to 52 in our fourth year.
2. There is still a lack of a wide range of format niches.
For me the problem with the panorama at the moment
is that there are too many stations that offer basically
the same kind of music. More specialisation is needed.
3. Artists especially identified with Cadena Dial include
Jose Luis Perales, Isabel Pantoja, Ketama. Dyango,
Paloma San Basilio, Rosio Jurado, Juan Luis Guer-
ra, Ultima pe La Fila, Julio Iglesias and Chavela Var-
gas, among others. All these artists now have an open
door and a forum for their music.

Allen Davis
President PolyGram Europe

1 & 2. 1993 was not an easy
year, yet in Europe we contin-
ue to out -perform previous
years and there is satisfaction
in that, but even greater satis-

faction in the quality of the year's performance. Our
competitors are particularly admired for a year of out-
standing achievement as well, so the record industry
continues to move forward and there is every indication
that music is evolving, the industry is evolving, the busi-
ness is evolving and technology is now only a part of the
mass we deal with, very exciting and interesting times
to test management today and in the foreseeable
future.

2. I am not happy with the radio development in this
country, because the many new stations have not led to
more varied programming, but just more of the same.
3. I am disappointed that there is so little new, interest-
ing product in the huge area of rock and pop. Therefore
I have turned to classical music and Cecilia Barton is a
singer who has really enchanted me.

Manfred Lappe
1. Business -wise, 1993 was
dominated by starting our own

MD Warner Austria/Hungary companies in Hungary. The
acquisition of the leading
domestic label Magneoton

put us immediately in the pole position for the impor-
tant local repertoire market. The subsequent foundation
of Warner Music Hungary guaranteed us the full control
and marketing power necessary for our international
repertoire. Meanwhile both companies have moved to a
new building, acquired a proper administration depart-
ment and are functioning as one team.
2. 1992 was an outstanding year in Hungary; 1993 was
more difficult. There are short-term financial aspects we
have to cope with. Overall, the music market itself is

moving towards European standards. It will take some
time (years) before the trade, media and record industry
catch up, but the rate of development is high.
3. I was personally surprised by Magneoton's November
release of Tatrai Band. Their latest album New York,
New York is the first which I've heard in many years
which achieves a real European standard.

Franco Rea li
President FIMI/BMG Italy

1. After six years of continued
growth for BMG Italy in both
artistic and financial terms-
although failing to get a mar-
ket share that rewarded the

effort made in the past-I believe I can now say that in
1993 we are almost certainly the market leader in terms
of market share.
2. I am not completely satisfied. The most difficult aspect
is to establish a concrete dialogue [referring to the FIMI-

AFl splitl. It seems to me that both parties are available
for discussion but we have still not found a common
point from which to begin.
3. Above all, despite the market being in a bad condi-
tion, Italian product enjoys a good state of health.

