As the Intensive Japanese Language Program was
previously a Japanese language school, it offers a
systematic curriculum that is rooted in the time-tested
teaching methods developed over the years, which
allows its students to effectively prepare for the
Japanese-Language Proficiency Test (JLPT) and the
Examination for Japanese University Admission for
International Students (EJU). The Program also requires
the students to take courses that will teach them how
to write compositions and prepare reports in Japanese
so that they will be competent at handling coursework
once they formally enroll at the university.