While EHR has continued to be the battle-
ground for mainland European acts to

prove their pan-European hit potential, the
Regional Airplay charts have increasingly
become the indicator of local hits and trends.
The recently launched Regional Crossover
charts, and its Border Breakers section in par-
ticular, have even substanstially added to this,
highlighting the cross -regional impact of prod-
uct. Its history, however, is too short to produce
year-end statistics. So for the regional angle, we
have to satisfy ourselves with the naturally more
hit -minded year-end top 20 listings for each
region charted. Here are the winners:
 The artists who enjoy the most entries in the
Regional Airplay year-end listings are UB40 and
Whitney Houston (eight entries each). UB40's (I
Can't Help) Falling In Love With You appears in
all regions except the West, including a number
1 entry in the North, while in Central the group
also charts with Higher Ground (at number 6);
Houston scores with I Will Always Love You in six
regions and with I'm Every Woman in two,
including the Southwest, where both singles
appear.
 Mainland European acts that enjoy most year-
end entries outside their region of origin-the
best "border breakers" so to speak-are new-
comers Haddaway and Ace Of Base, both
score four times and register one year-end chart
topper. Sweden -born, Denmark -signed Ace Of
Base especially succeeded with All That She
Wants (number 1 in the West, 4 in the North-
west and 13 in Central), but also scored with
Happy Nation (also in Central, at 19); Haddaway
especially triumphed with What Is Love (1 in
West Central, 3 in the South and 18 in the West),
while Life ends at 7 in West Central, adding up
to two top 10 year-end entries in that region for
the Trinidad -born, Germany -based singer.
Other acts that enjoy year-end entries outside
their region of signing include Eros Ramazzotti
with Cose Della Vita, grabbing the number 6
position in West Central and number 20 in the
West, and Culture Beat with Mr. Vain (West
Central, number 14).
 West Central is the region with the most
mainland European entries from outside (four)
in its year-end airplay chart, even including the
number one (Haddaway). This isn't too much of
a surprise, as the lowlands have a long reputa-
tion for being very open to product from
abroad, other than the inevitable Anglo-Ameri-
can portion. The West is second in this category
with three entries, again including the top spot
(Ace Of Base). This is the more striking as the
French-speaking areas do not have a tradition of
being that open-minded to "foreign" music and
it illustrates once more the growing existance of
a genuine Continental European music scene.
East Central was the only exception here, that
region being almost completely ruled by Anglo-
American product, at least with regards to the
real radio hits.
 The region most open to its own product is,
non -surprisingly, the Northwest. No less than 10
out of the 20 year-end chart entries originated
from their own signing ground-the UK; new-
comer Gabrielle ends the highest at number 2
with Dreams.
Despite the remarks made above, the West still
turned out to be the most chauvinistic region on
the Continent, with three year-end entries being
home -brewed: one from Vanessa Paradis (6)
and two from Stephan Eicher (8, 16).
 It's interesting to see that the number 1 songs
differ from region to region. Only Central and
the Southwest share the same best -played song,
What's Up by the 4 Non Blondes, the same sin-
gle that tops the year-end EHR Top 40.

Programmers report that the wider variety of
songs from which to choose has spiced up their
playlist, and that listeners are enjoying the mix.

Comments Radio Uptown/Copenhagen Hot
ACE/EHR PD Niels Pedersen, "There was a new
diversity of music in '93. Pop music-and I don't
mean strictly classified as EHR or ACE-is back in a
big way and that's very nice. There's so much pop
coming from every direction that we can play
oldies by Elton John back-to-back with the
Stereo MCs and R.E.M. You couldn't do that
three years ago. We were still living in the '80s;
now we're in the '90s. It seems the audience is
accepting a different variety of music, but not in a
big way. If you mix it right it works very well and
creates an energy that is very positive."

Adds Radio Clyde 1 FM/Glasgow head of
music Bobby Hain, "As a music programmer I've
enjoyed a great freshness about the music this

For Luis Merino, MD/PD at Madrid -based EHR
network powerhouse Los 40 Principales, '93
marked the year that Latin music broke through
strongly in Spain. "Artists like Jon Secada and
Gloria Estefan, who lead the list, are among the
top -selling acts in Spain," he says. "It's respected
music which comes to us from the other side of
the Atlantic Ocean."

He warns, however, of a "dangerous rise of
marketing projects to the detriment of the
development of new talent" that is effecting the
country. "In the sales charts, compilations have
been separated from new productions in order to
avoid calling attention to the fact that of the top
10 best-selling albums, nine were compilations,"
he says. "Albums continue to sell, but artistically
new values have entered a state of decline.

"Also important has been the appearance of
what can be called the new 'bubble gum' sound,
pioneered by groups like the Archies. These

artists score one or two hits and

year. If you look at the music this time last year
the big song was a big ballad I Will Always Love
You by Whitney Houston. That's changed this
year. We've gone through some very good dancey
stuff, including some excellent records from Euro-
pean dance bands like Haddaway and Ace Of
Base. We've also seen more rock, with bands like
the Spin Doctors. It's kept EHR very fresh and has
kept its appeal to the maximum."

Hain also believes a more radio -friendly dance
scene developed in '93. "It has much more of a
mainstream appeal," he says. "I don't think radio
stations are as afraid of dance records as they once
were maybe two, three ago. You see a lot more
'A' list dance material than you once did with
songs from Culture Beat and Jazzy Jeff & Fresh
Prince and so on. We have included more."

In The Groove
Gigio D'Ambrosio, PD at Milan -based EHR

web 101 Network, agrees that there was more
music variety this year. "There were more pop
songs that had crossover appeal; and also for the
first time in probably around 10 years, Italian
music, he says. "That developed very quickly in
Italy this year, not only in terms of popularity but
also in terms of quality."

D'Ambrosio also noticed the increase in quality
dance records. "This year for the first time we
gave more time to dance music, but quality dance
only," he says. "It's more underground dance
style, which reflects Italian tastes."

In Germany, Hot ACE/EHR 104.6 RTL Berlin
PD/morning show host Arno Muller notes that
music became more mainstream in Germany this
year. "The big names are still on the top of the
pyramid: Phil Collins, Rod Stewart, Tina Turner
and Sting, etc., even with our younger audience,"
he says. "We can see that Stewart's Sailing tests
better than the Pet Shop Boys' Go West."

In Berlin, says Muller, EHR/Hot ACE stations
"are playing less dance, techno and rap music.
Another trend we're seeing is that there's more
heavy rock stuff. These records are successful in
sales, but they aren't necessarily the right radio
records. We see in our research that in the 18-40
demo German -language music is getting less and
less important."

then disappear. It's music to use and
toss away, produced for a mass
audience which can achieve huge
sales in a very short time. These
trends have altered both the record
industry and radio programming,
and we cannot turn our back on
reality."

All in all, programmers are now
feeling more comfortable playing a

more diverse music mix. "The variety of music this
year has led radio stations to realise that they
need to and can live with a bit of dance, rock and
ballads at the same time in order to have true EHR
appeal," says Clyde 1 FM's Hain. "You have to take
the best hits of each genre without being slave to
any particular one.

"I think there was a time in the late '80s and
early '90s, particularly in commercial radio, where
we were afraid of anything that sounded slightly
edgy. We wanted an accessible sound all day and I

example-you can go with three or four tracks on
recurrent. We're making great use of those

No -Bullshit Presentation
1993 also became the year programmers

focused on their presentation style. "We had less
bullshit," sums up Uptown Radio's Pedersen.
"We've never had much anyway, but this year we
had the Ws cut the last of it. It's more matter-of-
fact, down-to-earth, grown-up and friendly. We've
really polished it up this year. We've had the same
people here for a while, and now we're learning
to control all the factors in the presentation so we
can be energetic without being annoying. We've
reigned our Ws in about as much as we can. Now
they have the experience and we're slowly letting
them grow and do a little more."

Adds 101 Network's D'Ambrosio, "We're
talking more to the people and using their
language in all dayparts. When we first started 18
years ago, we focused exclusively on the music; the
DJs only announced the name of the song. Now,
most of the radio -stations all play the same music.
RTL 102.5 Hit Radio, 105 Network, Radio
Deejay, Radio Dimensione Suono, Radio Kiss
Kiss and us are almost the same. Sometimes 80%
of the music we play is the same. While we may
play more black music, that's only about 15-20%
of what we play in a 24 -hour period.

"The only way is to differentiate yourself is how
you talk to the people. This means a kind of radio
with more musical information, but with a

different kind of information. These days the
people want something more from a radio station
than only music. Our presentation is more lifestyle
oriented."

Like Radio Uptown, Clyde 1 FM has stayed with
the same presenter line-up and format for '93.
"We've stayed with a format which works for us,"
says Hain. "We've now placed heavy emphasis on

think we may have pushed it out to the edges a
little bit now."

The greater number of records has caused
programmers to re-examine their playlists. "We
are certainly holding onto songs longer," says
Clyde 1 FM's Hain. "There's very little time
between a song being a maximum rotation hit
song for us and it becoming a recurrent.
Traditionally people have waited a month or two
before they would introduce a song on a recurrent
list. But we have found that songs are still hitting
home enough with people enough
for us to rotate them fairly heavily.

"There's also less of the older
gold material on EHR these days.
We've had such a fresh musical year
that we can rely on current and
recurrent hits to a larger extent.
We've changed the playlist to
accommodate that. At the end of
'92 I didn't think we had a Aar
particularly momentous year musically, and for
that reason to maximise our appeal we were then
running with more of a gold base than compared
to now.

"When you get bands who have developed
their own appeal-people like R.E.M., or Sting, for

better because private commercial radio is still a
relatively new medium in Berlin.

"In '93 we had a very hard, in -your -face, hard -
selling, big -voice style which had a somewhat
unfriendly but progressive statement," he says.
"We threw all that stuff out in the middle of the
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year. We now package and present the station in a
much warmer style, like the way normal people
talk. There's more comedy. and poking fun at
ourselves.

"Every hour on the hour we do the positioning
and music promos. We explain a lot about format
issues, what we do, why we do it, why we have a
hot rotation, and why we play certain types of
songs much more often than others."

To make sure the station was going in the right
direction with its new presentation style, 104.6 RTL
Berlin relied on extensive research. "We always
research our programme, which is pretty unique in
Germany, and we test a lot of the components,"
says Muller. "We found out that the 'in -your -face'
style was good in the beginning, and a lot of
station's followed us; but the times have changed
and we needed to create something different.
People got the message and the positioning, and
that was the first goal. But in the second phase you
have to start explaining to them why you are
doing the things you are doing. That's where we
are now; and to do that effectively you have to do
that in their own language.

"We produce a lot of listener
promos. You can't always say 'We're
the biggest, the greatest, the best.'
People get bored with that. But it's
totally different if listeners say it.
That's why we always talk to them
to find out what they like, then we
take their comments and put them
into 'What the listeners think' on -air
promos so people can hear what other listeners
think about the station and in their own words.
That's a very big thing we've done this year which
will continue into '94."

Cooperating With The Labels
On the promotional front, '93 also proved to be

the year radio stations began working more closely
with the labels, with a couple of stations reporting
increased ad time buys by record companies.

Comments Radio Uptown's Pedersen, "We've
been very active promotion -wise, a lot more than
in the previous years. We've had some very good
response with shows this year like U2, Bruce
Springsteen and all other major acts that have
toured Copenhagen. We haven't been the sole
sponsor of these shows, but we've let everyone
know we're there. A lot of Uptown listeners attend
those concerts, so it's important for us to show
them that we're there. This is something we'll
definitely continue in '94."

Pedersen says the record industry's promotions
have been much more in -line with what his station
is about. "They're learning that it's not always that
interesting for our listeners to have an interview
with an artist that appeals to only a small part of
our audience," he says. "We're also not seeing the
more crazy promotional stunts any more."

As for joint promotions, Radio Uptown had a
non-stop Beatles day, giving away trips and
tickets to a Paul McCartney concert. The station
also promoted U2's concert in Dublin where it
created "Zoo Radio" with listener call -ins and
related competitions.

"The smaller record companies have nearly
always been doing this, but it's the majors that are
getting more actively involved," says Pedersen.
"But radio is growing. The radio scene two years
ago wasn't as good as it is today, and as radio gets
better we score more promotional opportunities
with major artists and the record companies."

At 104.6 RTL Berlin, moving from very general
cume- and advertising -driven promotions to very
focused, constant -listening promotions and
contests was the name of the game. "We're doing
more of these to expand people's time spent
listening," says Muller. "These are very powerful
and expensive promotions, and I think they've
been very successful.

"In the beginning we had a lot of promotions,
sometimes with sponsors, sometimes without. Not
one day goes by-whether we're in a ratings
period or not-where we don't have a promotion.
That's the three benefits of the station: music,
morning show and promotions."

On working with the record companies, Muller
says ad time buys most likely increased in '93. The
station is also selling the labels short
advertising/promotion spots that tie in with new
records that on the playlist. "The record companies
have to pay for it, and it's also a new way to work
together," says Muller. "But the song has to fit the
format. It's good for the radio station because we
make money."

He adds, "We try to work very closely with the
record industry, but not in the old-fashioned way.
We try to create special promotions with them. For
example, for the premier of the new Tom Petty
album we gave away a trip to Orlando for his
concert which the record company paid for.

"We also do special promotions for interviews.
We met Phil Collins in Hamburg and we did an

'Ask Phil' promotion for his new album during the
morning show. We taped listeners' questions and
then put together an interview in such a way that
the on -air personality is not involved that much;
it's just Phil Collins and our listeners.

"Also, we always try to get stars on the morning
show, and we'll tape them if they can't be here at
that time. And we try to think of unique things to
do with them. With most stars we produce station
songs. We have a multi -track studio here and most
time they participate, even ones people thought
would never do it, like Herbert Gronemeyer."

At 101 Network, D'Ambrosio has worked on big
promotions for, among others, Mariah Carey and
Boyz II Men, and the station has the exclusive
rights to promote all the big concerts in Milan and
northern Italy. "We are a partner with two major
promoters in the area, so almost all the concerts
have our logo on the ticket or the street," he says.
"We're working to make sure this happens in '94
as well. We want to work hard in this area because
it gives us higher visibility-not always money-
than other promotions. It connects us with a big
tour of a big artists and their music.

"We have a good relationship with most of the
record companies. They've finally come to
understand that while we might not be the largest
station in the ratings, we have a
very particular type of audience. We
probably don't help the record
companies sell many more records,
but we help them to promote some
artists that no other radio would."

Comments Clyde 1 FM's Hain, "I in
wouldn't say our relationship with
record companies had improved or
depreciated in any way this year.
I've always enjoyed-because of our position as a
large regional radio station-a very good
relationship with the record companies. But what I
think is happening is that record companies are
finding that these stations can do as good a job of
breaking new material as a national network
station because the appeal of FM stations is lower
in age terms, so it gives a very definite edge to any
record company's promotion strategy.

"I was delighted to have a live set from Paul
Young on this station about two -three weeks ago.
We have in Scotland a very 'New Country' music

buzz, and Mary -Chapin Carpenter is an artist we
were happy to support in promotional terms when
she sold out two Glasgow gigs. Both are relevant
for our audience.

"I'm also glad to see an increase in record
company advertising on radio stations this year in
support of bands like Texas and Wet Wet Wet,
which are good Scottish bands, and some of the
compilation hit CDs in time for Christmas.

"We really haven't increased the number, but
we've brought better production values to the
promotions. We're taking just a little more care
with what we do to step it up a gear, and it seems
to have worked for us. We've had a new ID
package done for us. We've made heavy use of
contests and we use a lot of the winners on air
after the event to remind people about what a
good experience being Clyde 1 winner is."

Adds Los 40 Principales' Merino, "You have to
work closely with the record companies. They
present us daily with the product with which we
create our format, all the while explaining to them
our criteria.

"On the other hand, we help the record
companies through our network of coordinators to
inform them of all new product which arises in the
various cities around the country. We help record
companies with- their marketing strategies when
and if they are in line with our own programming,
but also stride for absolute independence, and
demonstrate this independence when these goals
do not coincide."

Wish Lists
As for Christmas wish lists, clear and improved

radio legislation was number one for Radio
Uptown's Pedersen and 101 Network's D'Ambrosio.

"The first most important thing, not only for
EHR but for all of Italian radio, is the law, and in all
areas: licences, advertising limits, etc.," says
D'Ambrosio. "Something exists, but it's just too
unclear and it changes every few weeks. Politicians
have to help us get everything in order so we can
invest more in radio. In the last three, four years
money has dried up because of all the uncertainty.
We were one of the first to legalise private
commercial radio, and now we are one of the last
to have a comprehensive broadcast law."

"Deregulation completely," says Pedersen. "For
beginners, we need more power on our
frequencies and one radio station per frequency.
There has to be a new law that distinguishes
between small community -based and commercial
regional -based stations.

"All the growing pains associated with a new
media have to be remedied, otherwise this media
won't become important. Hopefully, the
developments in Sweden shocked people enough
to take action."

Adds Los 40 Principales's Merino, "Our principle

desire is for more artists to benefit and improve
the music, which is the only way to end the crisis in
Spain. We're living off the past, as is demonstrated
by the fact that marketing is so important to
record companies."

"It is very important that we promote radio in
general to the advertising industry," says 104.6 RTL
Berlin's Muller. "They need to find out that they
can save a lot of their client's advertising money
and be just as effective using radio. Only then will
radio be taken more seriously by advertisers and
profits will grow for the industry."

research also concludes that, in real
terms, CDs are cheaper than they
ever have been.

This flies in the face of the UK
parliament's Heritage Select Com-
mittee which decided in the Spring
that CDs were unjustifiably expen-
sive. In often acrimonious
exchanges with the record industry,
committee chairman Gerald Kauf-
mann MP repeatedly accused the
record business of a "rip-off."

The Department of National
Heritage-the department that is
overseen by the Heritage Select
Committee-has sponsored a
report from the independent Policy
Studies Institute which states, "The
recent heated controversy over the
retail pricing of compact discs has
disguised the fact that their pur-
chase price has been falling in real
terms over recent years.

"This, especially when com-
pared to the rising real cost of LPs
and cassettes, has been one of the
factors which has helped to sustain
the growth in consumer spending

on this format even during the
recession."

The report further undermines
the arguments of the Heritage
Select Committee by pointing out
that the price differential between
CDs and other established formats
is smaller than ever. The report
says the retail prices of vinyl and
cassettes have been rising in real
terms-that is, more than infla-
tion-since the mid -'80s, whereas
CD prices in '92 were "consider-
ably lower" than they were in '83.

The report supports the argu-
ments the BPI presented to the Her-
itage Select Committee only to
have them brusquely dismissed.

The row over the alleged CD
rip-off began in the UK and the
British industry is now in the mid-
dle of an investigation by the regu-
latory body the Monopolies &
Mergers Commission (MMC).
Aware of activities in the UK, the
Dutch authorities decided earlier in
the year to mount their own
inquiry, and southern European
industries are currently fearful that
the trend will spread to them.

which is no longer specific to any
country or city. Hits by acts such as
2 Unlimited, Haddaway and Ace
Of Base have become a constituent
part of a new musical movement
that has created a clearly recognis-
able sound in which melody is as
important as rhythm.

Meanwhile, it seems that the
more hard-hitting UK/US dance/
hip hop variants have had a tough
time on the Continent. These days
Europeans like their music to come
from Europe.

Head of A&R/business affairs
manager at Mega Records, Claus
Cornelius, believes the melody
and accessibility of Continental
acts such as Ace Of Base and Cap-
tain Hollywood Project are the
answer to their recent success, as
UK and US dance acts become
more aggressive and obscure. This
is having a profound effect on
A&R departments in the UK and
US, as companies have become far
more in touch with what is happen-
ing on the Continent.

"It is not that Continental pro-
ductions are improving," says Cor-
nelius. "Europe is generally more
pop oriented, and the wind is now
blowing our way as UK and US

acts increasingly look only towards
their own market. The UK dance
scene is by-passing radio and cut-
ting out all but the really commit-
ted. The music is usually too weird
for radio, and at some levels the
'street cred' of a record is destroyed
if radio does play it. This makes it
difficult for audiences to keep up
with the dance scene."

Logic MD Matthias Martin-
sohn believes the European dance
scene is more connected than ever.
"When we started Logic five years
ago, there were only one or two
dance labels in Germany. Now
everyone's into dance. Also, no one
is thinking any more in terms of 'I
have to produce a German hit.'
They are producing for the interna-
tional market."

Although Europe has become
one market with regards to dance,
potential can be lost without careful
release planning, says Martinsohn.
"In the US, you can still allow
yourself time in releasing European
product. But the Europe scene
moves very fast. You can lose
momentum if your record is not
released in a certain territory."

Martinsohn believes the UK is
as involved in this process as it
was. He notes, however, "the prob-
lem of the UK market is that there's
no prevalent classic style. There are

one of the 21 frequencies was sold
for under Srkl million.

SRU/Rix, partly owned by
Bonnier -group newspaper
Expressen, added a further five fre-
quencies to its national net: two in
Gothenburg and one each in
MalmO, Halmstad and Both's. Rix's
gold, news/talk net now totals 15
stations in 13 towns, making it the
biggest commercial web in Sweden.

Five Radio Rix stations are cur-
rently on air and MD Birgitta
Rosen expects nine to be on air by
January 1, 1994. Comments Rosen,
"We are taking our time, especially
in Stockholm, where we are being
careful to prepare the market prop-
erly before we launch."

Rix plans to buy even more fre-
quencies when further auctions are
held next year, expected to be in
February and March.

Z Radio, owned by Swedish
conglomerate Kinnevik, added five
frequencies to its ACE net which
now comprises 10 stations. MD
Johanna Unghanse says all the
stations will be playing the Z Radio
ACE programme broadcast mostly
from Stockholm, with some local
programming.

Z Radio was expected to bid for
a frequency in Lund, after closing
down P4 earlier this Autumn fol-
lowing a disagreement with
Sveriges Radio youth station P4.
Unghanse says the frequencies
available in Lund and Malmo
weren't good enough, and that Z is
waiting until a further auction next

year for East Sweden, which will
include more licences for Malmo.

French radio operator NRJ-
owned Energy now has a frequen-
cy in each of Sweden's major cities,
Stockholm, Malmo and Gothen-
burg, creating a small but powerful
EHR network. Comments NRJ MD
Main Weill, "The new frequencies
gained in the latest auction mean
that NRJ will now cover 35% of
Sweden, making us the number one
network in terms of population cov-
ered. Energy Stockholm is already
going very strong and is the number
one station in Stockholm according
to figures printed in the newspaper
this week."

EHR/rock format City Radio
bought two frequencies in Gothen-

burg and Lund. The station already
broadcasts from Gothenburg and
Lund and is the market leader in the
area. Says City Radio/Malmo MD
Patrick Larsson, "We originally
wanted a frequency in Malmo, but
the prices were driven too high.
Malmo and Lund are only 18 km
apart. The frequency we got in
Lund covers Malmo anyway, and
we got it for a good price. City
Radio is the biggest station in this
area at the moment and I don't see
any reason that this should change."

Radio City sales house SRAB
notched up six more frequencies
under its belt in Helsingborg,
Jonkoping, Vaxjo and Boras.
SRAB also has a share in City
Radio.

different kinds of movements that
do not seem to be as connected as
they were in the past."

PolyGram director of promo-
tion/Continental European reper-
toire Jan Abbink says the rise of
Continental music is not explain-
able by any one single reason, but
is more a combination of develop-
ments over the decade. "Obviously,
the introduction of pan-European
media such as MTV Europe and
Music & Media has played a
major role. But even at a local level
we are noticing a growing pan-
European awareness. Also, many
European productions are very suit-
able for radio airplay."

Hubert Wandjo, artist market-
ing director at Sony Music Ger-
many, believes that the crossover
phenomenon marks a new aware-
ness of Europe as both a home base
for high -quality music and as an
attractive marketplace. "The media
is now taking European music seri-
ously, following MTV's lead in
playing and developing music from
all over Europe. Radio is now
quick to pick up on Continental
music, and the club scene is

becoming far less chauvinistic,
opening up to music from all over
Europe. Germany is now an estab-
lished source of dance music,
which is very exciting. I now hope
that we will be able to extend this
success to other genres, and start
developing our own rock and main-
stream pop repertoire."

All new executives will report

to Larsen (with the exception of
Bockstal) and will start on Jan-
uary 1.

The new affiliates will
employ a total of 86 people, of
whom the majority (19) will be
based in Stockholm. The remain-
der will be divided between
France, Spain (17), Italy (16),
Holland (12).and Belgium (5).

A&R activities are not the
new company's direct objective,
says Larsen. "We're not going to
build a major roster of unknown
acts that will cost a lot of money
and time to develop. There are
certain areas where we don't want
to compete with our established
Anglo-American artists. But if an
established artist comes available,
we will go for it."

Territories where A&R is
most likely to start first are, says
Larsen, France, Italy and Spain,
markets with a traditionally high
percentage of national artists.

Larsen is aiming for a 4%
market share for the new MCA
companies. Total 1993 revenues
for the MCA Group outside the
US are estimated at US$300 mil-
lion. "1994 may not be way above
that," says Larsen, "but we can gen-
erate US$500-600 million in inter-
national sales within a three-year
period. There are certain areas we
haven't even touched, like special
artist marketing."

Most Added leader of the week, collecting no less
than 24 fast -time reports, is I Wouldn't Normally Do
This Kind Of Thing by the Pet Shop Boys, 16 of these
adds coming from platinum and gold stations. The
British hit -smiths score the biggest points gain of the
week and perform the highest chart jump as well,
climbing 22 places (37-15) in one go-unmistakably the
hottest record of the week. At the same time their
previous single, -Go West, is still sticking to number 11,
greatly thanks to its ongoing support in Central and the
West.

Pet Shop Boys' new single receives the best response
in the UK and Ireland (90-100% acceptance level),
followed by Sweden, Holland, Poland, Denmark and
Italy (47-67% in those countries). In the Northwest,
"This Kind Of Thing" is already top 5 (see Regional
Airplay, page 39).

This week's highest new entry in the EHR Top 40 (at
number 24) goes to UB40, whose Bring Me Your Cup,
the third single from Promises And Lies, attracts 21 adds
(second best of the week). The initial support base for
the new single is located in the UK and Ireland (over
80%), as also revealed by its top 5 position in the
Northwest (Regional Airplay). Spain, Belgium,
Denmark, Germany and Holland form the second league
with less spectacular figures.

Second highest new entry in the top 40 is seized by
Haddaway, whose I Miss 'You, the third single from
Haddaway The Album, kicks off at number 28 with a
60 -station roster. Denmark embraces the single most fer-
vently (56% penetration), followed by Sweden, the UK
and Belgium (43-50%). Germany, Poland and Holland
are also on track, but as yet with a less wide spread.

Taking a look at Chartbound, we are struck by the
speed of growth of Michael Jackson's Gone Too Soon,
Enigma's Return To Innocence and What's My Name by
newcomer Snoop Doggy Dogg (already known as
featured rapper on Dr. Dre's album The Chronic). The
promising add ratios, scored by these new entries in
EHR's bubbling -under division, indicates a momentum
that could push them into next year's earliest hit lists.

The Regional Crossover charts track the cross -regional movement of
product.
